The site for Customs inspection facility shall be designed as a comprehensive unit

comprising of the following main functions:
e Customs House (H)
e Site Command and Control components (CI/CO)
e Radiography facility (R)
e Manual inspection facility (M)
e Pit inspection facility (P)
e Kennel (K)
e Site plot development, including roads and garden areas.

The Customs House is a building housing the offices of Jordan River customs

workers.
Site Command and Control components include:
e Cabins and checkpoints at site's Entry/ Exit
e Entry/ Exit of vehicles to / from the site (roads, signs, etc).
e Entry/ Exit of pedestrians to / from the site (sidewalks, gates, wickets etc.).
e Traffic control to / inside the site.
e Perimeter fence, Gates and Barriers
e Safety and Security systems
Radiography facility (R) comprising of:
e Devices and equipment for cargo x-ray screening
¢ Building for Operators, Image analysts, supervisors and control positions
e Service, Maintenance, Equipment Storage and Managerial functions.
Manual inspection facility (M) comprising of:

e Inspection bays on the Ramp for manual inspection of cargo loaded in

containers.

Site development, including:

Site plan shall include cultivated areas, professionally designed with various plants
and computerized (automatic) irrigation system while taking into consideration the

local climate.

Next to each building (radiography, manual and Customs house) an outside

smoking area will be installed

The roofed (pergola) area shall include.

e Concrete table, benches
e Drinking water concrete fountain

e Garbage can, Concrete ashtray, etc.

Sustainable construction

Site design and implement structures will be based on sustainable construction
(“green”) principles, using process that is environmentally responsible and
resource efficient throughout building’s life-cycle as formulated in the Israel

regulations (achieving at least 55 points).
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Communication

Regarding communication network, it's emphasized that according to IT security
requirements a total separation between the Customs communication network
(“red”) and the radiographic system communication must be implemented in the

site.

As result of the above Customs (“red”) and site communications cabinets will be

located at different rooms.

All Communication rooms at the site shall be secured (shielded door). Customs

communication rooms will be secured with a biometric system as access control.

Power/ Transformation

It's emphasized that rooms containing these elements shall be planned as far as

possible from any occupied offices.
UPS (TBD) shall be installed in the communication rooms.

Fire detection and extinguishing

Fire detection equipment, as required by the Fire local Authorities, will be installed.

A fire-fighting position will be set up in area, including extinguishers and
hydrant/hose to extinguish fire with water, as well as all other tools required at
such a positions.

The following sections presents a general description of the parts listed above, in

accordance with the operational procedures described in section 3 and section 6.

Generally, it's emphasized that site design will present a direct and safe truck
traffic from one subarea to the other (Entrance/ Radiography/ Manual/ Pit/ Exit,
with none, or at least minimal, crossing of roads and it will allow rapid evacuation

of the site in emergency situation (free passage from each area)

It's emphasized that units sizes (office area, etc.) described in the following
sections are estimated net areas only, while the actual final area may be larger by
up to 30%.

Note: At the PDR, the contractor will present for client's approval, the updated
site & buildings design drawings according to Client's requirements, land's

final location and exact shape and area (about 20000 m?).
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Site Entry and Exit

General

Generally Customs employees, visitors, Cargo carriers and vehicles for customs
and security inspection will reach the site either by external roads (one or more) or

through the border terminal area (managed by I1AA).

Entrance of all carriers from the external main roads will be either directly to the

Customs site or through the terminal. In either case the process comprises of:
e Drive via an external road
e Checks at terminal entrance guard post (operated by 1AA)
e Enter Site Entrance Area (operated by Customs using the SDMS system)

Exit from the Customs Inspection Site will be through Site Exit gate (operated by
Customs and controlled by Site's SDMS system) either directly to an external road

or into Jordan River Terminal's area (operated by IAA).

The following sections define contents of this project referring to customs site

located inside the Jordan River Terminal.
Carriers size to be inspected at Customs site

Site design: entrance and exit lanes, as well as all traffic routes, radiography
tunnel entrance and pit size, must take into account the following sizes of carriers

that enter the site, according to the required examinations types:

Standard container / pallets trucks — examination types: radiography, unloading

for manual and pit inspections.
Extra wide: 370 cm — examination type: unloading, manual and pit inspections.

Accordingly, requires traffic lanes adapted to carriers size (check-in/fout cabins)
and pit width of 430 cm.

