1.	The Prime Minister's Office – the Government ICT Authority (hereinafter: "the Office") wishes to receive bids for car parking services for employees and guests of the Government ICT Authority in the facility at 234 Jaffa Road Jerusalem (hereinafter: "the Services"), all in accordance with the requirements of the Office as set out in detail in the tender documents.

3.	The engagement period shall be for one year in accordance with the agreement attached to the tender.  The Office may extend the engagement period by two additional periods of one year each in accordance with the provisions of the agreement.

4.	An extract of the pre-conditions for participation in the tender (the complete and binding conditions are set out in detail in the tender documents):

	Bidders who comply with the threshold conditions set out in detail below are eligible to participate in the tender:

	4.1	A bidder who submits its bid in this tender shall be one of the following:

· The bidder is a single legal personality – an individual and a citizen and resident of Israel or a corporation duly registered in the relevant register in Israel or an unregistered partnership that is an authorized trader. 

· The bidder must be the owner of a car park or the holder of a concession that is valid for at least 15 months from the latest date for submitting bids, for the operation of a covered car park in the city of Jerusalem, at a distance of no more than 300 meters from our Office at 234 Jaffa Road.

· The bidder is the holder of all the certificates and/or licenses and/or licensing and/or permits required pursuant to any law for the performance of the Services forming the subject matter of this tender, when they are valid, including a valid business license for the operation of a pay car park.

· The bidder must have at least one year's previous experience in the operation of a car park during the course of the last 3 years preceding the latest date for submitting bids in this tender for the provision of car parking services.

· The bidder keeps the books of account required by law and it is in possession of the certificates required pursuant to the Public Bodies Transactions Law, 5736-1976 that are valid.

· Insofar as the bidder is a corporation, the corporation must be without any annual fee debts to the Registrar of Companies/Partnerships in respect of the years preceding the year in which the bid is submitted in the tender.  Insofar as a company is concerned – the company is not a law breaking company and it has not received a warning before the registration of a law breaking company.

· The bidder (and if the bidder is a corporation – also its directors and majority shareholders) has not been convicted of a security offense, an offense that is fiscal in character, or offenses pursuant to Sections 290 to 297, 383 to 393 and 414 to 438 of the Penal Law, 5737-1977, unless the limitation period pursuant to the Crime Register and Rehabilitation of Offenders Law, 5741-1981 has expired.

It is clarified that no bids should be sent by post.  A bid that is not found inside the Office's tenders box on the latest date for submitting bids for any reason whatsoever shall not be debated at all, it shall not participate in the tender, and it shall be returned to its sender.
