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1. Visit the LNG carrier at the turret buoy and walk through Coast Guard's Port State
Examination. Go over the differences between what we look at during Port State
Control exams vs flag state inspections. Explain what aspects of a LNG carrier PSC
exam are typical to all ships. Go over the top 10 Liquefied Gas Carrier deficiencies
found during PSC exams last year.

2. SME exchange on LNG carrier topics: questions/discussion, overview of Port State
Control programs, discuss new draft CG gas carrier performance qualification
standard, gas carrier job aid, SIGTTO guidance, Ship to Ship (STS) transfers, ongoing
efforts related to LNG used as marine fuel, references and guidance for LNG facility
standards.

3. Visit to a drilling site and as time permits visit to a staging port where offshore supply
vessels and pipe laying vessels load/offload in support of offshore infrastructure and
operations. Meeting with industry representatives in conjunction with the field trip.

4. A presentation of the U.S. regulatory construct, lessons the U.S. has learned related to
various regulatory circumstances, and regulator workforce considerations. How do
regulatory agencies respond to and stay abreast of ever evolving offshore activities
and their unique marine risks? (We in the U.S. are currently deliberating this and
other questions related to sustaining the safety of offshore operations. Resulting
conclusions as they are derived will drive further regulatory development as
appropriate).
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5. After the field trips and after the information exchange, a period of discussion with
the audience addressing ideas for moving safety concerns forward.
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
