Dear Mr. Gilad Semama,

We would like to address you with a kind request to allow the European Shoah Legacy Institute to transfer the
outstanding portion of EUR 37.000,- of the grant ” ESLI Membership Fee” from 5 December 2012 toward the
preparation for the international conference on social welfare for Holocaust survivors and other victims of Nazi
persecution, which will take place in March 2015. The objective of the International Conference will be to increase the
availability of funding from national governments for social welfare services for Holocaust survivors and other victims of
Nazi persecution living in and out of their countries of origin and to facilitate communication between state and non-
state providers of social welfare services.

ESL] has heen planning to conduct the above conference since 2013, however, due to the lack of pelitical consensus
among different countries leaders, which is necessary for such an important international endeavour, the event has
been postponed several times.

tn 2013 ESLI conducted a workshop on Social Welfare for Holocaust Survivors and Other Victims of Nazi Persecution in
Prague, Czech Repubhlic. ‘

Over 2014, ESL initiated a collection of data for comprehensive database on social welfare for Holocaust survivors and
other victims of Nazi persecution in 47 countries that endorsed the Terezin Declaration and started preparation work on
the International Conference with the involvement of the Ministry of Social Welfare of Czech Republic, and plans to get
at least four more govérnments on board. ESLI has been leading an initiative group, consisting of representatives of
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Czech Republic, the Mission of Israe! to Czech Republic, a representative of the
Ministry of Senior Citizens of Israel, Minister of Labour and Social Welfare of Czech Republic, civil society organizations
and Jewish community organizations has started the preparation process for the 2015 international conference on
Social Welfare for Holocaust Survivors and Other Victims of Nazi persecution. Please see the report of the first meeting
of the initiative group attached.

Regarding the database, ESLI is has commissioned leading international experts, headed by Professor Lyle Scruggs to
create a database on social welfare available to Holocaust survivors and other victims of the Mazi persecution in the
Terezin Declaration signatory countries. The database will serve as an accountability mechanism and will assist ESLI in
monitoring of compliance with the principles of the Terezin Declaration and in promotion of the idea of enhanced social
welfare at intergovernmental level. The database Terms of Reference will be created in cooperation with the Jewish
Claims Conference and EVZ. This database will be based on government reports and their verification by non-
government providers of social welfare to Holocaust Survivors and Other victims of Nazi persecution. ESLI will facilitate
the communication with governments. Independent IT specialists will create database interface, while the
commissioned international experts will provide research guidelines,



By the beginning of 2015, the database will be completed and ESLI aims at presenting it and the international
comparative research results to the main stakeholders, i.e. governments of 47 countries and major non-state providers,
as well as the experts in the field of the social welfare and needs of Holocaust survivors.

Hereby, ESLI would also like to express its sincere interest in prolonging cooperation with the Ministry for Senior Citizen
and our hopes that the Ministry will be able to continue supporting us financially, diplomatically and technically in 2015

and onwards.
