As per your request, herewith is the proposal to conduct trainings for OECD staff on the use of
the PIAAC International Databases.

Scope of Work

ETS will prepare and deliver 2 three-day workshops on conducting analysis using the
nternational PIAAC database. The first training will be delivered in March 2015 focusing on the
use of SAS software, the second one in March 2016 focusing on the use of SPSS software. The
general day to day schedule will consist of a mixture of presentations, hands-on practical
assignments, and participants working on their own.

The goals of the workshop are to:

i. Familiarize participants with the data structure of the PIAAC International assessment

2. Familiarize parlicipants with the statistical complexities invelved in using international
large scale assessment databases such as PIAAC

3. Familiarize participants with software and macros currently available to take into account
statistical and data complexities of the PIAAC database

4. Prepare the users to take into account the statistical complexities and complex data
structure when using the databases with commercially available software.
