The Ministry of National Infrastructures Energy and Water Resources (hereinafter, the “Ministry”) is hereby calling for bids for the provision of Oil and Gas Fields Exploration and Development Planning Studies, Process Audit and Regulatory Monitoring Services, as further described herein (the “Tender”). Any company wishing to participate in submitting a bid for this Tender (“Bidder”), may submit a bid in accordance with the instructions and requirements set forth below: 
This Tender is for the provision of the following services by the winning Bidder:  
a. Audit of any interest-holders work programs, prospects documentation, plans for exploration, development and production including Field Development Plans or any separate plans for operations, including, but not limited to geophysical, regional geological analysis, petrophysical, integrated reservoirs characterization and geomodeling, reserves engineering, drilling, completion, production, subsurface facility, economical evaluation, uncertainty, risk analysis etc. 
b. Providing geophysical, petrophysical interpretation, geomodeling and dynamic modeling, production analysis, subsurface facility planning, economical evaluation, uncertainty, risk analysis and other kinds of required investigation/analysis to characterize the fields and their potentiality, effectiveness and efficiency. Presentation of the result of calculation and analysis to third parties (interest-holders or others), if required.
c. Auditing of submitted estimation of petroleum reserves and execution of reserves evaluation in accordance with PRMS-SPE standard.
d. Monitoring and supervision of onshore and offshore oil and gas exploration, development and production activities by interest-holders, and their compliance with the applicable working programs. This includes performing audit results of operations and interpretation of the data. 
e. Consulting and advisory services in technical and other matters related to oil and gas exploration and production including preparation or audit of Ministry standards, or similar regulatory documentation.
1. [bookmark: _Toc425925281]Qualifying conditions to participate in the Tender: 
a. Administrative threshold prequalification conditions:
A company incorporated under the laws of the State of Israel needs to meet all the threshold prequalification conditions stipulated below. 
A company incorporated outside of the State of Israel does not need to meet the threshold prequalification conditions specified in Sections ii and iii below, and is not required to include in the bid the documents that are specifically required in these sections.

i. The Bidder must include in the bid an unconditional, irrevocable, on-demand autonomous, not transferrable bid guarantee from an Israeli bank or Israeli branch of International bank or a guarantee from an insurance company (original guarantee), also class A (according IBCA, S&P or MOODY’S), in the name of the Bidder, for a total of 120,000 NIS (one hundred twenty thousand new Israel shekels)  linked to the consumers’ price index as known on bid submission deadline, as set forth in Section ‎‎13. The wording of the guarantee shall be as specified in Appendix "D" of this Tender, and the guarantee shall be signed by the authorized signatories on behalf of the bank / insurance company. The Guarantee shall be valid from the date of 01.11.2015 or earlier, and until 17.02.2016 inclusively.
If the guarantee is provided by an insurance company, such company must be licensed to act in the insurance sector pursuant to the Law of Supervision of Insurance Assets – 1981. The signature on this insurance guarantee shall be that of the insurance company and not of an agent on its behalf. The list of insurers licensed to act in the insurance sector and provide guarantees can be obtained from MNI’s offices. Prior to reaching a decision regarding the winner of the Tender, The Tender Committee will be entitled to demand an extension(s) to the insurance guarantee validity.  

The Tender Committee shall be authorized to call upon the guarantee, in whole or in part, if:
1) a Bidder reneges on its bid after the submission deadline set forth in Section ‎13 or,   
2) the Bidder whose bid was selected as the winning bid under the Tender refuses to sign the agreement pursuant to Appendix "B", or
3) a Bidder fails to include the agreement performance guarantee as required in section 6 under Appendix "B", or  
4) a Bidder refuses to fulfill any other requirement that it is obligated to fulfill pursuant to its bid or to the specifications of this Tender 
The guarantee will be returned to the Bidders that did not win the Tender at the earlier of the following dates:
5) the termination date of the guarantee, or
6) the date when the winner of the Tender signs the agreement pursuant to Appendix "B". 

Note: Any digression from the wording specified for the guarantee in Appendix "D" may lead to the disqualification of the bid.

ii. The Bidder shall meet the requirements of the Public Entity Transaction Law - 1976.  To confirm this, the Bidder must attach to its bid the following documents:
1) A valid authorization of keeping books and records pursuant to the Public Entity Transaction Law – 1976, given by an assessment officer and a regional V.A.T. commissioner. These authorizations will be examined and verified by the MNI’s controller with the Tax Authority’s database.
2) An affidavit by the Bidder regarding infractions pursuant to the Foreign Workers Law and the Minimum Wages Law, authorized by an attorney, according to the Public Entity Transaction Law – 1976 as per the wording specified in Appendix "E" of this Tender.
iii. The Bidder shall pay its employees social benefits as required by law. To confirm this, the Bidder must attach to its bid a legal written affidavit, given by the Bidder that it will obey all the employment laws of Israel in accordance with the wording in Appendix "F" of this Tender.

iv. The Bidder shall provide a confirmation from an accountant who is the controller of the company, or from an attorney that is employed by the company, in the form set forth in Appendix "G" of this Tender, whereby for the purpose of this Tender, the Bidder will use only licensed computer programs. 

The Bidder shall also include as part of its bid an Affidavit regarding Non-Coordination of Tender Proposals in the form set forth as Appendix "P".

v. Participation in the Tender is conditional upon the Bidder’s provision of a receipt in the amount of   5,000 NIS (five thousand New Israel Shekels) for the production of the Tender paid in the Postal Bank to the account number 0-062230, Ministry of National Infrastructures Energy and Water Resources. To confirm this, the Bidder shall attach a copy of the receipt. The receipt is not transferable and this money will not be reimbursed to the Bidder.


b. Professional Threshold Requirements
In light of the engineering complexity and the importance of attaining natural gas and crude oil drilling and production, the Bidder must fulfill the following professional threshold prequalification requirements:
i. The Bidder must be a company with at least 10 years of proven experience in the field of supervision and planning in offshore and onshore petroleum operations. 
ii. The Bidder’s professional staff must cover all subjects under the present bid   including seismic and petrophysical interpretation, geological analysis and reservoir characterization, geological and dynamic modeling, production analysis, economical analysis, drilling, production subsurface facilities & infrastructure, production operation for onshore and offshore hydrocarbon fields (“Petroleum Operations”). 
iii. The Bidder has proven experience in risk management.
iv. The Bidder has to show that within the last 5 years it has performed consulting services at least for two Oil and Gas exploration, development and production projects of their clients with total cost of each not less than US $ 1 billion (one billion US dollars).
v. The Bidder has to show that within the last 5 years it has performed consulting services for at least 5 projects with government Oil and Gas agencies or government companies, or for the largest international Oil and Gas companies, whose annual revenue exceeds US $ 50 billion (five billion US dollars). 
vi. The bidder revenue for consulting service for 5 years exceed US $100 mln (hundred million US dollars). The bidder should supply financial statement for 5 years (2012 – 2014), in IFRS.
vii. [bookmark: _Ref418509125]The Bidder is required to submit in its bid a description of the professional team as specified below (a staff member can be an expert in several fields of expertise, or there could be several different experts, one for each field of expertise):
1) Project Manager is responsible for:
· Management of the project team members to ensure completion of all deliverables and all projects within the scope, budget, and schedules and deadlines, as set forth in Appendix A, and elsewhere in this Tender, and the project plan, as approved by the Ministry Representative. 
·  Making periodic and final reports regarding all aspects of projects and deliverables before the Ministry;
· Communication with the Ministry and third parties, as required by the Ministry Representative.
2) Leading International Experts are responsible for team excellence, presentation and confirmation of methods and technologies which will be applied for project execution with the Ministry’s experts and, also, for integrated inter-disciplinary solutions.
3) Senior Experts are responsible for executing the project deliverables per  discipline, as set forth in this section, item vii .
4) Junior Expert – responsible for activities per expert's tasks.

viii. [bookmark: _Ref419022191]Detailed description of professional team:
1) Project Manager
· The project manager must be an engineer registered in one of the professional international organizations such as the SPE (Society of Petroleum Engineering); 
· The project manager shall have at least 10 years of experience in the management, supervision, or execution, of  the operation or construction   of Oil and Gas drilling projects, or production projects (hereinafter “Petroleum Projects”) with a total investment of more than USD $1 billion.

