[bookmark: _GoBack]Tender No. 17-2021 for the Purchase, Supply, Installation and Maintenance of Means of Display and Scanning
For Government Ministries, Auxiliary Units and Related Bodies

1. The Government Procurement Administration at the Accountant General's Division, Ministry of Finance (hereinafter: The Tender Editor), is issuing tender number 17-2021, for the purchase, supply, installation and maintenance of means of display and scanning for government ministries, auxiliary units and related bodies (hereinafter: The Tender or Framework Tender).
2. This framework tender is intended for the purpose of creating a list of registered suppliers (each of them hereinafter: Registered Supplier), from which government ministries, auxiliary units and related bodies approved by the Tender Editor (hereinafter: Customer/s) will purchase means of display and scanning as specified below (hereinafter: Equipment or Products), as well as for the purpose of obtaining installation services for the Equipment and warranty and maintenance services (hereinafter: The Services). In accordance with the results of the framework tender, a list of Registered Suppliers will be defined, and the Tender Editor will conduct a pricing competition between them from time to time, in accordance with his sole discretion and taking into account customer requirements (hereinafter: Competition).
3. The Tender is intended for selecting Registered Suppliers who will provide means of display and scanning of different types, in different configurations and through different procurement routes in accordance with the needs of the government, as will be defined in the Competition documents.
4. Each of the winners will provide the requested Products and Services to Customers in all service areas.
5. A Framework Tender is a tender consisting of 2 parts: creating a list of Registered Suppliers (Part A) and conducting pricing competitions between the Registered Suppliers (Part B). A bidder is required to be registered in the list of suppliers as a Registered Supplier in order to participate in the Competitions between Registered Suppliers.
6. The Framework Tender will be valid for 24 months from the date of announcing the inclusion of Suppliers in the list of Suppliers (hereinafter: Tender / Framework Tender Term). The Tender Editor has the right to extend the Tender Term for another period (hereinafter: Option), at his discretion, provided that the total periods do not exceed 60 months. It is clarified that unless the Tender Editor announces otherwise, the Tender Term will be automatically renewed for an Option period of 12 months at a time, up to a maximum of three (3) option periods, unless the Tender Editor announces otherwise at least 30 days before the end of the Tender Term or the end of any Option period, as applicable.
7. Pricing Competitions will be held during the Framework Tender Term, and on their basis, procurement periods will be defined for each pricing Competition. It will be clarified that there is no impediment that the period of procurement and service by virtue of the pricing Competition will continue beyond the Framework Tender Term.
8. Threshold conditions for participating in the Tender
8.1. General
8.1.1. Only bidders who meet the requirements set forth below may submit a bid in the Tender, by the deadline for submitting bids. Proof of compliance with the threshold conditions listed below will be conducted in accordance with the provisions of the bid booklet.
8.2. Administrative threshold conditions
8.2.1. Bidders must be a corporation duly registered in Israel. It is clarified that in the event the bidder is a partnership, the partnership must be lawfully registered.
8.2.2. Bidders must comply with the provisions of the Public Bodies Transactions Law, 5736-1976 (hereinafter: Public Bodies Transactions Law).
8.2.3. Bidder may not hold or be held by another bidder in the Tender (holding in this regard – directly or indirectly holding 25% or more of the means of control as defined in the Securities Law, 5728-1968), and one entity may not hold 25% or more of two bidders. Furthermore, bidders may not be subcontractors of other bidders in the Tender, with regard to providing the Services under this Tender.
8.3. Professional threshold conditions
8.3.1. Bidder’s professional experience
8.3.1.1. Bidders must employ at least 6 service technicians in the fields of display or scanning, while:
8.3.1.1.1. Of all technicians, at least 3 technicians must have 3 or more years’ experience in the installation and maintenance of the Products offered (hereinafter: Expert Technicians).
8.3.1.1.2. Of all Expert Technicians, at least 2 technicians must have 5 or more years’ experience in the installation and maintenance of the Products offered (hereinafter: Senior Technicians).
8.3.2. Financial data
8.3.2.1. The bidder's sales turnover in 2018, 2019 and 2020 must be at least ILS 10 million (excluding VAT), cumulatively. 
8.3.2.2. The bidder must have provided at least 6,000 cumulative means of display or scanning as defined in this tender to business customers during the years 2018, 2019 and 2020 (whether directly or through an authorized reseller).
8.3.2.3. The bidder must have directly (i.e., not through subcontractors) provided warranty or maintenance services for at least 2,000 means of display or scanning to business customers in Israel, during the year 2020. 
8.3.3. Conditions for each of the manufacturers offered by the bidder
8.3.3.1. The bidder must be authorized to sell, install and service the Products in the territories of the State of Israel as a representative of the means of display or scanning manufacturer whose Products he is interested in offering as part of the Tender.
8.3.3.2. The bidder is an authorized importer, authorized distributor or authorized marketer on behalf of the manufacturer, or the manufacturer himself (hereinafter: Manufacturer or His Representative). The suggested Manufacturer must comply with the provisions specified in Appendix 3.
8.3.3.3. The Tender Editor may make updates and changes in any of the requirements in Appendix 3 to the Framework Tender Documents for the purpose of adding a Manufacturer or his Representative to a particular Competition.
9. Tender Documents can be obtained for free from the Government Procurement Administration’s website at www.mr.gov.il
10. The final date for submitting bids is 22.8.2021 at 13:00.
11. Any change or update to the Tender, including the Tender Documents, whether initiated by the Tender Editor or as a response to clarification questions, shall be published only on the tender page of the Procurement Administration’s website.
12. The Tender Editor is not obligated to accept any of the bids, and he may cancel the Tender, in full or in part, or defer it for any reason, at his sole consideration.
13. It shall be emphasized that in the event of a discrepancy between the provisions specified above and those of the Tender Documents, those in the Tender Documents shall prevail.
