Hereinafter referred to as "the Contracting Parties",

Desiring to firther strengthen Evnrope's and the Contracting Party countries’ position in research
in the world, and to intensify scientific co-operation across disciplinary and national boundanes;

Considering a report by the European Commuission to the Ewropean Council of 2001({Couneil
Document 6997/01) which identifies population ageing and its social and economic challenges
to growth and prosperity to be among the most pressing challenges of the 21st cenmry in
Europe. which points cut serions infrastructure gaps in understanding individual and population
ageing, and which then calls to “sxamine the possibility of establishing, in co- operation with
Member States, a European Longitudinal Ageing Swrvey™ in order to foster European research
on ageing;

Building on the cumrent prototype of a Survey of Health, Ageing and Eetirement in Furope
(SHAFE) which has been selected by the ESFRI roadmap process to be upgraded as one of the
cenfral research infrastructures of the Enropean Pesearch Area;

Fecognizing that this new interdisciplinary, international, amd longitodinal swrvey with
unprecedented quality regarding coherence, breadth and international comparability will in the
fisture be of great significance in many different fields of fundamental and applied sciences
such as demography. economues, epidemiclogy, gerontology, biology, medicine, psychology,
public health health pelicy, sociclogy and statisties;

Fecognizing that evidence-based public policy making requires an uvp-to-date data
infrastructure;

Expecting other countries to participate in the activities undertaken together under the following
Statutes;

Have agreed as follows:

I
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Article 1
Establishment of a SHARE-ERIC
(1) There shall be a distributed Evropean Research Infrastructore called the Survey of Health,
Ageing and Retirement in Enrope (SHARE).
(2) SHARE shall have the legal form of a European Eesearch Infrastructure Consortinm
(ERIC) incorporated under the provision of Council Regulation 723/2009 of 25 June 2009 and
be named “SHABRE-ERIC™ (hereafter also referred to as “the Organisation™).

Article 2
Statutory Seat and Working Langnage
(1) The Statutory Seat of the Organisation shall be in Munich. Germany.
(2) The working langpage of the Organisation shall be English.

Arrcle 3
Tasks

(1) SHAEE-ERIC shall build an infrastructure of mucro data of households and indrviduals
necessary to understand individual and societal ageing (hereimafter also referred to as “the
Survey”). Its main tasks are:
@) to design a core swrvey insfrument which captures the essential information on the
economic, health, and family/'social conditions of life of individuals aged 50 and older and
their partners;
b to administer this survey insirument every two years to a panel of respondents in each
parficipating countries and to maintain contact to all panel members between panel waves;

) to assemble the collected wformation in a user-fifendly dafa base accessible to all
scientific researchers subject to applicable data confidentiality restrictions and fo maintamn
this data base mcluding basic data cleaning, imputation. and documentation.

(2) The current prototype of SHARE shall be upgraded along three dimensions:

(a) prolong SHARE over time in order to generate a genuine panel that follows individuals
as they age and react to the changes in the social and economic environment. The wpgrade
will add seven firther waves every two years in three phases as defined in Asticle 10.

(b) expand SHARE to include all EU Member Stafes.

(c) increase sample size of SHARE in order to malke the Swvey usable also for with-in-
country analyses. In general, the target sample size shall be 6000 mndividuals aged 30 and
older in each member country.

(3) The SHARE-ERIC shall pursue its tasls on a non-econonme basis.

Article 4
Principles

(1) SHARE shall be designed by researchers for researchers. Excellence in research is
paramount to all other considerations. The scientific excellence of SHARE shall be monitored
by an independent Scientific Monitoring Board (Annex 2).

(2) SHARE shall be a supranational survey. Cross-national comparability within SHARE shall
3
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govern all design decisions. In addition, comparabiality with its sister surveys., notably the

7.5, Health and Fetirement Study and the English T ongitudinal Study of Ageing, shall inform
the design decisions of SHARE. Topics with supranational research potential shall have priority
over topics applicable to single countries.