Extra long: 2200 cm (full trailer) — examination types: radiography, unloading,

manual and pit inspections.

In this case, radiography shall include only one carrier. Unloading area and

inspection pit size (at least 2500 cm long) should be planned accordingly.

Cars carrier, length: 2800 cm — examination type: manual, unloading the cars
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Requires fitting of the traffic lanes into/out the site (check-in/out cabins)
Extra high: over 460 cm — unloading, manual, pit inspections
Fence

Along the internal border (eastern) with the terminal a fence will be built by the

Contractor, as part of this project.

Along the external sides of Customs facility Terminal's fence will be built by the

Contractor as part of this project (as per IAA characterization).

Site plan will provide access of IAA security vehicles to every part of the fence,

with no obstacles.

Inside the facility, adjust to Terminal's fence a 5m wide asphalt road will be build to

serve as security patrol road.

As part of the project, CCTV cameras will be installed on/near site's fences,

targeted for operational supervision of vehicles traffic.

In order to prevent delays each site gate (Entrance/Exit) will comprise of at least

two lanes, each one with space for vehicles in queue (total of 4 lanes).

A separate, controlled entrance and exit will be used by private cars, each

comprising of one lane.

Pedestrian and vehicle traffic will be controlled by one or more (as per site's

specific final design) checkpoints in the fence:

e Controlled entry & exit checkpoint for Customs employees entering the site
by vehicles or by foot. Location of these gates /checkpoints / wickets will be
designed according to operational needs, terminal plan and Contractor's

final plan of customs site.

e Entry & Exit for visitors — vehicle and pedestrian (specific location to be

defined according to final plan of the site)

e Entry & Exit for carriers and vehicles for inspection —automatically

/operators controlled.

In order to perform the tasks described in Section 3, each checkpoint will comprise

at least of the following:
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2.8.1 A mesh gate (identical to the perimeter fence) shall be manually operated.

Usually, the gate will stay open throughout working hours.

2.8.2 The gate will include locking devices for the closed position and anchoring devices

for both the closed and the open positions.
The gate height will be the same as that of the perimeter fence.

In the open position, the gate will not constitute an obstacle to the traffic of

vehicles through the gate and in its vicinity.

2.8.3 Electrically operated barrier of the lifting horizontal bar type.

The barrier in its closed position will block the entire width of the entrance/exit
lane.

The barrier will be operated as follows:

e Electric operation from the gate’s workstation and/or guard post (as per final
design).

e Proximity sensor in order to prevent closing while a vehicle is passing
through the gate.

e Electric operation from operator's WS and/or supervisor's WS (authorized
Traffic Control WS).

e At the carrier's Exit gates: Automatic operation by means of
Truck/container’'s ID (LPR or other means as specified by the Contractor)
followed, if required, by a verification of Driver’s ID.

e At the employees Entrance/Exit gate: operation by means of Employees’
vehicle ID or personal ID (proximity / magnetic card or other)

2.8.4 Entrance wicket for pedestrians
2.8.4.1 The wicket opening will be operated as follows:
a. By a personal magnetic card (authorized workers/ employees)
b. By electric operation from the checkpoint positions (visitors)
2.8.4.2 The wicket will include:

a. Mechanical locking devices for closing during the hours when the site is not in
operation

b. Anintercom extension installed for use from the outer side of the wicket

c.  Monitoring Camera (connected to checkpoint position)

The Check-in operator (CIO), in a seating position will perform the reception
procedure while facing the truck driver (who will stay in the truck) through a

designated reception window.
The cabin design will offer the check-in officer:

e Comfortable working environment

e 360° free view (without obstacles)

e Access to the back of the container (if required to check the container/seal)
Cabin furniture will comprise of custom built desks, chairs, cabins, accessories.

Cabin's interior design shall take into account all equipment designated to be

installed in it together with human engineering aspects.

The parking lots will be lighted with floodlights sufficient for human orientation, as

well as for CCTV coverage and in accordance with safety regulations.

The parking lots will be painted with marking lines, clear numbers and directions

marks to the numbered lanes/bays.

Design of the parking will provide easy access of truck's driving into/out of the
parking and will not require long backwards driving.

The following equipment will be installed in the parking lots:

Loudspeakers for the public announcement (PA) system and the Traffic control
system (SDMS).