2) Leading International Experts Team
· The leading international experts team must include at least 1 expert per required discipline, each shall have at least 10 years of experience at reservoirs similar to those in Israel with 10 years' experience in successful exploration (discovery proved by drilling) or successful optimization of efficiency development/production in the following disciplines:  
· seismic interpreter (structural and dynamic interpretation); 
· petrophysics (conventional and SCA) and logging interpreter (standard approach, Elan, SHM, thin bed analysis; RCI analysis etc; processing and interpretation of standard logs and NMR, Image logs, others (most probably logs processing will not be needed because it will be done by Service companies which run the logs but by QA will be required);
· regional geologist with proved  successful exploration experience on offshore and onshore with geology similar on Israel geology;
· geological modeler;
· reservoir engineer,  including: well test interpretation, dynamic modeling, production analysis, production efficiency optimization, plan and/ design workovers,  EOR. The expert has to have min 10 years' practical experience of reserves estimation and reserves auditing by the standards of the Petroleum Resources Management Systems – Society of Petroleum Engineers (PRMS-SPE).
· well design and completion, onshore and offshore, including deep wells (more than 4000 m/12000 ft.) in deep water (more than 1000 m/3000 ft.);
· offshore/on-shore drilling projects monitoring, especially important -  at ultra-deep water projects (with water depths more than 1000 m/3000 ft.);
· design or/and evaluation of any planned Ministry regulations. Recommendations to the Ministry in regard to various regulatory issues.
· economist (project economics).
3) Senior Expert and Junior expert
· The expert’s team must include at least 2 Senior and 3 Junior experts per required discipline, each   shall have at least 7 years of experience at reservoirs similar to those in Israel, 7 years' experience in successful exploration (discovery proved by drilling) or successful optimization of efficiency development/production.  
· seismic interpretation; 
· petrophysics and logging interpreter;
· regional geologist with proved  successful exploration experience in offshore and onshore with geological conditions similar to those in Israel.
· geological modeler;
· reservoir engineer,  including: well test interpretation, dynamic modeling, production analysis, production efficiency optimization, plan and design workovers, EOR.
· well design and completion, onshore and offshore, including deep wells (more than 4000 m/12000 ft.) in deep water (more than 1000 m/3000 ft.);
· offshore drilling projects, preferably for ultra-deep water projects (with water depths more than 1000 m/3000 ft.);
· design or/and evaluation of any planned Ministry regulations; Recommendations to the Ministry in regard to various regulatory issues;
· economist (project economics).

All the experts should be employed in the Bidder’s team on a permanent basis. If Bidder requires including outside specialists for specific tasks or projects, the Bidder is responsible for the continuous inclusion of the specialist in the team for the purpose of working on all potential required tasks or projects on specific tasks/projects and the Ministry will not be responsible for any additional payment for switching tasks between the experts of the Bidder’s team.  
With regard to the pool of experts, a person can be considered an expert in more than one field, as long as he meets the required threshold professional prequalification conditions in respect of each such field, as set forth in section ‎vii‎viii(2) above.
The experts from the expert pool shall be available to visit Israel within 5 business days from the date of the Ministry Representative’s request.
Failure to satisfy one or more of the threshold prequalification conditions will result in a disqualification of the bid.
ix. The Bidder shall demonstrate the experience of the proposed Team Members by providing documents detailing the relevant experience, by years.
For each proposed Team Member on its behalf, the Bidder shall also attach the following documents:
1)  A CV for each proposed Team Member
2)  Certificates indicating education of each proposed Team Member
3)  Relevant documentation indicating experience of each proposed Team Member;
4)  A table, in the format below, listing all  previous jobs/projects and relevant experience of each of the Team Members, along with the job description, the date of its execution, list of references and contacts of clients for whom work was carried out together with details of how to contact them, as detailed below.

Let it be clarified that the Ministry may refer to any contacts/clients from the provided list or any other clients based on any existing information, or information arising from the Proposal or from its review, in order to assess the degree of customer satisfaction from the services provided by the relevant proposed Team Member.
If possible, and to facilitate demonstrating compliance of the Team Member with the Threshold Requirements and additional requirements herein, please attach examples of relevant work carried out by Team Members.
The decision whether a proposed Team Member fulfills the education and experience requirements, including the decision whether the demonstrated experience is relevant experience under the requirements, or whether the described education is relevant to the services required under this Tender, is subject to the discretion of the Tender Committee.

2. [bookmark: _Toc410047370][bookmark: _Toc425925282] Conflict of interest.
The Bidder and each of its proposed Team Members shall declare and commit that he is not under any Conflict of Interest between the services he currently provides and services required by the Ministry under this Tender. Bidder and each proposed Team Member will answer a questionnaire regarding Conflict of Interest. Declaration and questionnaire will be according to the document attached as Appendix I, Appendix L and Appendix M to this tender.
The Bidder and proposed Team Members will list all professional, business, economic and personal relationships during the past five years, which may create a Conflict of Interest with the provision of Services in accordance with this proposal (in this regard Bidder should also specify relevant family connections or any corporations associated with the Bidder).
The Tender Committee may disqualify any proposal that it deems to have potential for a Conflict of Interest. The Committee may also reach an arrangement with the Winning Bidder in order to prevent Conflicts of Interest, and all according to its sole discretion.

The Tender Committee shall be entitled to reject bids that involve a conflict of interest with the services required in this Tender, and shall be entitled to make any arrangements to prevent conflicts of interest, as it deems appropriate. 

The Bidder and/or the Bidder’s representatives   will not undertake any similar Services required under this Tender to any other company on the territory of Israel, other than the Ministry, during 1) the Term of the Agreement; 2) six-month period prior to the bid submission deadline and 3) for period of one (1) year after its termination.
Revenue from other operations if Bidder has other than Consulting service business lines within or connected to Israel shall not exceed 5% of Bidder’s revenue. The Bidder must confirm this statement clearly in written form set forth as Appendix I.
The Bidder shall also include as part of its bid a Conflict of Interest Questionnaire in the form set forth as Appendix L and Appendix M of this Tender.

The Ministry’s Tender Committee may disqualify bids that may, in the Ministry’s estimation, include concerns regarding conflicts of interest. The Tender Committee, at the Ministry’s sole discretion, may also determine with the winner future arrangements to prevent conflicts of interest. 