{3} SHARE shall mntegrate econcomics, health, and social science. Topics with
interdisciplinary research potential shall have priority over topics applicable to single
disciplines.

{4) SHAFE shall be a lengitndinal survey, following individuals as they age. Topics with
longitndinal research potential shall have prionity over topics applicable to single points in time.
{5} Peesearch based on SHARE shall facilitate evidence-based EU policies, such as the Europe
2020 Innovation Union Inttiative, to help meeting the challenges of population ageing in all
counntries of the EUT.

Article 5
Bodies of the Organisation and Scientific Partmer Institutions

(1) The bodies of the Organisation shall be:
- the Council {Asticle 6),
- the Management Board (Article 7).
- the Assembly of the Country Team Leaders (Asticle 8), and
- the Scientific Monitoring Board (Article 9.
{2) The Scientific Partner Instrtutions are the host institotions of the Country Team I eaders.

{3) The cowrent Country Team Leaders and their associated Scientific Partner Institutions in the
countries of the Contracting Parties are listed in Annex 1.

Article 6
The Council

{1} Each Contracting Party shall be represented in the Council by up to two delegates. Delegates to the
Council shall be appeointed and have their appointments termunated by the Contracting Party. Each
Contracting Party shall inform the Chairperson of the Council in writing of any appointment or
termination of appointments of its delegates to the Council without nndue delay.

{2} Contracting Parties commuitting to pay the contribution required by Asticle 11 for a munning entire
Phasze as defined in Article 10 carry two votes. The votes cannot be split.

{3) Contracting Parties committing to pay the contribution required by Article 11 for a mnning Wave
only carry one vote.

{(4) If a Contracting Party fails to pay its contribution due within 3 months after being summoned by the
Managing Director of SHARE. its voting right will be suspended until full payment has been made.

{3) Decisions shall be taken by simple majority voting vnless otherwise determined in these Statutes. In
case of a tie, the vote of the Host Country shall break that tie.

{6) The Council shall elect a Chairperson and a Vice-Chairperson from the delegations of the
Contracting Parties for a period of two years. With their election the Chairperson and Vice- Chairperson
become supra partes and leave their delegations. The Contracting Parties affected by these departures
appoint another delegate to represent them in the Couneil.
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{7y The Council meets at least once a year. Meetings of the Council shall be convened by the
Chairperson of the Council. Meetings of the Council shall also be convened at the request of at least two
Contracting Parties. Extraordinary meetings of the Council may alse be convened at the request of the
Managing Director if it is required in the interest of the Organisation.

(&) The Council receives and approves the annual report. the financial statement and the annal spending
plan submutted by the Management Board. The Council shall review at least anmually the actual and
forecasted survey and operating costs. The Couneil acting unanimensly may approve a modification of

the contribution to those other common costs in the annual spending plan that are not covered by any
other fonding source (Asticle 11 (7).

(9 The Council receives and acknowledges the anmual activity plan which contains the broad scientific
aims of SHARE, the swvey emphasis of the next wave, the certification process and the survey and
dissemination schedule.

{10} The Council elects with a qualified vote (at least two thirds of the Contracting Parties) the members
of the Management Board for positions according to Asticle 7 (1) upon nomination by the Assembly of
Country Team Leaders.

Article 7
The Management Board

(1} The Management Board is composed of up to eleven members, including:
(a) the Managing Director of SHARE-ERIC (herein referred to as “the Managing
Director™);
() the International Coordinator of SHARE,
(c) the Cuestionnaire Coordinator,
(d) five Area Coordinators representing the scientific areas of SHARE (income and
wealth, work: and retirement, health health care, and social/family networlks);
(&) other sciemfists representing an important scientific field or an imposrtant
operational centre of SHARE for a peried of two years (re-election is possible);
() the chairperson of the Assembly of Country Team [ eaders.

The Managing Director assigns one member of the Management Board to be Deputy Managing
Director.