The Tender Committee shall be entitled to reject bids that involve a conflict of interest with the services required in this Tender, and shall be entitled to make any arrangements to prevent conflicts of interest, as it deems appropriate. 
3. [bookmark: _Toc410047371][bookmark: _Toc425925283]General Conditions Pertaining to the Performance of the Services
a. On behalf of the Ministry,  the Head of the Engineering Inspection Division of the Natural Resources Administration,  or anyone appointed on its behalf shall be the Ministry Representative responsible for ensuring performance of the Services subject to this Tender (hereinafter, the "Supervisor").
b. The Team Members of the Winning Bidder will have to undergo a security check by the Ministry's Security Officer in order to obtain a "restricted" level security classification. Let it be clarified that the provision of Services is contingent upon obtaining said security clearance. In the event that one or more members of the winning team will not obtain required security classification, the ministry will have sole discretion whether to require the replacement of the Team Member by another consultant who meets the Threshold Requirements, or to cancel the decision to award to Tender to the winning of the Bidder, or to perform any other action necessary to void said decision.
c. Insurance
The winning Bidder (also, hereinafter referred to as the “Consultant”) shall obtain and maintain the appropriate insurance coverage, indicated herein on his behalf and on behalf of The State of Israel - The Ministry of National Infrastructure, Energy and Water Resources, and such coverage shall be no less comprehensive than that set forth below. The Consultant shall provide the Ministry with a certificate of insurance, in accordance with Appendix K evidencing such coverage, at least 14 days prior to the date of commencement of the Agreement:
i. Employers Liability Insurance
1) The Consultant shall insure his legal liability towards its employees & anyone working on his behalf by Employers Liability Insurance in all the areas of the State of Israel and Its territorial waters. 
2) The limits of liability per employee, per event and in aggregate for the period of the insurance shall not be less than 5,000,000 US dollars.
3) The insurance shall be extended to cover the Consultant's liability vis a vis contractors, sub-contractors and their employees in the event the Consultant shall be considered their employer. 
4)  The insurance shall be extended to indemnify the State of Israel - The Ministry of National Infrastructure, Energy and Water Resources, in the event of it being claimed in relation to the occurrence of a work accident/any professional disease, that they bear any employers liability vis a vis the Consultant's employees, contractors, sub-contractors and their employees employed by the Consultant.
ii. Third party Liability insurance
1) The Consultant shall insure his legal liability under the laws of the State of Israel in third party liability insurance for person and property in all areas of the State of Israel and Its territorial waters.
2) The limits of liability shall not be less than 500,000 US Dollars per event and for the period of the insurance (one year).
3) The insurance shall be extended to cover the Consultant's third party liability in regards to activities of contractors, sub-contractors and their employees. 
4) A cross-liability clause shall be included in the policy.
5) The insurance shall be extended to indemnify The State of Israel - The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources – in so far as they shall be deemed to be liable for the acts and/or omissions of the Consultant and anyone working for him.
iii. 	Professional Liability insurance
1) The Consultant shall insure his professional liability by professional liability insurance.
2) The policy shall cover any damage due to a breach of professional duty on the part of the Consultant, his employees and all those working for him and which has occurred as the result of an act, negligence, including a failure, error or omission, misrepresentation, negligent declaration made in good faith, in all matters pertaining to the provision of oil and gas reservoirs characterization technological and regulatory monitoring services to the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources with accordance to the tender and Services Agreement between the Consultant and The State of Israel - The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources.
3) Limits of liability shall not be less than 1,000,000 US Dollars per event and per year.
4) The cover under the policy shall be extended to contain the following extensions:
· 	Dishonesty of employees;
· 	Libel and/or slander;
· 	Loss of documents, including the loss of use and/or delay as a result  of an insurance event;
· 	Cross-liability;
· 	Extension of the period of discovery to at least six months;
5) The cover under the policy shall be extended to cover the State of Israel – The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources, in so far as they may be deemed to be liable for the acts and/or omissions of the Consultant and those working on his behalf.
iv. 	General
In every such insurance policy, the following conditions shall be included:
1) The State of Israel – the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources shall be added to the insured's name as additional insureds, subject to the indemnity extensions as detailed above.
2) In any case of a reduction of or cancellation of the insurance by one of the parties, such reduction or cancellation shall not be valid unless prior notice of such has been given at least 60 days by registered letter to the Financial Comptroller of the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources.
3) The Insurer waives any right of subrogation, claim, and contribution or refund vis-a-vis the State of Israel – the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources and their employees, provided that such waiver shall not apply for the benefit of a person that has caused willful damage.
4) The Consultant alone is liable to the Insurer for payment of the premiums in respect of the policies and for fulfillment of all the obligations imposed on the Insured under the terms and conditions of the policies.
5) The policy excess specified in each policy shall apply exclusively to the Consultant.
6) Any section in the insurance policies that obviates or reduces the Insurer’s liability in any way when other insurance exists shall not operate vis-a-vis the State of Israel and that the insurance is being effected in terms of primary insurance which confers the full rights under the insurance policies.

Copies of the insurance policies, duly certified by the Insurer, or a Certificate signed by the Insurer as to the aforesaid policies having been put into effect, shall be furnished to the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources by the date of commencement of the Agreement.
 The Consultant undertakes that throughout the period of the contractual engagement with the State of Israel – the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources and as long as his liability is valid, he will keep the insurance policies in force and effect. The Consultant undertakes that the insurance policies will be renewed by him annually for as long as the agreement with the State of Israel – the Ministry  of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources is in force.
The Consultant undertakes to produce copies of the renewed policies to the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources duly certified and signed by the Insurer, or a certificate duly signed by the Insurer as to their renewal, by no later than two weeks prior to expiration of the period of insurance. 
For avoidance of doubt, It is hereby declared and agreed that the Insurances' coverage required, as well as the Limits of Liabilities and coverage terms & conditions are considered a minimal requirement imposed on the Consultant and in no way constitute a proof of the State of Israel – the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources and anyone working on their behalf to the extent of the Insurance risks nor their size. The Consultant must examine his exposure to Property, Casualty and Liability risks and accordingly determine the necessary Insurances' coverage including their extent and Limits of Liabilities.   
Nothing in all the contents of the insurance sections shall be construed as exempting the Consultant from the liability imposed on him by law or under this agreement, and the foregoing shall not be construed as a waiver by the State of Israel– the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources of any right or remedy conferred on it by law and under this agreement. 