(2 Members of the Management Board shall be internationally reputable researchers with
experience in research on ageing and/or survey management.

(3) The Management Board proposes all strategic and budgetary decisions to the Couneil. Tt is
responsible for all financial and governance processes which maintain scientific integrity, cross-
national comparability, and an overall balance of the SHARE survey design. Specifically, it is
accountable for the SHARE-ERIC's finances and deliverables, and for observing legal
requirements such as data confidentiality and safety regulations at the Enropean level.

(4) The Management Board provides an annual report on the state of the Survey to the Council
proposes an annueal spending and activity plan to the Council. and prepares the financial statement.

(3) The Managing Director leads the Manazement Board and is the legal representative of the
SHARE-ERIC.

(&) The International Coordinator is responsible for implementing the Survey and for maintaining
the same high methodological standards in all participating countries.

{7) The Questionnaire Coordinator and the Area Coordinators are responsible for the scientific
excellence of the Survey in their respective scientific areas. Specifically, they are responsible for
the guesticnnaire design in their respective areas and for the integrity of the data delivered to the
scientific public.

(3) Eelations between the Management Board and the Scientific Partner Institutions with their
associated Country Team Leaders shall be governed by consortinm agreements.

Article 8
The Assembly of Country Team Leaders

(17 The Country Team Leaders of all countries participating in SHARE constitute the Assembly
of Couvntry Team Leaders. The Assembly of Country Team Leaders generally meets twice a year.
It contributes to and 15 conswlted on all relevant scientific decisions of SHARE.

(2) Country Team Leaders shall be imternationally reputable researchers with experience in
research on agemng and survey management They are gesponsible for carryving out the tasks
according to Article 3 in this country. This comprises in particular, but not exclusively:

(a) Channeling country-specific knowledge into SHARE;

(b) Funding and public relation activities for SHARE;

(c) Securing compliance of the national parts of the survey with all relevant laws, in particular

data protection laws;

(d) Translation of the questionnaire in the national langpage;

(e) Collaboration in the selection of the national survey agency;

(f) Monitoring of the field work;

(g) Supporting the construction of the SHARE database.

{3) The Assembly of Country Team Leaders elects a chairperson with the majority of at least half
of the Country Team Leaders.

{4) The Management Board proposes new members of the Management Board for positions
according to Article 7 (1) to the Assembly of Country Team Leaders. The Assembly of Country
Team I eaders nomunates these new members to the Council with the majority of at least half of the
Country Team Leaders.

Article 9
The Scientific Monitoring Board

(1} The Management Board shall seek advice of cutside experts and establish a Board of at least
six scientists who give advice in all scientific matters (the “Scientific Monitoring Board™).

(2} The Scientific Monitoring Board shall be independent from the SHARE-ERIC.

(3} Members of the Scientific Monitoring Board shall be eminent, independent and experienced
scientists.

(4) The main task of the Scientific Monitoring Beard is to monitor the scientific quality of
SHAERE. It should give feedback to the Management Board and the Assembly of the Country Team
leaders at least once per vear.

(5} Ewvery two years, the Scientific Monitoring Board shall issue a written report to the Couneil of
the SHARE-ERIC reviewing the scientific strategy of SHARFE and explering innovative fields and
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modes of data collection This report shall also assess the services offered to the users of the

SHARE data.

(6) The Scientific Monitoring Board shall approve the selection and removal of Country Team

Leaders and their associated Scientific Partner Institntions.

(7) The current members and the current budget of the Scientific Monitoring Board are listed

Annex 2 of these Statutes.