d. Services will be provided by the Winning Bidder and any Service Providers employed by him as approved by the Ministry, in accordance with the terms of the Tender, to the satisfaction of the Supervisor.
e. The Winning Bidder and anyone on its behalf shall undertake to provide the Services with expertise, professionalism and skill according to commonly accepted professional standards.
f. The Winning Bidder and anyone on its behalf will not be entitled to transfer or convert its rights according to this Tender, in whole or in part, to any third party, without receiving prior written consent of the Ministry.
g. Only Team Members who were proposed by the Bidder in his Proposal under this Tender, shall be employed by him in relation to this Tender.  Replacement of any Proposed Team Member by the initiative of the Winning Bidder, by a substitute employee/s with equivalent or additional knowledge and experience, is contingent upon obtaining written consent of the Supervisor at least 60 days in advance, unless the Supervisor approved said replacement for a different date.
h. The Supervisor may demand the replacement of any Service Provider, and the Winning Bidder will have to replace him with a different Service Provider of equivalent or additional knowledge and experience, within 60 days of said request for exchange. Any substitute Service Provider must be approved in advance by the Ministry.
a. The Winning Bidder will undertake to maintain the confidentiality of any information he is exposed to due to the provision of the Services, both during the term of the Agreement as well as after its termination. The Winning Bidder will also ascertain that all Service Providers on its behalf under this Agreement, will not disclose any information regarding their activities for the Ministry, neither to parties that are not related to the Winning Bidder nor to any party within the Winning Bidder that is not directly involved in the provision of Services in connection with this Tender. The Winning Bidder and Service Providers on its behalf will be required to sign Forms of non-disclosure and the Maintaining Confidentiality, attached as Appendix I and Annex O and Annex N.
i. 
j. All and any work products, at any stage, produced by the Winning Bidder to any extent, shall belong exclusively to the Ministry. It is hereby clarified that the work of any type, and all its products and copyright, shall be the sole property of the Ministry, and the Winning Bidder will not be entitled to make any use of them without express prior written consent from the Ministry. Technical Specifications
1. General Background
The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy, and Water Resources (hereinafter - the "Ministry") through the Engineering Inspection Division at Natural Resources Administration, is hereby publishes a Tender for " Oil and Gas Fields Exploration and Development Planning Studies, Process Audit and Regulatory Monitoring Services".
a. Quick description of Israel oil and gas reserves and recourses:
i)  Petroleum exploration and production activities in Israel have gained new momentum with recent significant discoveries of natural gas accumulations in offshore areas. 
ii) The development of domestic natural gas production is a priority of the nation’s energy policy which aims to secure and diversify the country's energy supply, encouraging investments in exploration and production operations. Oil exploration in Israel onshore began in 1953. Since then, 451 boreholes have been drilled, of which 220 were development boreholes, 95 were relatively shallow (less than 1,000 meters deep). The result of this exploration effort was the discovery of several small oil and gas fields, which have produced to date a total of approximately 18 MMbls of crude oil and 70 Bcf of natural gas.
iii)  Reservoirs represented by sandstone and carbonate formations with different origination, different stratigraphy and quality with estimation of gas potential in 50-60 Tcf initial reserves.  The area is very difficult tectonically. Off-shore drilling began in 1999.  Since then, more than 10 successful offshore wells have been drilled, including the  Tamar field with 2P 11+TCF. Target formations a depth of over four kilometers, represented by good quality Miocen sandstone layers. Potentiality of oil was proven onshore more than 50 years ago  when first oil field Heletz started to produce, and also in 2011  by a discovery in the Meged field, at  Triassic carbonate fractured very tight reservoirs.
iv)  MariB field - The Mari-B Gas Field is located in the Eastern Mediterranean Sea about 24 km offshore Israel. The primary pay interval is located at depths from about 1680m to 1850m at Pliocene formation. The reservoir is formed by sand/sandstone rocks with high porosity (25% to 35%), and relatively high permeability (1000 md to 3000 md) and GIIP about 1.1 Tcf. A fixed production platform has been constructed 14 miles off Israel’s shore. A maritime pipeline of about 85 km in length from El Arish in Egypt up to the coast in Ashkelon includes a treatment facility. Production has almost stopped on 85+% of recovery by high waterflood. But the field could be used for gas storage.
1) The Tamar field - Gas field formed by Oligo-Miocene turbidite sands, about 5km depth, with relatively high 22+% of porosity and permeability, with GIIP at about 18Tcf. Exploitation of Tamar began in 2013, with average production 200 well/MMcf/day. The Ministry requests' could be related   to review of Operator' drilling, testing proposals and drilling, testing etc processes monitoring, logs and other from new wells interpretation, history matching and geological and dynamic models update, Field Development Plan revision and reserves evaluation update in accordance with PRMS, participation in the discussions with the Operator and other 3rd parties.
2) The Leviathan Gas field formed by Oligo-Miocene turbidite sands, about 5-6 km depth with relatively high 20+% of porosity and permeability.  Productivity was confirmed by drilling 3 wells with estimated GIIP is about  27Tcf. Exploitation of the field should begin in 2019. The Ministry requests' could be related to review of drilling, testing  proposals and drilling and other development processes monitoring, logging and other data from new wells interpretation, seismic re-interpretation, geological and dynamic modeling, reserves evaluation in accordance with PRMS requirements, FDP review and participation in the discussion with the Operator, production monitoring etc.
3) Other Oligo-Miocene turbidite sands gas fields which are in different stages of exploration and appraisal. The Ministry requests' could be related to wide range of the questions like prospects audit, drilling & testing proposals and process monitoring, production monitoring, logging interpretation, seismic interpretation, geological and dynamic modeling, reserves evaluation in accordance with PRMS requirements, FDP review etc.
4) Meged  field - oil field in 4-5 km depth of tight carbonate Triassic formation with about 12.5 MMbbl oil of 2P reserves, in accordance with NSAI report of 2013 and with approximately the same quantity of 2C reserves. Production was confirmed by well Meged 5 which produces on natural regime from 2011 (585,430 barrels (approx. 94,000 m3) on 30.06.2014). Tasks requested of the Winning Bidder could be providing assessment of drilling & testing proposals and process monitoring, production monitoring, logging interpretation, seismic interpretation, geological and dynamic modeling, reserves evaluation in accordance with PRMS requirements, FDP review etc.
5) Several on-shore fields   in the Dead Sea Judean highland area in Paleozoic and Mesozoic basin and Miocene and Plio-Pleistocece strata: Zohar, Tzuk Tamrur etc. with proved hydrocarbons presence but active tectonic processes inside and outside the DST (Dead Sea Transform fault zone divided formations on many blocks.  The Ministry requests' could be related to the questions/request dedicated to analysis of the area, definition of most potential blocks and formations, reserves evaluation in accordance with PRMS  etc.
6) Depleted oil field Heletz-Kokhav-Brur formed by Sand at middle   Cretaceous with some potential lower carbonate formations. The Heletz oil deposit is located several km SW of Ashqelon and was the first oil field discovered in the eastern Mediterranean. Oil pools exist mainly in the Lower Cretaceous sandstones, and to a lesser extent in dolomites, at depths of 1.5 to 2.0 km. Oil sources are believed to be Lower Cretaceous shales of the Gevar Am formations or the Middle Jurassic small grained carbonates of the Barnea Formation. The Heletz reserves are estimated at 40-50 million barrels, and the field has been in operation for more than 50 years now. The results of recent integrated indicate that deep horizons there may host additional hydrocarbons. Tasks requested of the Consultant confirm undeveloped reserves, to find more potential areas and methods of development; also propose efficient EOR methods on currently used formation; evaluate reserves in accordance with PRMS requirements.
7) Israeli oil shale (Late Cretaceous bituminous marls) contains up to 10+ % organic fertilizer. The depth of deposits limited by 1 km, thicknesses ranging from 35 to 80 m. Total reserves of oil bearing shales in only Shfela district are estimated at 350 billion barrels of extractable oil (these reserves rank third in the world after the USA and China)Some international experts have suggested that these shales will be no less important for Israel economically than the large hydrocarbon reserves discovered recently off the coast of the country. So, the tasks to the Consultant could be confirmation of efficiency of technologies offered by Interest holder, confirmation of Discovery and reserves evaluation in accordance with PRMS requirements, confirmation of FDP, monitoring on the operation on the field.
8) Underground Gas Storages. Israel has several formations which could be used for gas storage. The tasks to the Consultant could be check of efficiency of usage of those formations as the gas storage, assistance in Licenses'  terms for Gas Storage formulation, confirmation of FDP, monitoring on the operation on the field.
9) Any project according requirements of the PC.
2. Description of Required Work