Article 10
Coverage

The Organisation shall cover a swivey period of seven panel waves divided mto three phases:

a) During Phase I the Organisation shall conduct an initial full-scale survey wave in 2010 and
2011 based on the design developed in the preparatory phase.

b) During Phase II the Organisation shall conduct three additional foll-scale survey waves in
vears 2012/13, 2014/15 and 2016/17, update the design to maintain state-of-the-art, and
dissemunate the data

¢} Upon successful scientific evaluation, the Orgamisation shall conduct during Phase ITT
another three full-scale survey waves in vears 2018/19_ 2020021 and 2022/23, update the design
to maintain state-of-the-art, and disseminate the data

Article 11
Contributions

(1) Contributions by the Contracting Parties shall cover the costs of ronning the seven waves
of the Survey in each country plus coordination and common costs such as the costs for updating
the design dissemunating the data associated with the seven waves of data collection, and
budgets for the Managing Director, the Intemational Coordinator, the Questionnaire
Coordinator, the Area Coordinators, and the Scientific Momitoring Board.

(2} Contributions by the Contracting Parties shall cover five types of costs: (A) survey costs in
each country to the extent that these costs are not covered by other funding sources. (B)
operating costs to mn the survey in each country to the extent that these costs are not covered
by other finding sources, (C) coordination costs, (D) other common costs to the extent that
these costs are not covered by other funding sources, and (E) an anmual membership fee. A table
showing preliminary estimates of these costs during Phase I is attached as Annex 3.

(3) Each Contracting Party shall make available to the SHARE-ERIC. either directly or through
the Scientific Partner Institution for which it is responsible, fonds covering the Country’s share
of the survey costs (Column A of the preliminary estimates in Annex 3.

{4) Each Contracting Party shall make available to the Scientific Partner Institution for which
it 1s responsible funds covering the Country’s share of the operating costs (Colemn B of the
preliminary estimates in Annex 3).

(5) The Federal Republic of Germany shall finance the coordination costs of the Swvey
(Column C of the preliminary estimates in Annex 3).

(6) Each Contracting Party shall make contributions to the SHARE-ERIC for the part of the
other common costs of the Swrvey that 15 not covered by any other funding source. The
composition of the other common costs shall be detailed in the anmmal spending plan (Column
D of the prelinunary estimates in Annex 3).

{7) The SHARE-ERIC or the Scientific Partner Institutions, as a consortium, may react to calls

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from the Foropean Comumnission the TS, National Institute on Aging. and other supranational
and national funding organisations providing fonds for the project as a whele, among those
parts or all of the commen costs mentioned in Column D, Annex 3.

(8) The contributions according to this Asticle including the membership fee for the upcoming
wave will be determined by the Council vpon propesal of the Managing Board.

Article 12
Liability and Insurance

(9) The financial lability of the members for the debts of the ERIC shall be limited to their

respective contributions provided to the SHARE-FERIC and apgreed upon in the annual spending
plans.

(103 The SHARE-ERIC shall take appropriate measures to insure the risks specific to building

up and operating a survey.

Article 13
Intellectual Property

(1) In accordance with the objects of the present Statutes the term "Intellectnal Property™ will
be understood according to Article 2 of the Convention Establishing the World Intellectual
Property Orgamization signed on 14 July 1967

(2) The SHARE-ERIC is the owner of the Survey and all of its data, including add-ons certified
by SHARE, meta and para data. all address and link files, of all publications issued by SHARE-
ERIC including its websites. and of all intellectual property rights emanating from setting up
and conducting the Survey.

(3) With respect to questions of Intellectual Property, the relations between the Contracting
Parties will be governed by the national legislation of the Contracting Parties.

Arncle 14
Dssemination and Use of the SHARE Data

(I} The SHARE-ERIC shall disseminate the collected data after data cleaning, imputation and
documentation, after taking account of international and national data protection laws, without
delay to the scientific commmnity.

(@) Use of the SHAFE data shall be free of charge to the entire scientific commumty. The
Management Board shall ascertain that the interests of the scientific user community are taken

wmto account in the reports by the Scientific Monitering Board according to Annex 3.

3) Use and collection of the SHARE data is subject to European and national laws of data
protection. With regard to the national data collection and the subsequent dissemination of the
data SHARE-ERIC and the Scientific Partner Institutions act as "joint controllers" pursuant to
Asticle 26 of the Eusopean General Data Protection Fegulation. Use of the SHARE data by
nsers who are not subject to Comnmnity legislation shall be conditional on signing a declaration
of data confidentiality according to the form provided by the European Commission (Official
Journal of the European Union 1.6/52,10.1.2002).