The Consultant should use of industry licensed software limited by TECHLOG, PETREL, ECLIPSE, PEEP if different would not be specified for specific tasks.
iii) Data management: at the beginning of the project, the Consultant will collect all data from the Ministry, and then create a Project Data Base which will be delivered to the Ministry at the end of the Contract period.
b. Data security:
i) The Consultant will ensure the safeguard and protection of the data (in all forms and media), including protection against inadvertent or malicious damage to the data. The Consultant will ensure systematic back-up all the data in such a manner as to ensure work continuity in the event of data failure, and will supply the information upon the instructions of the Supervisor.
ii) Three months prior to the termination of the Contract period, and at any time at the Supervisor’s request, the data (computerized and printed out) will be submitted to the Supervisor as per his/her instructions. The last payments will be paid only after the transfer of the data, and upon approval of the Supervisor.
c. Report and final deliverables
i) Reports:
i) Each of the Projects, as defined in Appendix T, should be completed by making a final report which contains a full description of the project scope and methods, including all formulas, patterns, etc., assumptions and conclusions. The format of the reports will be determined individually for each project.
ii) Intermediate results of the projects in each project stage will be presented to the Ministry as Power Point presentations and in format of professional software listed above at end of each stage. If performed to the Ministry’s satisfaction, the stage will be considered as accepted and completed.
iii) Project status reports will be submitted at weekly and monthly intervals, as described at Appendix A. 
ii) Deliverables of completed work will be provided to the Ministry in format of professional software listed above. The Ministry representative may determine that a different format may be used for specific projects. The format of deliverables, as well as a list of the deliverables should be specified in each project proposal. 
iii) Confirmation of Ministry’s satisfaction will be acceptance act signed by Ministry at the end of the month, stage and end of the project.

4. Consideration, Schedule and Milestones for Payment
The Services will be executed on a project basis, see Appendix T, and will consist of three phases: Initiation; Planning; Execution, Monitor, Control, and Closure (See appendix T).
Each of the projects will be initiated by the Ministry, but may be proposed, also, by the Consultant. The Ministry will specify a description of initiated project which will be forwarded to the Consultant. At the start of Project Planning process, the Consultant will provide the Ministry with his Project Proposal   which shall include:  a technical description of the project/methods, scope of work, milestones, expected deliverables, forms of the reports, and budget. If the Ministry agrees with the proposal, it will issue an Approval Letter expressing its approval in writing. Following such approval, the Bidder may move on to the next stages of the Project (execution).  Execution, monitoring and completion  shall be executed in accordance with the scope, budget, deliverables,  reporting etc described in the Project proposal, as accepted by the Ministry.  
It will be clarified that the time required for developing, producing, and presenting the proposal will not be compensated for by the Ministry under the terms of this Tender.

Payments will be made on monthly base in accordance with scope and deliverables (see item c) of each of the project, as approved by the Ministry in its Approval Letter of Project proposal 

 All prices will be based on the number of manhours multiplied on prices Quota of the Bidder, accepted by Ministry for the various personnel, as specified by the Bidder in Appendix C. The prices for each of the project will be approved by Ministry at Approval Letter for each of the project.

The Consultant will submit a weekly status report each Monday which include a list of major activities any major deviation from the Project Proposal, as approved by the Ministry. 

The Consultant will submit on the last day of each month a monthly "Performance Report" detailing the activities performed within the planned scope of the projects as approved by the Ministry.

OF THE SECOND PART

WHEREAS:     The Ministry wishes to obtain Oil and Gas Fields Exploration and Development Planning Studies, Process Audit and Regulatory Monitoring Services
as detailed in this Agreement and in the Tender, (hereinafter, "the Services");  and 
WHEREAS     The Consultant declares that he possesses all the means know-how and skill in order to provide the Services for the Ministry in such manner, at such times and under such terms and conditions as are specified in this Agreement, and appendices and Tender 10/15 and its appendices; and
WHEREAS	The Consultant was selected as part of Tender No. 10/15. The Tender Documents constitute an integral part to this Agreement and are attached as Appendix B. The Consultant's Proposal is attached hereto as Appendix C; and
WHEREAS   Both Parties have decided that the Services will be performed for the Ministry not as part of the usual labor relationship between an employee and an employer but as a Consultant acting as an independent contractor, and receiving payment for performing the Services according to a special tariff that is compatible with his status as a self-employed independent contractor; and
WHEREAS   The Ministry agrees to assign performance of the Services to the Consultant precisely on the basis of him being an independent contractor, both in respect of the service tariffs and as regards the mutual rights and obligations, and this in view of the nature of the services that are to be provided under this Agreement and the other terms and conditions entailed in providing the services pursuant to this Agreement, that are appropriate to a contractual engagement with an  independent contractor, and are inappropriate in a contractual engagement in an employee/employer relationship.
IT IS THEREFORE BEEN AGREED AND STIPULATED BETWEEN THE PARTIES AS FOLLOWS:
1. PREAMBLE, APPENDICES AND INTERPRETATION 
a. The preamble to this Agreement constitutes an integral part of it.  In any case of conflict between the contents of the Agreement and its Appendices, the provisions contained in the body of the Agreement shall take precedence.  
b. The section title headings serve for convenience only and shall not be used to for purposes of interpretation of the Agreement.

2. THE CONTRACT
	The Consultant undertakes to provide the Services to the Ministry in accordance with the timetables that shall be determined by the Ministry and all as detailed and defined in this Agreement and its Appendices (above and hereinafter referred to as:  “The Services”); The Services to be provided shall include any other action that may be required in order to provide the Services at the standard required under this Agreement, even if such action is not explicitly mentioned in this Agreement and its Appendices.
3. THE MINISTRY’S REPRESENTATIVE 
c. The Consultant shall perform the services under the supervision and control of Dr. Victor Bariudin (hereinafter: “The Supervisor”).  The Ministry may replace the Supervisor at any time and this by notice in writing which shall be sent to the Consultant.
d. The Supervisor will be entitled to review any document and receive any document and any information connected with or entailed in providing the services.

4. TERM OF  AGREEMENT
a. This Agreement has been entered into for a period of one (1) year commencing from 1.12.1015 and until 01.04.2017 (hereinafter: “Term of Agreement”).
b. The Ministry maintains the sole option to extend the Term of Agreement to additional periods, of 12 months each, and to extend the financial scope of the Agreement, in direct proportion to the Term Extension, provided that the total Term if Agreement does not exceed four (4)  years. 

5. GENERAL CONDITIONS
a. The Consultant will provide all service providers on his behalf, any administrative services and any additional services required to fulfill their services for the Ministry in connection with this Tender.
b. The Monthly number of work hours of each Team Member, will not exceed numbers of hours per month pointed at Project proposal confirmed by Ministry. This requirement does not in any way constitute any commitment by the Ministry to employment of team members for any minimal monthly total of work hours.
c. Let it be clarified that the Ministry shall be entitled to set the quota of hours required for each additional task at its own discretion. The Consultant shall meet the quota of hours and submit its work to the satisfaction of the Ministry. The Ministry may determine which of the Team Members will be assigned to each of the tasks defined by the Ministry.

6. PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE  
a. In order to assure the performance of his obligations under this Agreement the Consultant will deliver to the Ministry, upon signature of this Contract, an unconditional Bank Guarantee , as specified in Directive No. 7.7.1 of the Accountant General in the Ministry of Finance and any updates as may be published from time to time (following is a link to the latest version of the Directive: http://hozrim.mof.gov.il/doc/hashkal/horaot.nsf/ByNum/7.7.1).   The Guarantee shall be issued at his request (his name shall appear in the request) for NIS ________ (5% of the monetary amount of the Agreement with the addition of VAT) with the addition of VAT.  The Guarantee shall be valid for at least 60 days after expiration of the Term of the Agreement, and shall be linked to the Consumer Prices Index (hereinafter: “The Guarantee”).  Delivery of the Guarantee shall be a precondition to the entry into force of the Contract.
b. In the event that the scope of the Services is extended, the amount of the Guarantee shall be extended proportionately. The Consultant shall be responsible for extending the validity of the Guarantee from time to time, in accordance with the extension of the Term of the Agreement.  Extension of the Guarantee shall occur at least one month prior to expiration of its validity. If the Consultant has not extended the validity or increased the amount of the Guarantee as required by the Ministry, the Ministry may forfeit the Guarantee without any prior warning even if the Consultant has fulfilled all his other obligations.
c. In any case in which in the opinion of the Ministry the Consultant has committed a breach of and/or has not performed one of the terms of this Agreement and/or has not rectified such irregularity upon the Ministry’s demand, and/or in any case in which the Consultant has not met his obligations and/or the Ministry has exercised its rights to defray the amounts owed by the Consultant under this Contract, the Ministry will be entitled to realize the Guarantee either wholly or in part.
d. The Guarantee may also be forfeited by the Ministry for the purpose of collection of payment of compensation to the Ministry due to breach of the Agreement by the Consultant, or for the purpose of any other payment due to the Ministry from the Consultant or due to the Consultant’s conduct in bad faith.
e. The Ministry will forfeit the Guarantee only after having given the Consultant a reasonable opportunity to make amends, under the circumstances.
f. The amount of the Guarantee will in no way constitute any limitation or ceiling to the obligations of the Consultant. The form of Guarantee shall be in accordance with the instructions of the Accountant General and it should be signed by authorized signatories of the Bank.  The costs of the guarantee shall lie solely with the Consultant.
g. Where the Ministry has forfeited the Guarantee, and this Agreement has not been rescinded or terminated, it shall be the responsibility of the Consultant at his own expense to ensure the renewal of the Guarantee for a similar amount.

7. OBLIGATIONS AND DECLARATIONS OF THE CONSULTANT
	The Consultant hereby declares and undertakes as follows:
a. That he has the technical and professional ability to fulfill the terms and conditions of this Agreement and that no impediment exists either in law and/or contractually and/or otherwise, to his contractual engagement in this Agreement.
b. That he possesses the professional know-how, experience and expertise necessary in order to carry out the requirements of this Agreement.
c. That he will rectify any breach of any of the individual terms and conditions of this Agreement within 7 days of the date of the giving of notice in writing by the Ministry of such breach.
d. That the products of the service shall be delivered to the Ministry upon digital media and in any other manner that the Ministry shall require.
e. To make all such necessary arrangements and preparations as required for providing the services in accordance with this Agreement.
f. To provide the services at an excellent and acceptable standard, and to do anything that is necessary and reasonable that an excellent Consultant would do in order to provide the services in accordance with this Agreement.
g. To provide the Ministry, in so far as is acceptable and reasonable under the circumstances, such assistance as may be necessary for executing conclusions arising from provision of the services or their implementation, even after expiration of the Term of Agreement.

8. CONSIDERATION AND PAYMENT
a. For providing the Services and fulfilling all his obligations under this Agreement, the Ministry shall pay to the Consultant amounts based on the Consultant's monthly Performance Report and spent manhours multiplied by the Price Quotes, as set forth by the Consultant in Appendix C plus VAT, provided that the services were performed and accepted to the complete satisfaction of the Supervisor, in accordance with the procedure as set forth in Section 4 of the Tender. (hereinafter, the "Consideration"). The Consultant will issue a pro forma invoice . Upon receipt of the payment, the Consultant shall forward a tax invoice to the Ministry.
b. The Consideration is based on the Price Quote of the Consultant attached as Appendix C herein. Let it be clarified that the consideration is final and absolute and shall not be subject to any price increases, indexes or Accountant General updates, for the entire Term of Agreement.
c. For the avoidance of doubt let it be clarified that the Ministry in no way undertakes to require execution of all Milestones, in whole or in part, and the Ministry may decide that there is no need to complete the remaining Milestones.
d. For provision of the Services and fulfilling all other obligation the Consultant Compensation as specified herein. The Consultant shall not receive any other payment or benefit beyond such consideration, including payments for telephone expenses, post, photocopies, printing, fax, board and lodging etc.
e. The Parties agree that partial work hours shall be paid according to a pro rata calculation of the actual time worked in relation to the hourly rate.
f. The annual quota for the Agreement shall not exceed a total sum of agreed with the Ministry at the beginning of each year, including VAT.  
g. At the end of every calendar month the Consultant shall submit deliverables, monthly report in accordance with each of Project proposal agreed by Ministry at Approval letter and invoice.  At the report, the Consultant will confirm in writing the amount of hours specified in accordance with the scope and nature of the Services actually provided (hereinafter: “The Work Report”).  In case of acceptance of the deliverables and amount of hours, the Ministry will issue acceptance act with full of partial confirmation of done job, hours and requested payment. 
h. Upon receipt of the payment, the Consultant shall submit a tax invoice to the Ministry. Let it be clarified that Payment will be transferred only after Confirmation by the Supervisor that the work was executed to his satisfaction, and after submission of an invoice to the Ministry.
i. For the purpose of this Agreement it is agreed that the "date of submission of the invoice to the Ministry" is the date on which the tax invoice was received by the Supervisor. In any case, "date of submission of the invoice to the Ministry" will not earlier than the date of receiving full consideration for which was the invoice was submitted.
j. The Payments shall be made as follows:
i. Payment to the Consultant shall be made in accordance with what is stated below and subject to the Accountant General’s instructions as may be are published from time to time.
ii. An invoice that is submitted to the Ministry during the first half of any month (from the 1st to the 15th) shall be paid on and between the 15th – 24th (inclusive), of the following month.
iii. An invoice that is submitted to the Ministry between the 16th – 24th of any month (inclusive) shall be paid on and between the 16th – 24th of the following month.
iv. An invoice that is submitted to the Ministry between the 25th – 31st of any month (inclusive) shall be paid on the 24th of the following month.
k. The Financial Comptroller of the Ministry may carry out an audit during any of the stages of this Agreement and withhold either full or partial payment until the conclusion of the audit.  The audit may also be carried out through sources external to the Ministry including by Accountants.
l. The Ministry may at any time withhold any payment if the Consultant is in breach of or is not fulfilling one or more of the terms and conditions of this Agreement and this without prejudice to the rights of the Ministry under Section 6 above.

9. ADDITIONAL PAYMENTS
a. The Parties hereby agree that no other or additional payment apart from what is stated in Section 8 above shall be paid by the Ministry, neither in the course of providing the Services nor after expiration of the contractual arrangements under this Agreement, neither in relation to provision of the Services nor in connection with them and/or any matter arising from them, nor to the Consultant nor to any other person or body.
b. Should it be determined for any reason whatsoever, at any time after the commencement of this Agreement, that notwithstanding the intention of the Parties expressed in this Agreement, the engagement of the Consultant or anyone on his behalf is deemed to be an employer-employee relationship, and that the laws and conditions applicable to an employee are applicable to him and to his engagement, in that event it is hereby agreed and stipulated between the Parties that the Consultant’s remuneration as an employee, in respect of his employment as a result of this Agreement, shall be calculated in accordance with what is normal in this regard in respect of Civil Servants in as near as possible similar positions and grades, all as shall be determined by the Civil Service Commissioner, and in the absence of any such identical or similar position, the remuneration shall be calculated in accordance with what is set forth in such a case in the Collective Labor Agreements that apply to employees of this category, and in the absence of such an Agreement, in accordance with most similar Collective Labor Agreement in the opinion of the Civil Service Commissioner. Calculation of such remuneration shall be made retroactively from the date of commencement of this Agreement and all the rights and obligations under this Agreement on the one hand, and the new aforementioned calculation on the other, shall be mutually set off.