Artcle 15
Procurement and Tax Exemptions
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(I} The SHARE-ERIC shall treat procurement candidates and tenderers equally and in a
nondiscriminatory way, independent of whether or not they are based in the European Union.
All procuwrement shall follow the principles of transparency. non-discrimination and
competition.

(2) In general. procurement by the SHARE-ERIC shall be subject to Directive 2014/ 24/E of
the Ewropean Parliament and of the Couneil of 26 Febmary 2014 on public procurement. and
the national procurement regulations which apply.

(3) Forthe procurement of suuvey research and swvey development services where the benefits
accroe to the entire scientific community and which are wholly remmnerated by the SHARE-
ERIC, Asticle 14 of Directive 2014/24/EU zhall be applied through a restricted procedure
(Annex 4). In such restricted procedures, negotiated procedures with publication of a contract
notice and in the competitive dialogue procedure, contracting anthorities may Lot the smmber
of sumitable candidates they will invite to tender, to negotiate or to conduct a dialogue with,
provided a sufficient mmmber of suitable candidates 1s available.

(4) Tax exemptions based on point (g) of Article 143(1) and point (b) of Asticle 151(1) of
Dhirective 2006/112/EC and in accordance with Asticles 50 and 31 of Council Implementing
Begulation (EU) No 282/2011 (L 77, 23.3.2011, p. 1.} shall apply to purchases of goods and
services which are for the official wse by the SHARE-ERIC, are procured and paid for by it and
for which the amocunt of VAT to be reimbursed exceeds a total of EUR 23 per invoice.
Procurement by individual members shall not benefit from these exemptions.

The first sobparagraph shall not apply, however, so as to have the effect of distorting
competition.

(5) Excize goods as defined in points (b) and (c) of Asticle 1(1) of Council Directive
2008N18EC(OQJL 2 14.1.2009, p. 12} may be granted an exemption from payment of excise
duty in accordance with point (b) of Article 12{1) of that Directive provided that those excise
goods are intended exclusively for official use by the SHARE-ERIC and are procured and paid
for by it.

Mo exemption from payment of excise duties shall be granted for excise goods intended for the
personal use of the SHARE-ERIC employees or of third parties.

(6) Duties paid on energy products and electricity as defined in point (a) of Asticle 1(1) of
Directive 2008/118/EC may be refonded in accordance with point (b) of Article 12(1) and
Asticle 12(2) of that Directive provided that those energy products and electricity are intended
exclusively for official use by the SHARE-ERIC and are procured and paid for by it, and that
the amount of the duty exceeds a total of EUR. 25 per invoice.

No duty exemption shall be granted on energy products or electricity intended for the personal
use of the SHARE-ERIC emplovees or of third parties.

Article 16
Emplovinent
(1) The SHARE-ERIC is an equal opportunity employer. Employment contracts shall follow
the national laws of the country in which the staff is emploved.
{2} Subject to the requirements of national legislation, each Centracting Party shall within its
jurisdiction facilitate the movement and residence of nationals of the Contracting Party

countries imvolved in the tasks of the SHARE-ERIC and of the family members of such
nationals.

Artcle 17
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Amendments
{1} The Counecil shall have the power to change these Statutes and its annexes by a gqualified
vote. A two thirds majority shall be required to amend any of these articles and annexes. The
date of any amendments shall be recorded in these Statutes. The Statutes of the SHARE-ERIC
shall at all times comply with the Council Regulation 723/2009 on the Community legal
framework for a Enropean Fesearch Infrastructure and all other applicable European Laws and
Begulations.

Article 18
Accession

(1) After the entrv into force of these Statutes, any Government may accede thereto with the
consent of two thirds of the Contracting Parties in the Council upoen the conditions negotiated.
The conditions of accession shall be the subject of an agreement between the Contracting Parties
and the acceding Governiment or group of Governments.