10. PERMITS, LICENSES AND APPROVALS
a. The Consultant represents and warrants that he and anyone on his behalf, have all the  valid documents and certificates required to perform the services as stated in this Agreement and its Annexes in accordance with the law, including documents and certificates required by the relevant authorities. The Consultant undertakes to display said documents to the Ministry at any such request.
b. The Consultant is aware that maintaining all valid certificates, licenses and permits is an essential condition of this Agreement. Any incorrect statements to this effect, on behalf of the Consultant, in whole or in part, shall be deemed a fundamental breach of the agreement.
c. The Consultant agrees to notify the Ministry immediately of any change in the validity of any of the above statements, including any Restricting Order given against him and that prohibits or limits his ability to provide the Services pursuant to this Agreement and its Appendices.
d. The Consultant agrees to provide the Services in accordance with the provisions of any law applicable to the Services subject to this Agreement.

11. RESCISSION OF THE AGREEMENT
a. The Ministry may rescind the Agreement at any time prior to expiration of the Term of the Agreement by prior written notice at least 30 days in advance.  Following rescission of the Agreement by the Ministry, the Ministry will only pay the Consultant the pro rata amount according to the Services that have actually been provided and subject to confirmation of the Supervisor of Services that have been provided.
The Ministry will not be liable to the Consultant for any compensation, consideration or other payment in connection with rescission of the Agreement.
b. In the event that the Agreement is rescinded pursuant to this Section, and should it be so required by the Supervisor, the Consultant will complete any work that he had commenced prior to the rescission and shall receive payment for it as provided in Section 8.
12. NON-DISCLOSURE
a. For purposes of this contract, each of the following terms shall have the meaning that appears alongside it:
"Information" - Any information, know-How, knowledge, document, correspondence, program, data, model, review, conclusion and anything else that may be connected or related to the provision of the Services, whether written or orally and/or in any manner or form pertaining to the provision of Services.
"Trade secrets" - any information pertaining to the Ministry that reached the Consultant or anyone on his behalf in relation to the provision of the Services, whether obtained during the provision of Services or thereafter, including and  without limiting the foregoing: any information which may be disclosed by the Ministry and/or any other entity and/or on its behalf.
b. As the Consultant is likely to be exposed to information which the State of Israel and/or Ministry wish to protect, he accordingly hereby undertakes to keep such information completely confidential and only to make use of it for the purpose of performing the services.  For the removal of doubt, and without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the Consultant undertakes not to publish, transfer, notify, deliver or bring to the attention of any person the information and/or the professional secrets.
c. The Consultant is aware that no disclosure must be made of information that has been revealed to him as part of this Agreement nor must it be transferred, delivered or brought to the attention of any person without the prior approval of the Supervisor. The Consultant undertakes to keep secret any information that reaches him as a result of performance of the services whether before or after their commencement.
d. The Consultant undertakes to take all such steps as are necessary in order to ensure that such confidentiality shall also be maintained by his employees, agents and those engaged by him.
e. The Consultant declares that he is aware that failure to fulfill his obligations under this section constitutes an offense under Chapter 7 (National Security, Foreign Relations and Official Secrets) of the Penal Code - 1977.

13. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY AND COPYRIGHT
a. The Ministry shall be the sole and rightful owner of the copyright in all the work that the Consultant is to carry out as part of this Agreement, including any information that reaches the Consultant as part of the work and its recording on discs or on any other media, as well software that he programed, maps that he prepared, reports that he wrote (hereinafter: “the  creative work”) and the Consultant may not make any use of them other than for the purpose of providing the Consultant’s services in accordance with this Agreement.

b. Any material of any kind, including specifications, software, photographs, spreadsheets, etc. that the Consultant has acquired for the purpose of providing the services and for which the Ministry has paid, shall be the property of the Ministry and the Consultant must deliver it to the Ministry immediately after having finished using it for performing the services.

c. As part of performance of the services under this Agreement, the Consultant shall not infringe any intellectual property rights, including copyright, of any other party. In the event that such rights have been infringed, the Consultant shall bear exclusive liability for such a breach and shall indemnify the Ministry in respect of all such expenses and damage as may be caused to or incurred by it as a result of a claim or demand in respect of such breach

d.  This Section shall remain in force after termination of the Term of this Agreement and shall continue to apply without any time limitation.

14. UNDERTAKING AS TO REFRAINIG FROM CONFLICT OF INTEREST
a. The Consultant declares and commits that he nor anyone on his behalf involved in rendering the Services under this Agreement are in any position of Conflict of Interests between his services under this Agreement and his other occupations, and he was not on the position 6 months prior the submission of Tender documents, he will refrain from being in any such position for the duration of the Term of the Agreement and for a period of 12 (twelve) months thereafter. In case of any potential Conflict of Interest, the Consultant shall address the Supervisor and act according to his instructions.
b. During the Term of the Agreement, the Consultant will not participate in any way in preparation or presentation of any project submitted for Ministry financing, unless receiving prior and written authorization by the Supervisor. 

15. BREACH OF PROVISIONS OF THE AGREEMENT
	In the event that the Consultant committed a breach of one of the provisions of this Agreement, the Ministry may, in addition to any other rights under any law and under this Agreement, consider this Agreement as null and void, after having given notice to the Consultant in which he is requested to rectify the fault. If such rectification has not been carried out within the period of time specified for such purpose in the notice, the Ministry shall not be required to pay any amount whatsoever to the Consultant, beyond payment for work already executed.
16. QUALITY OF  Work Products 
a. The Ministry may examine the work products that the Consultant submits under this Agreement and may refuse to accept them in the event that they are not compatible with requirements under the terms and conditions of this Agreement, or if in the opinion of the Ministry such products are deficient or tainted by shortcomings. In such a case, the Consultant must replace them with products that are compatible with this Agreement within such period of time as the Ministry shall stipulate.
b. Until the work products received by the Ministry or those acting on its behalf have not been examined or approved, they shall not be deemed to have been delivered to the Ministry.
c. The Consultant shall be responsible for any defect, fault or shortcoming that is discovered in any product it delivers, or in any part thereof, and shall compensate the Ministry for any damage and loss that may be caused to it for one or more of the reasons enumerated above.
17. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
a. The Consultant shall obtain and maintain the appropriate insurance coverage, indicated hereinafter, on his behalf and on behalf of The State of Israel - The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources, whereas the coverage shall be no less comprehensive than that set forth below. The Consultant shall have provided The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources with a certificate of insurance evidencing such coverage, at least 14 days prior to the date of commencement of this agreement:
i. Employers Liability Insurance
1) The Consultant shall insure his legal liability towards its employees & anyone working on his behalf by Employers Liability Insurance in all the areas of the State of Israel and Its territorial waters. 
2) The limits of liability per employee, per event and in aggregate for the period of the insurance shall not be less than 5,000,000 US dollars.
3) The insurance shall be extended to cover the Consultant's liability vis a vis contractors, sub-contractors and their employees in the event the Consultant shall be considered their employer. 
4)  The insurance shall be extended to indemnify the The State of Israel - The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources, in the event of it being claimed in relation to the occurrence of a work accident/any professional disease, that they bear any employers liability vis a vis the Consultant's employees, contractors, sub-contractors and their employees employed by the Consultant.
ii. Third party Liability insurance
1) The Consultant shall insure his legal liability under the laws of the State of Israel in third party liability insurance for person and property in all areas of the State of Israel and Its territorial waters.
2) The limits of liability shall not be less than 500,000 US Dollars per event and for the period of the insurance (one year).
3) The insurance shall be extended to cover the Consultant's third party liability in regards to activities of contractors, sub-contractors and their employees. 
4) A cross-liability clause shall be included in the policy.
5) The insurance shall be extended to indemnify The State of Israel - The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources – in so far as they shall be deemed to be liable for the acts and/or omissions of the Consultant and anyone working for him.
iii. 	Professional Liability insurance
1) The Consultant shall insure his professional liability by professional liability insurance.
2) The policy shall cover any damage due to a breach of professional duty on the part of the Consultant, his employees and all those working for him and which has occurred as the result of an act, negligence, including a failure, error or omission, misrepresentation, negligent declaration made in good faith, in all matters pertaining to the provision of Oil and gas reservoirs characterization technological and regulatory monitoring services to the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources with accordance to the tender and Services Agreement between the Consultant and The State of Israel - The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources.
3) Limits of liability shall not be less than 1,000,000 US Dollars per event and per year.
4) The cover under the policy shall be extended to contain the following extensions:
· 	Dishonesty of employees;
· 	Libel and/or slander;
· 	Loss of documents, including the loss of use and/or delay as a result  of an insurance event;
· 	Cross-liability;
· 	Extension of the period of discovery to at least six months;
5) The cover under the policy shall be extended to cover the State of Israel – The Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources, in so far as they may be deemed to be liable for the acts and/or omissions of the Consultant and those working on his behalf.
iv. 	General
In every such insurance policy, the following conditions shall be included:
1) The State of Israel – the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources shall be added to the insured's name as additional insureds, subject to the indemnity extensions as detailed above.