Article 19
Duration of the Organisation

(1) The Organisation is set up for a period up to 31.12.2024. It shall inciude Phases I, IT and ITI
as defined in Asticle 10.

(2} A Contracting Party may withdraw from the Organization after Phase [ or Phase IT.

{3) A motion, specifiing the procedure and timeframe. if approved by the Council by a two
thirds majority. can wind up the Organisation. in particular if the decision not to pursue the
Phase I 1s taken by the Organisation.

(4} The European Comnussion shall be notified of any such decision within 10 days of it being
made, pursunant with Article 17 of the Council Fegulation 723/2009 cn the Conwwmmty legal
framework for a European Research Infrastmmcture.

Article 20
Availability of these Statutes
These Statutes shall be made publicly available through the SHARE-ERIC website, pursuant
with Article 9 of the Council Regulation 723/2009 on the Commmnity legal framework for a
Enropean Research Infrastmcture.

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Annex 2:
Scientific Monitoring Board

Article 1
Estabhshment

The Management Board will constitute an advisory board of at least soc eminent, independent
and experienced scientists (heremafter referred to as “the Scientific Monitering Board™) to
provide an external advising role for the benefit of the Survey so as to check the quality of the
work of the research consortium and to provide periodic advice to the Council and Assembly
of Country Team Leaders.

Article 2
Independence

The Scientific Monitoring Board shall be independent from the SHARE-ERIC.

Article 3
Tasks

(1) The main task of the Scientific Momtoring Board is to monitor the scientific quality of
SHARE. It should give feedback to the Management Board and the Assembly of Country Team
Leaders at least cnce per year.

(2) Every two years, the Scientific Monitoring Board shall issne a written report to the Council
of the SHARE-ERIC. This report shall also assess the services offered to the users of the
SHARE data.

(3) Initially and after about three years, the Scientific Monitoring Board shall set up a thorough
review of the scientific strategy of SHARE, thereby explonng mnovative fields and modes of
data collection.

Article 4
Members

(1} The members of the Scientific Monitoring Board select new members as they feel
appropriate to sufficiently represent all scientific areas coversd by SHARE.

(2) At least one member shall be an wmvestizator of the English Longiudmal Study of Agemng
to ensure close co-operation with this survey and to give additional advice and guidance from
their experience.

(3) At least one member shall be a investigator of the U5, Health and Betirement Stmdy to
ensuge close co-operation with this survey and to give additional advice and gnidance from their
EXperience.

(4) The current chairperson of the Scientific Monitoring Board is Arie Kapteyn.

Budget

(I¥): The countries’ contribution to all other commen costs have been estimated based on the

grant application to the Enropean Commission in 2018 and allocated to each country according

to Article 11 (3). They may, however, be substantially lower or even zero if other funding
organisations such as the Evropean Commission or the ULS. National Institute on Aging
contribute to these costs via grants or separate confracts.

Restricted Procurement Procedure

The following restricted procurement procedure shall be applied to all survey research and
survey development services where the benefits accrue to the enfire scientific commuinity and
which are wholly remunerated by the SHARE-ERIC.

Survey research and survey development services include those research and development
services that are necessary to maintain and advance the state of the art in survey technology.
They include, but are not confined to, the development of survey software, research on survey
methodology, and the development of innowvative interview techniques and their application in
the field.

The description of the services to be procured shall be made publicly available in a contract
notice before the beginming of the procurement process. The contracting parties shall indicate
in such notice the objective and non-discriminatery criteria or rules they intend to apply. the
mininmun number of candidates they intend to invite and, where appropriate, the maximum
number.

Competition can be limited to three potential providers. If there are three or less providers in

the market for the services to be contracted, all providers in the market shall be included in the
competition.

The selection among bidders shall be based on the lowest offer price and the highest service
quality. Service guality shall be defined by the above-mentioned description of the services to
be procured.