6) Any section in the insurance policies that obviates or reduces the Insurer’s liability in any way when other insurance exists shall not operate vis-a-vis the State of Israel and that the insurance is being effected in terms of primary insurance which confers the full rights under the insurance policies.

Copies of the insurance policies, duly certified by the Insurer, or a Certificate signed by the Insurer as to the aforesaid policies having been put into effect, shall be furnished to the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources by the date of commencement of the Agreement.
 The Consultant undertakes that throughout the period of the contractual engagement with the State of Israel – the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources and as long as his liability is valid, he will keep the insurance policies in force and effect. The Consultant undertakes that the insurance policies will be renewed by him annually for as long as the agreement with the State of Israel – the Ministry  of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources is in force.
The Consultant undertakes to produce copies of the renewed policies to the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources duly certified and signed by the Insurer, or a certificate duly signed by the Insurer as to their renewal, by no later than two weeks prior to expiration of the period of insurance. 
For avoidance of doubt, It is hereby declared and agreed that the Insurances' coverage required, as well as the Limits of Liabilities and coverage terms & conditions are considered a minimal requirement imposed on the Consultant and in no way constitute a proof of the State of Israel – the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources and anyone working on their behalf to the extent of the Insurance risks nor their size. The Consultant must examine his exposure to Property, Casualty and Liability risks and accordingly determine the necessary Insurances' coverage including their extent and Limits of Liabilities.   
Nothing in all the contents of the insurance sections shall be construed as exempting the Consultant from the liability imposed on him by law or under this agreement, and the foregoing shall not be construed as a waiver by the State of Israel– the Ministry of National Infrastructures, Energy and Water Resources of any right or remedy conferred on it by law and under this agreement.	

18. DAMAGES
a. The Consultant hereby declares that he acknowledges that he is providing the services to the Ministry as a self-employed independent contractor, and not as part of the Civil Service with all that this implies and without creating an employer-employee relationship between the Consultant and his employees and the Ministry, and that the Ministry will not be liable in any way for damage that may be caused to him due to the provision of the Services pursuant to this Agreement.
b. The Consultant shall bear liability for any injury, loss, discrepancy or damage that might be caused for any reason, to his person or property or to that of anyone acting on his behalf or to the person or property of his employees or of those working on his behalf, or to the property of the Ministry or to the person or property of any other person as a direct or indirect consequence of the implementation of this Agreement.
c. The Parties agree that the Ministry shall not be liable for any payment, expense or damage for any reason that is incurred or caused to the person or property of the Consultant and anyone acting on his behalf or to the person or property of his employees or of those working for him or the property of the Ministry or to the person or property of any other person as a direct or indirect consequence of the operation of this Agreement and that such liability shall lie solely with the Consultant. 
d. The Consultant undertakes to indemnify the Ministry for any damage, payment or expense that may be caused or incurred to it for any reason stemming from the acts or omissions of the services provider as a direct or indirect consequence of the operation of this Agreement, immediately upon receipt of notice thereof from the Ministry.

19. SECURITY OFFICER AUTHORIZATION
a. Employment of any service provider on behalf of the Winning Bidder for providing services to the Ministry is subject to the prior written approval of the Head of the Security Division in the Ministry (the "SDM").
b. The SDM is entitled to demand the Winning Bidder not to employ any particular individual or service provider for the Ministry, even after that person was approved for work for the Ministry, and the Winning Bidder undertakes to do so immediately after been requested to.
c. The Ministry will not be obligated to compensate the Winning Bidder in any way for losses or damages caused or that may be caused due to the SDM's refusal to approve a certain service provider for the Ministry.
d. The Winning Bidder will comply with all and any instructions given by the SDM from time to time on any matter relating to this contract.

20. CONSULTANT'S EMPLOYEES
a. Anyone employed by the Consultant in any position shall be employed at the Consultant’s own expense and the Consultant alone shall be liable for any claims arising from his relationships with them.
b. Persons employed by the Consultant shall be deemed in all respects to be employees or agents of the Consultant alone. The Consultant shall bear the obligation to pay:  their salaries,   insurance premiums, National Insurance payments, recuperation payments, overtime hours, parallel tax, payments to a compensation or insurance fund, payments for sickness or in respect of childbirth and all such other payments for which the employer is responsible under any law or agreement or in accordance with the requirements of the employee’s organization to which those employed by the employer belong.

b. Inspection and audit as described above include review of the Consultant’s books of accounts and documents pertaining to the Services, including those kept on magnetic media and duplicate copies thereof. As part of the foregoing, the Comptroller may require proof of payment of salary as required.
c. The Consultant undertakes to enable the foregoing to be carried out and to deliver to those carrying out the audit and review, immediately upon any such demand, any information or document as described above, as well as financial statements audited by an Auditor, in so far as such are in his possession. The Consultant hereby waives any claim regarding confidentiality or privilege or protection of privacy in relation to information or records that are required by the Ministry.
d. The Consultant undertakes to carry out all the foregoing also in all matters pertaining to the information connected with performance of the Agreement that is in the possession of any third party.

23. GENERAL
a. For the removal of doubt it is hereby clarified that the Consultant may not use any equipment, materials and services belonging to the Ministry.
b. The Consultant must return to the Ministry all the documents, discs and any information on other media that he has received from the Ministry or from any other party in relation to the Services, upon termination of provision of the related Services, including photographs, specifications of data, software program or other magnetic media.
c. The Consultant shall not be an agent, emissary or representative of the Ministry unless specifically designated as such for any particular matter.
d. The terms and conditions of this Agreement pertaining to provision of the services to the Ministry in a timely manner are fundamental conditions of the Agreement.
e. If in a particular instance or instances one of the parties does not exercise its rights under this Agreement, this shall not be deemed a waiver by such party of such rights either in respect of the particular instance or in respect of future instances.
f. The Consultant hereby declares that he is aware that nothing in any of the provisions of this Agreement or in any provision made pursuant to it shall be construed as releasing him from any obligation or from the need under any law to obtain any license, permit or consent, or from the need to give any notification.
