Reprocessing Old Seismic Surveys 

Request For Proposals

Part 1 - General Instructions to Bidders

The Geology Survey of Israel in The Earth and Marine Research Administration (hereinafter: “GSI”) hereby publishes a Tender (hereinafter: “The Tender”) for a contractor to provide professional reprocessing of old seismic surveys (hereinafter: “The Services”), as detailed in the Tender Documents and in the Tender Specifications attached hereto as Appendix 1.

The Project

In general, the GSI has undertaken  upon itself to examine all seismic data (~7,000 line km of 2D land surveys) ever collected in the northern Negev (southern Israel) and make the most of all useful data (hereinafter: "The Project"). Based on GSI's initial analysis the study area includes ~280 2D land surveys totaling to  more than 3,500 line kilometers with no SEGY version plus a similar number of surveys with a similar totaling line kilometers that do have a digital SEGY version, but occasionally in poor quality. The first group of surveys was collected during the 1970s and 1980s, whereas the second group was collected during the 1980s and 1990s. 
It is the  intention of GSI that in the first year of The Project,  approximately 1,000 line kilometers will be reprocessed, mostly in the time domain (PSTM). Thereafter, in the following 2 years, GSI  plans to reprocess additional 2,000 line kilometers of PSTM, PSDM, and other advanced processing methods.  The abovementioned figures are all subject to the results of The Tender, to budget constraints, and to GSI’s professional discretion.
The initial period of the contract to be signed with the successful bidder in The Tender (hereinafter: “The Successful Bidder”) is 1 year. GSI will have the right to extend the contract for up to two additional periods of 1 year each period.  The minimum guaranteed sum of the contract with the Successful Bidder will be 500,000 NIS, subject to the approval of GSI that The Services rendered were the delivered at the expected professional level.  

For the removal of doubt, although the general work plan is described above, GSI does not limit itself in any way from using advanced processing method in the first year or form using PSTM in the following years, shall an option as described above, be exercised.  
All stages of The Services will be conducted under the supervision of a geophysical expert to be appointed by GSI for that purpose. 
Finally, although the general focus of the Project is the northern Negev, GSI does not limit the Services to be rendered under this Tender to this geographical area and saves the right to define other geographical areas at any point. 
The bidding documents for the purposes of the Tender consist of the following documents and their respective appendices and schedules, each of which constitutes an integral part of the Tender (collectively, the “Tender Documents”):

Part 1 - These General Instructions to Bidders

Part 2 - Description of the Services 

Part 3 - The bid forms to be submitted by bidders  (the “Bid Forms”)

Part 4 - The form of agreement to be entered into between GSI and the Successful Bidder (the “Agreement”)
An entity wishing to submit a bid for the supply of Services under this Tender is referred to herein as a “Bidder”.

The deadline for submission of bids is November 1, 2011, at 12:00 (noon), Standard Israel time (the “Submission Deadline”).

1. Preliminary Tender Conditions
The following are preliminary conditions for eligibility for the Tender.

Any bid that does not fulfill these conditions may be disqualified. 

1.1 Professional Qualifications

In light of the complexity and scope of the Services, Bidders must have the following minimum qualifications:
1.1.1. The Bidder shall have a proven knowledge and experience of at least 10 years in the field of seismic processing (the “Field”).
1.1.2. The Bidder has successfully carried out at least two (2) seismic processing  projects of at least $100,000US during  the 5 years prior to the Submission Deadline. 
1.1.3. The Project Manager designated by the Bidder for the provision of the Services is a professional expert in the field of seismic processing, with in-depth knowledge and understanding of the responsibilities and functions that are carried with seismic processing with at least five (5) years of experience, and an experience as a “project leader” of at least 1 seismic processing project of over $80,000US. 
Please note that GSI may approach clients or referees disclosed by the Bidder as required hereunder, in order to assess the level of satisfaction of those entities with whom the Bidder or the proposed Designated Staff member has worked with. GSI further reserves the right to contact clients of a Bidder and/or its Designated Staff members not disclosed hereunder using independently obtained information, in order to obtain an assessment of their  experience and expertise.  

1.1.4. The Bidder must not be a company, partnership, joint venture, consortium or other entity constituted solely for the purpose of participating in this Tender.

1.1.5. An individual forming part of the Designated Staff need not be an employee, but may instead be an outside consultant duly contracted by the Bidder for the purpose of providing the Services. 
1.1.6. A Bidder shall demonstrate that, based on its Financial Statements, its weighted average annual turnover for the past three (3) fiscal years calculated as specified in sub-Section (d)(i) below was at least ten million US Dollars (10,000,000 US Dollars). 

(i) the turnover shall be calculated as follows:

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	weighted average turnover, which shall be calculated as follows:
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1.2. Administrative threshold prequalification conditions
1.2.1. The Bidder must be a Company duly incorporated or registered in one of the OECD countries in which it operates,  or a research institute in one of these countries. In order to meet this condition the Bidder shall attach to his Bid, a Certificate of Incorporation, names and details of the Directors of the Company and certification of an Attorney/Accountant with regard to them being duly authorized signatories of the bid documents on behalf of the Bidder and to bind the Bidder by their signatures.

1.2.2. Bid Guarantee
The bidder must include in his proposal an unconditional bank guarantee or a guarantee from an insurance company (original guarantee), in the name of the bidder, for a total of 25,000 NIS linked to the consumers’ price index known on the last day of submitting the proposal. The wording of the guarantee will be as specified in Appendix “C1” attached to this Tender and it will be signed by the authorized signatories on behalf of the bank / insurance company. The validity of this guarantee will be from the publication day of this tender, until six months afterwards, inclusive.
A guarantee from an insurance company will be provided by a company that has a license to deal in insurance according to the Law of Supervision of Insurance Assets – 1981. The signature on this insurance will be that of the Insurance Company and not of an agent on its behalf. The list of insurers that have a license to act in the insurance sector and provide guarantees can be obtained from the GSI’s offices. 
“Guarantee by foreign Bidders”
Bidders that are Israeli citizens with businesses outside of Israel will be entitled to present to GSI a letter of credit or a bank guarantee released by an Israeli Bank, but not by a bank located outside Israel. 

Bidders that are outside of Israel will be entitled to present to GSI a letter of credit or a bank guarantee released by an Israeli Bank, or by a bank located outside Israel, subjected to the following rules and standards:

a) From an Israeli Bank – Guarantee according to the instructions detailed here.

b) From a Bank outside of Israel – The Bidder will provide an Irrevocable standby Letter Of Credit as specified in Appendix C2– credit letter(suppliers) from any bank that will be approved by an out of Israel bank of first class, and from a country holding an A or higher credit rating (by MOODY’S S&P, or IBCA). The bank will also provide an official Announcement regarding the authority of the people signed on the credit letter. The final approval of the guarantee will be released by the Accountant General or any other person appointed for that purpose.

The tenders’ committee will be entitled to demand an extension(s) to the validity of the insurance, as long as no decision has been reached regarding the winner of the Tender. 
The tenders’ committee will be authorized to forfeit the guarantee, wholly or partially, should a bidder renege on his proposal after the opening of the tender box or under the circumstances whereas a bidder that won the Tender refuses to sign the agreement, has failed to include a performance guarantee or refused to fulfill any other requirement that he is obligated to fulfill according to his proposal and according to the specifications of this tender.

The guarantee will be promptly returned to the bidders that did not win the Tender at the earlier of: a) the termination of the guarantee or b) the Successful Bidder of the Tender signing the contract.

It is hereby clarified that a digression from the wording specified for the guarantee as per Appendix “C” may lead to the disqualification of the proposal.
1.3. Additional threshold requirements for Israeli Bidders
The bidder (in case of an Israeli company) meets the requirements of the Public Entity Transaction Law - 1976.  As evidence that the bidder fulfill these conditions he must attach to his proposal the following documents:

a) A valid authorization of keeping books and records according to the Public Entity Transaction Law – 1976 given by an assessment officer and a regional V.A.T. commissioner (an authorization that covers the period until the end of the year). These authorizations will be examined and verified by the GSI’s controller with the Tax Authority’s database.
b) An affidavit by the bidder regarding infractions according to the Foreign Workers Law and the Minimum Wages Law, authorized by a lawyer, according to the Public Entity Transaction Law – 1976 as per the wording attached to this Tender as Appendix “D”. 
c) The bidder shall be a corporation legally registered. Bidder registration certificate of the bidder’s corporation (In Israel – Up to date extract from  the Registrar of Companies) (company or partnership), names and details of the directors of the corporation and approved attorney / CPA certificate whether the signatories on behalf of the corporation for the bid documents obligate the corporation in their signature.

d) A bidder that is a corporation registered in Israel shall attach an affidavit regarding the payment of social benefits in accordance with the provisions of any law, approved by an attorney, and a commitment of the bidder to comply with the legislation in respect of employment of workers – Labor Laws, in accordance with the wording in the attached Appendix E.
e) A bidder that is a corporation registered in Israel shall attach to his proposal an affidavit of using genuine computer software only for reference, which is approved by an attorney, in accordance with the wording in the declaration attached in Appendix F.
f) A bidder that is a corporation registered in Israel shall attach to his proposal a valid certification regarding the lack of debts to the Registrar of Companies, as of the date of submitting the proposal. GSI shall be entitled to check the absence of such Bidder's debts, at any other time, as a condition to a business connection with the bidder.

1.4. A Bidder that requires a deduction of tax at source must attach to its bid an appropriate authorization of such from the tax authorities.

1.5. A Bidder who meets the definition of a “business controlled by a woman” (as defined under the Mandatory Tenders’ Law – 1992) and who wishes to benefit from the treatment afforded to such status (if and to the extent such benefit applies), must submit a confirmation and an affidavit that stipulates that the business is controlled by a woman as defined by the said law. 

2. Submission of Bidding Documents 

The Bidder must include in its bid the following (collectively, the “Bidding Documents”):

2.1. A copy of all the Tender Documents, signed on the first and last page of each Part, and on each appendix and schedule, by the Bidder’s authorized representative.  

2.2. Duly completed and executed Bid Forms, including all appendices. Please note that the appendices include affidavits and certifications from third parties.

2.3. The Bid Guarantee as required by Section 1.2.2. 

2.4. All relevant information and documentation necessary to prove the Bidder’s professional qualifications and those of its Designated Staff, as set forth in Form 5.  

2.5. All Bidders are required to carefully review the Tender Documents. By submitting its bid, the Bidder accepts the provisions and conditions of the Tender Documents (including for the avoidance of doubt the Agreement) without reservations or qualifications. 

3. Manner of Submission of Bids
3.1. Bidding Documents must be submitted as one original paper copy and one digital copy saved as a PDF on a CD-Rom, in accordance with the requirements of this Tender. All Bidding Documents must be provided in the English language only.

3.2. The Bidding Documents must be placed inside a sealed main envelope with the number of the Tender marked on the envelope. The Bidder’s name must not be written on the envelope. The main envelope must contain: (a) all of the Bidding Documents except for the “Price Proposal” part of the Bid Forms (Part 3, Form 7), in one paper original and one PDF as stated above, and (b) another sealed envelope, placed within the main envelope, which contains only  the “Price Proposal” part of the Bid Form, in one paper original and one PDF as stated above.

3.3. The main envelope must be placed in the Tender box located at the Geolocical Survey of Israel, 30 Malkhey Israel Street, Jerusalem, by the Submission Deadline. If the Bidder sends the envelope by mail or via courier, the main envelope must be placed inside another envelope marked with the phrase “Please place into the Tender box” and the Bidder takes full responsibility for ensuring that its bid is duly placed in the Tender box. For the avoidance of doubt, GSI takes no responsibility for placing the bid into the Tender box. A bid received by GSI before the Submission Deadline, but that was not placed into the Tender box for any reason, may be disqualified as though it had not been received.

3.4. A bid that is received after the Submission Deadline will be disqualified without being opened.
3.5. In the event that the Bidding Documents are incomplete or contain errors, GSI may, at its sole discretion, disqualify the bid or provide the Bidder with an opportunity to complete the bid or rectify the error, as the case may be.

4. Process for Selecting the Winning Bidder

The process for selecting the winning Bidder shall take place in three stages:
4.1. Stage 1 - At this stage, only the proposals received up to the Submission Deadline, will be accepted for examination. First, compliance with prequalification threshold conditions will be examined. Only proposals that meet all the prequalifying threshold conditions will be advanced to the next stage, Examination of the Proposal’s quality.

A Bidder whose bid does not meet the Preliminary Tender Conditions set forth in Section 1 may be deemed ineligible and disqualified from the Tender. 

4.2. Stage 2 - Examination of the quality of the Proposal (60% of the final grade): 
At this stage, all bids that have been found to meet the Preliminary Tender Conditions will be examined and evaluated based upon their quality only as set forth below, and without taking into consideration the Price Proposal which shall remain sealed at this stage. Points shall be given for each of the following quality parameters, up to the maximum number of points set forth in the column on the right:

4.3. GSI may subtract points if a Bidder or a Designated Staff member has worked in the past with GSI as a provider of services and did not meet the set timetable and/or the standards of the required service or if there is a written negative evaluation of work performed by such Bidder or Designated Staff member. In such a case, GSI is entitled (but is not obligated), at its own discretion, to provide the Bidder with the right to clarify its position, verbally or in writing, with regard to this matter, or to designate a different Designated Staff member prior to GSI’s final decision regarding the above quality assessment.

4.4. It is hereby clarifies that GSI may require an approval of bidders and staff by the designated authorized body in GSI dealing with security issues. 
4.5. Only bids that receive a grade of 42 (out of 60) or more in the Stage 2 evaluation will be eligible to reach the next stage of the selection process, and only the envelopes containing the Price Proposal forms of such eligible bids will be opened. 

4.6. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if after conducting Stage 2, only one bid or no bid receives a grade of 80 or higher, GSI may, at its discretion, cancel the Tender, or negotiate with all or some of the Bidders to improve the quality of their Bids.

4.7. Stage 3 - Price Proposal (40% of the final grade):  
The Price Proposal will be marked based on the following criteria:

 * a Standard Survey is characterized by the following parameters:

1. Shot interval = 25-50 m

2. Group interval = 25-50 m

3. Number of traces:  48-240

4. Processing sample rate: 4 ms

5. Processing record length: 4-6 sec

6. Length: 13 km

4.8. The lowest Price Bid will receive a mark of 100 and all other bids will be marked relative to it, in a descending order. The price weight of 40% will be used for final mark calculation.
4.9. Bidders should note that the Price per line kilometer for a Standard Survey as above mentioned, shall apply to all lines at each technology including lines that are not within the limits described as Standard Survey.  Furthermore, the proportions of standard line kilometers between PSTM, PSDM and AVO are not be construed in any way as to be binding upon GSI, although they reflect the general intention of GSI in the initial contract period. 
4.10. Note that actual remuneration, payment and price update conditions are as set forth in Section 13 of the Agreement. The calculations set forth below are solely for the purpose of grading the Price Proposal and selecting the winning Bidder.

4.11. Notwithstanding the foregoing, GSI reserves the right to reject a Price Proposal that it deems unreasonable for any reason.

4.12. GSI shall notify the winning Bidder in writing that its bid has been selected under the Tender. Such notification shall not bind GSI; the affixing of GSI's signature to the Agreement, and this alone, shall constitute a binding engagement on the part of the GSI.

4.13. In the event that the Agreement with the winning Bidder is not executed or entered into for any reason, or that such Agreement is entered into but is terminated for any reason, GSI shall be entitled to name the eligible Bidder with the next-highest score as the winning Bidder, subject to the same terms and conditions hereunder. This provision may be applied more than once if deemed necessary by GSI.

5. Action Items Following Selection of the Winning Bidder 

5.1. As a precondition to the Successful Bidder’s rights under the Agreement and to GSI’s execution thereof, the Successful Bidder shall provide the Performance Guarantee required by the Agreement (the “Performance Guarantee”) within 14 days of receipt of the notification that its bid has been selected.  If the Successful Bidder does not provide the Performance Guarantee within such time, GSI may cancel such Bidder’s selection, and may select instead the Bidder with the next-highest score.

5.2. The winning Bidder shall sign the Agreement as adjusted to reflect the  final winning bid, as approved by GSI. Upon receipt of the Performance Guarantee and the winning Bidder’s executed copies of the Agreement, GSI shall sign the Agreement and return one copy to the winning Bidder. The date of GSI’s execution of the Agreement shall be the “Effective Date” set forth in the Agreement.

5.3. The initial term of the Agreement will be twelve (12) months, extendable by GSI for up to two additional periods of 12 months, each period, as set forth in the Agreement.

5.4. The Successful Bidder with which the Agreement was duly executed will be required to obtain appropriate insurance coverage, as set forth in the Agreement.

5.5. The Consultant will be required to commence work immediately upon signature of the Agreement (subject to provision of the Performance Guarantee thereunder), and not later than 30 days after having received notification of winning the Tender.

6. Clarifications 

6.1. During all stages of the bid examination and/or evaluation, GSI may, at its discretion, ask a Bidder for a clarification of its bid. The request for clarification and any response thereto shall be in writing.

6.2. A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Tender Documents may request clarifications to GSI in writing, to Ms.  Ira Peer at fax number 972-2-5314252. Verbal confirmation of receipt of such fax may be obtained at telephone number 972-2-5314223. Such clarifications must be requested no later than October 12, 2011 by 2PM Israel Time. Copies of GSI’s response (including an explanation of the query but not identifying its source) will be sent to other Bidders in writing and/or published on GSI’s website at the following address: www.GSI.gov.il. Clarifications issued by GSI shall be deemed to form part of the Tender Documents.

6.3. The Bidder may not rely on clarifications provided by GSI, unless such clarifications were issued by GSI in writing pursuant to the foregoing.
7. Amendment of Tender Documents

7.1. The Bidder may not add to, derogate from, alter or qualify any term or condition in any of the Tender Documents and any clarification or addenda thereto. GSI may, at its sole discretion,  ignore any such amendment or  disqualify a bid containing any such amendment.

7.2. No later than 5 days prior to the Submission Deadline, GSI may amend the Tender Documents on its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective Bidder. Subsequent amendments on the same subject may modify or replace earlier ones. Any amendment to the Tender Documents approved by GSI will be published on GSI’s website. Such amendments will be binding on all Bidders and will be deemed to have been taken into account by the Bidder in its bid.

7.3. GSI may, at its discretion, extend the Submission Deadline, in which case GSI will publish a notice on its website. 

8. Miscellaneous
8.1. GSI does not undertake to select a bid, and reserves the right to cancel the Tender or to reject any bid for any reason, at its sole discretion, including (without limitation) in the event that the Price Proposals received exceed GSI’s estimated budget for the project. 

8.2. Implementation of the work is contingent upon the availability of the requisite budget and upon receipt of all the required permits.

8.3. GSI may disqualify Bids that it believes raise concerns regarding direct or indirect conflicts of interest. GSI may also make arrangements with the winning Bidder to prevent conflicts of interest, all at GSI’s sole discretion. Please refer to Part 3 (the Bid Forms), Form 1, Section III and Appendix B to the Bid Forms. 

8.4. Bids shall be valid for not less than 180 days from the Submission Deadline (as may be extended by GSI). During this period the Bidder's proposal shall be irrevocable and the Bidder shall not be entitled to withdraw, cancel or change its bid.

8.5. GSI reserves the right to approve or reject a Bidder or individual members of a Bidder’s Designated Staff. If a Designated Staff member does not obtain the requisite security clearance from relevant Israeli authorities, GSI shall inform the Bidder in writing, and the Bidder shall propose an alternative individual who otherwise meets the qualification requirements set forth herein.

8.6. GSI reserves the right to carry out negotiations with Bidders whose bid meets the preliminary Tender conditions to improve their bid, with respect to the qualitative part of the proposal, the Price Proposal, Phase 1 and/or Phase 2.
GSI reserves the right, at the conclusion of such negotiations, to allow Bidders to submit an improved or an amended proposal (the “Final Proposal”) at a date to be determined by GSI. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if GSI concludes that the Final Proposal is not as competitive as the original proposal, GSI will be entitled to choose the original proposal.

8.7. In the event that no bid is selected, GSI shall be entitled at its discretion to publish a new tender or request for proposals as it sees fit, or to undertake any procedure it deems appropriate for the supply of the Services, all in accordance with any applicable law.

9. Governing Law; Jurisdiction:

This Tender shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Israel. The applicable courts in Jerusalem shall have the sole jurisdiction regarding any disagreement in connection with this Tender and activities carried out thereunder.

10. Liability
GSI shall not be liable for any expense or damage that may be caused to a Bidder in connection with this Tender, whether due to amendment to any of the Tender Documents, the cancellation of the Tender for whatever reason, the non-selection of a Bidder as the winning Bidder or otherwise.

11. Notices
Notices shall be sent by registered mail, fax or email (with PDF attachments only). Notices sent by registered mail shall be deemed received 48 hours after being sent, if the Bidder’s notification address is in Israel, and five (5) business days if the Bidder’s notification address is outside of Israel. Notices sent by fax and email shall be deemed received upon automatically-generated confirmation of receipt. The Bidder’s notification address for the purposes hereof shall be as set forth in the Bid Forms. GSI’s notification address is: 30 Malkhey Israel St, Jerusalem, 95501, Israel. 12. Communications; Confidentiality of Tender Documents
12.1. All communications between the Bidder and GSI must be in English, in writing only. However, GSI may initiate a conference call with a Bidder to clarify any issues, after which it shall send to all prospective Bidders a written summary of the general issues discussed that are relevant to them. For the avoidance of any doubt, Bidders may not rely upon any communication or statement that is not set forth in writing by GSI.

12.2. The Bidder (and any person or entity that receives the Tender Documents, whether or not such person or entity submitted a bid) shall keep confidential and shall cause its employees, subcontractors and agents to keep confidential, all information concerning GSI, its financial affairs, its relations with its employees, as well as other information provided by GSI in connection herewith, whether or not such information is specifically classified or designated as confidential. The information contained within the Tender Documents must also be kept confidential and must not be used for any purpose other than for participating in the bidding process hereunder. Bidders must ensure that all safeguards and proper procedures are implemented to protect such information. The Bidders agree to comply with all instructions issued by GSI with respect to such information.

12.3. All Tender Documents shall remain at all times the exclusive property of GSI.

The Tender Committee

Part 2 - Services

Seismic data from which GSI will select the 2D land surveys for The Project are listed and shown in Table 1 and Map 1, respectively (Appendices 1-2 of Part 2). Priority will be given to surveys that have no SEGY version, but important lines that their current SEGY version is poor may also be preferred. If needed, lines not listed in Table 1 will also be included.

Stages of work

1. Shortly after choosing a Successful Bidder, GSI and its geophysical supervisor will send to the winner's office scans and tapes of the surveys selected for reprocessing. 

2. While most of the lines will be sent for PSTM, selected lines may be asked for PSDM or AVO analysis. Basic sequence for PSTM processing and quality plan are outlined below. Basic sequence for PSDM or AVO will be subject to the relevant changes.
3. By the end of the work all relevant files will be sent to GSI accompanied by a technical report describing what was done. 

Timeframe 

1. GSI reserves the right to send the material in two deliveries. It is expected, however, that the first delivery will include most of the material. 

2. A first portion including 20% of material sent in each delivery will be submitted to GSI within 2 months from the date of receiving the data in the winner's office. 

3. Completion of work is required within 5 months from the date of receiving the data.

Supervision
All stages of the work will be conducted under the supervision of a geophysical expert that GSI will select for that purpose. 

Basic Sequence for Processing of Data

The initial term of this Agreement is 12 months commencing on the Effective Date, which term may be extended by the GSI at its sole discretion for 2 additional periods of up to 12 months per each period (ie. The term of the contract shall not exceed 36 months), upon written notice to the Consultant at least 60 days prior to the scheduled date of expiry thereof  (the initial term and any extension thereof, collectively, the “Term”).

3. PROVISION OF THE SERVICES

3.1 The Consultant shall provide the Services in accordance with the timetables set forth in the Bid and all as detailed and defined in this Agreement and its Appendices. Any action that is not explicitly mentioned in this Agreement and its Appendices but that is necessary in order to properly perform the Services shall be deemed part of the Services.

3.2 The Consultant shall perform the services under the supervision and guidance of a project supervisor to be designated by the Ministry from time to time (the “Supervisor”).  The Ministry may replace the Supervisor at any time, and shall notify the Consultant of such replacement in writing. As at the Effective Date, the Supervisor is Dr. Michael Gardosh.

3.3  The Consultant shall ensure that, throughout the Term, the Project Manager devote all the time required for the proper and complete provision of the Services, all as set forth in the Tender, Annex A and the Bid.

3.4 The Consultant shall supply all the Services in accordance with the provisions of all applicable laws, regulations and best practice standards.

3.5 The Consultant shall comply with the Supervisor’s instructions as given from time to time in relation to any matter connected with the performance of the Services.

3.6 Any certification or approval to be issued or provided by the GSI or the Supervisor pursuant to this Agreement, shall not be binding upon the GSI or the Supervisor, as the case may be, unless it is in writing.

3.7 Consultant shall not, and shall not attempt to, communicate or contact, directly or indirectly, any person and any private or public authority, organization, business or other entity in connection with the Services, except upon the GSI's prior written approval.

4. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES OF THE CONSULTANT

The Consultant represents and warrants as follows:

a) It, its Designated Staff and any other of its personnel  assigned to the Services, have all requisite technical and professional ability, know-how, experience and expertise in order to provide the Services and fulfill the terms and conditions of this Agreement in full, and there is no legal, contractual or other impediment to its and their provision of the Services and performance of this Agreement.

b) The Services and all Deliverables hereunder, will be provided, performed with and be the product of the highest degree of professional skill and expertise.

c) The execution and performance of this Agreement does not breach any of its contractual or other legal obligations or undertakings.

d) It has (i) reviewed all the Tender documents and this Agreement, and all their respective appendices, (ii) had the opportunity to seek clarifications, and (iii) obtained to its full satisfaction all such clarifications as were requested.

e) It and each Designated Staff member validly holds (and shall maintain at all times during the Term) all permits, authorizations, degrees, professional association memberships and certifications that are legally required or otherwise necessary or relevant for performing the Services in accordance with the terms of this Agreement and as stated in the Bid. The Consultant shall provide a copy thereof to the GSI at any time upon the GSI’s request, and shall notify the GSI immediately and in writing in the event of any change in the validity or scope of the foregoing (including any ruling or order) which could affect the Consultant’s or Designated Staff member’s ability to provide the Services in accordance with the terms of this Agreement. No member of the Designated Staff is part of the civil service of the State of Israel.

f) It validly owns or licenses all intellectual property used in the performance of the Services, with a right to sublicense to the extent necessary, and shall maintain at all times during the Term such ownership or license.

5. DESIGNATED STAFF

5.1 The Consultant’s Project Manager and any other employee designated to perform the Services shall be under the Consultant’s sole supervision, direction, control and responsibility. All Designated Staff members shall be engaged at the Consultant’s own expense, and the Consultant alone shall bear all liability with regard to any claims by a Designated Staff member in connection therewith.

5.2 Designated Project Manager shall not be replaced or assigned to different Services or to substantially less Services, unless (1) the person taking over such Designated Staff member’s duties has equivalent or greater competence and qualifications, (2) the Consultant has notified the GSI at least 14 days in advance; (3) the person has obtained security clearance from relevant Israeli authorities, if applicable (4) the GSI has approved the change in writing (which approval shall not be granted unless special circumstances have occurred). For the avoidance of doubt, the Consultant shall not be entitled to any increase in the Consideration, even if the competence or qualifications of the new Designated Staff member are greater than those of the previous Designated Staff member. For the avoidance of doubt, all the eligibility criteria, requirements and obligations set forth in the Tender regarding Designated Staff shall apply to new Designated Staff member.  For the further avoidance of doubt, no current or proposed Designated Staff shall be entitled to perform any work in connection with the Services until it holds and maintains a valid security clearance from relevant Israeli authorities.

5.3 The persons being engaged by the Consultant shall be deemed in all respects to be employees or agents of the Consultant only. Payments of all wages, salaries, insurance premiums, social benefits, overtime work, parallel tax, payments to a compensation or insurance fund, payments for sickness or in respect of childbirth and all such other payments shall be the Consultant’s sole responsibility.

5.4 The Consultant undertakes to maintain and hold in appropriate conditions all documentation, materials (such as video cassettes) and return it  at the same condition to GSI at the end of the reprocessing stage, subject to the approval of GSI that the Services have been rendered successfully. 
5.5 In the event that a claim or demand is filed against the GSI by an employee of the Consultant, the demand or claim shall be forwarded to the Consultant, and the Consultant shall handle it at its expense and assume any payment, compensation or cost to which the plaintiff may be entitled. The Consultant shall pay any damages or compensation that may be due to its workers, agents, or to anyone acting on behalf of the Consultant for any damage caused to them and incurred in connection with the Services, except damage caused by the willful misconduct or gross negligence of the Ministry.

5.6 In any instance in which the GSI is obligated to pay such compensation or expense, the Consultant shall indemnify or compensate the GSI for any amount that it is charged, including legal expenses and attorney fees.

5.7 Without derogating from the foregoing, where an obligation or expense which generally falls on an employer for its employees is imposed on the GSI in relation to the Consultant or any of its employees, the Consultant shall indemnify the GSI for any such expense or obligation, immediately upon the GSI’s first demand. Where feasible, the GSI shall document such obligation or expense and provide a copy thereof upon written request of the Consultant.

5.8 The GSI may require each Designated Staff member to execute an undertaking respecting confidentiality and absence of “conflicts of interest” similar in tenor and substance to that provided by the Consultant in Form 1 of the Bid Forms.

6. SECURITY CERTIFICATE

6.1 All Designated Staff members require the prior and written certification of the GSI’s Security Officer. The Consultant shall provide to the GSI all information requested for the issuance of such certification.

6.2 In the event that the Supervisor or the GSI’s Security Officer determines that any Designated Staff Member poses a security risk, has failed to comply with applicable security or safety regulations, or is otherwise engaged in improper or inappropriate conduct of any type, or does not hold a security certification, then the GSI may, by written notice, demand that such Designated Staff Member and/or other team member be replaced, and the Consultant shall promptly comply with such request. Any person referenced in such notice shall cease to be authorized to perform any work in connection with the Services, unless the GSI specifies otherwise in writing.

6.3 The refusal to approve, or the dismissal or replacement of any person pursuant to the foregoing shall not constitute a cause for any claim or demand by the Consultant or by such person against the GSI. The Consultant shall not be entitled to any compensation of any kind for losses or damages in connection therewith. 

7. CONFIDENTIALITY 

7.1 The Consultant shall maintain the strict confidentiality of all information and documents disclosed to the Consultant or to which the Consultant gains access in connection with the Services, both prior to the Effective Date and thereafter, whether such information or document is in tangible or intangible form, whether it is disclosed verbally or in writing, and whether or not it is explicitly labeled as confidential (the “Confidential Information”). The Consultant shall not make use of any Confidential Information except for the purpose of performing the Services.  For the removal of doubt, and without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the Consultant undertakes not to publish, transfer, notify, deliver or bring to the attention of any person the Confidential Information.

7.2 The Consultant shall protect the Confidential Information with at least the same degree of protection it affords its own confidential data, and no less than with a reasonable degree of care. The Consultant shall restrict access to the Confidential Information only to its employees and other Designated Staff members who need to know it for the purposes of this Agreement and who are bound in writing to terms and conditions of confidentiality in respect of the Confidential Information which are no less restrictive than those of this Agreement.

7.3 The Consultant shall comply with such instructions as the GSI, the Supervisor or a duly authorized security officer may provide from time to time regarding confidentiality, security measures and disclosure restrictions. 

7.4 Upon termination of this Agreement, the Consultant shall destroy and/or return to the GSI all Confidential Information (and all files, documents, discs and other media containing such Confidential Information) as instructed by the GSI, and shall provide a certificate duly executed by an authorized officer of the Consultant confirming that such actions have been taken, provided however that the Consultant may retain one copy of the Confidential Information for archival purposes only. 

7.5 The Consultant is aware that failure to perform its obligations under this Section constitutes an offence under Chapter Seven (State Security, Foreign Relations and Official Secrets) of the Penal Law, 5737 – 1977.

7.6 Without derogating from any rights and remedies available to the GSI under applicable law, the Consultant hereby agrees that in the event of a breach or threatened breach by the Consultant of any obligation or undertaking under this Section 7, the GSI shall be entitled to injunctive relief to prevent such breach or threatened breach.

8. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY 

8.1 All right, title and interest in and to the Services, the Deliverables, all works of authorship created, authored or developed by Consultant for the GSI pursuant to this Agreement, and all related intellectual property rights including copyright (collectively, the “Work Product”), shall be the GSI’s sole and exclusive property, and the GSI shall be entitled to publish, copy, distribute and generally to use the Work Product in connection with the Services or for any other purpose as it sees fit and at its sole discretion. Consultant hereby irrevocably and unconditionally transfers and assigns to the GSI all right, title and interest Consultant may have or acquire in or to the Work Product, and agrees to execute and deliver such documents, certificates, assignments and other writings, and take such other actions, as may be necessary or desirable to vest in the GSI the ownership rights granted to the GSI hereunder. The Consultant may not make any use of the Work Product other than for the purpose of providing the Services in accordance with the terms hereof. Consultant further agrees that the Work Product shall be deemed to be "works made for hire" and, as such, all rights therein including copyright shall belong solely and exclusively to the GSI from the time of its creation. To the extent any Work Product may not be deemed to be a work made for hire, Consultant agrees to, and does hereby, irrevocably and unconditionally transfer and assign to Company all right, title and interest including copyright in and to such Work Product. Consultant hereby expressly confirms that the terms of consideration explicitly provided for in this Agreement fully encompass its rights to compensation with respect to all Work Products and exhaust any rights to compensation that may arise with respect to any Work Products under applicable law. Moreover, Consultant hereby waives any right to claim compensation with respect to any Work Products under applicable law throughout the world.

8.2 The Consultant shall not, in the performance of the Services and provision of the Deliverables, infringe any intellectual property rights, including copyright, of any person.  Consultant shall bear exclusive liability for any such infringement and shall fully compensate and indemnify the GSI in respect of any allegation, claim or action in that regard, and any expenses and damage as may be caused to the GSI or incurred by it (including defense costs and reasonable attorney’s fees).

8.3 Without derogating from any rights and remedies available to the GSI under applicable law, the Consultant hereby agrees that in the event of a breach or threatened breach by the Consultant of any obligation or undertaking under this Section 8, the GSI shall be entitled to injunctive relief to prevent such breach or threatened breach.

9. UNDERTAKING AS TO ABSENCE OF CONFLICT OF INTERESTS

9.1 For the purposes hereof, “conflict of interests” refers to any situation wherein the Consultant or any Designated Staff member is directly or indirectly involved in any activity which is, or could be, inconsistent or incompatible with its obligations hereunder, including but not limited to (i) providing consulting services to any individual or entity operating in Israel in the oil and gas industry or in any other fuel, power or energy related fields (including without limitation, energy companies, natural gas suppliers, existing and potential private manufacturers of electricity, suppliers of equipment to power stations and carrier infrastructures); (ii) providing services to an interest-holder of a petroleum exploration or production license under Israeli petroleum legislation; or (iii) having any interest, directly or indirectly, in a party that is an interest-holder of a petroleum exploration or production license under Israeli petroleum legislation.

9.2 The Consultant represents and warrants that neither it nor any Designated Staff member is in a situation of conflict of interests, and the Consultant covenants that it shall refrain, and shall ensure that the Designated Staff refrains, from being placed in a situation of a conflict of interest during the Term and for a period of 12 months thereafter.  In any case of concern as to such a conflict of interests, the Consultant shall refer the matter to the Supervisor immediately and shall proceed in accordance with his/her instructions. 

9.3 Without derogating from any rights and remedies available to the GSI under applicable law, the Consultant hereby agrees that in the event of a breach or threatened breach by the Consultant of any obligation or undertaking under this Section 9, the GSI shall be entitled to injunctive relief to prevent such breach or threatened breach.

10. DELIVERABLES

10.1 All Deliverables provided by the Consultant shall be expertly prepared, comprehensive and exhaustive with regard to the subject-matter they are intended to address, of high quality, clearly organized and drafted, merchantable and fit for the purpose for which they are intended. The GSI may, upon review of the Deliverables and at its reasonable discretion request that Consultant correct, revise, amend or update any Deliverable, or may refuse to accept a Deliverable if it does not satisfy the above standards. In such a case, the Consultant shall make the requisite changes within such period of time as the GSI shall stipulate. 

10.2 The Consultant shall be responsible for any defect, inaccuracy, inconsistency, oversight, mention or omission in the Deliverables, and the GSI’s acceptance thereof shall not relieve the Consultant of its responsibility or liability in that regard.

11. INSURANCE


The Consultant shall obtain and maintain, throughout the Term, appropriate insurance coverage in connection with the Services, which coverage shall be no less comprehensive than that set forth below.  

A.
Employers Liability Insurance 

      Employers’ liability insurance, as appropriate for a project of the nature of the Services. The insurance shall be extended to indemnify the State of Israel – theGSI of National Infrastructures - Earth and Marine Research Administration – Geological Survey of Israel,  in the event of it being claimed in relation to the occurrence of a work accident orillness, that they bear any employers liability vis-a-vis any of the Consultant’s employees.

B.
Third Party Liability Insurance

      Third party liability insurance, as appropriate for a project of the nature of the Services. A cross-liability clause shall be included in the policy. The insurance shall be extended to indemnify the State of Israel – the GSI of National Infrastructures  Earth and Marine Research Administration – Geological Survey of Israel in so far as they shall be deemed to be liable for the acts and/or omissions of the Consultant and those engaged by it or otherwise acting on its behalf.

C.
Professional Liability Insurance

1.
The Consultant shall insure against professional liability in respect of its work by obtaining adequate professional liability insurance as set forth below.

2.
The policy shall cover any damage due to a breach of professional duty on the part of the Consultant, its employees and all those engaged by it or otherwise acting on its behalf, and which has occurred as the result of an act, negligence, including a failure, error or omission, misrepresentation, negligent declaration made in good faith, in all matters pertaining to the  performance of the Services and otherwise fulfilling its obligations under this Agreement.

3.
Limits of liability shall not be less than 1,000,000 US Dollars per event and per year.

4.
The coverage under the policy shall be extended to contain the following extensions:


- Loss of documents, including the loss of use and/or delay as a result of an insurance event;


- Cross-liability;


- Extension of the period of discovery to at least six months;

5.
The cover under the policy shall be extended to cover the State of Israel – the GSI of National Infrastructures, in so far as they may be deemed to be liable for the acts and/or omissions of the Consultant and those engaged by it or otherwise acting on its behalf.

D.
General

1.
In every such insurance policy, the following conditions shall be included:

(a)
The State of Israel – the Earth and Marine Research Administration – Geological Survey of Israel shall be named as an insured party.

(b)
In any case of a reduction of or cancellation of the insurance by one of the parties, such reduction or cancellation shall not be valid unless prior notice of such has been given at least 60 days by registered letter to the Financial Comptroller of the GSI of National Infrastructures.

(c)
The insurer waives any right of subrogation, claim, and contribution or refund vis-a-vis the State of Israel – the GSI of National Infrastructures, and their employees, provided that such waiver shall not apply for the benefit of a person that has caused willful damage.

(d)
The Consultant alone is liable to the insurer for payment of the premiums in respect of the policies and for fulfillment of all the obligations imposed on the insured parties under the terms and conditions of the policies.

(e)
The policy excess specified in each policy shall apply exclusively to the Consultant.

(f)
Any section in the insurance policies that obviates or reduces the insurer’s liability in any way when other insurance exists shall not operate vis-a-vis the State of Israel and that the insurance is being effected in terms of primary insurance which confers the full rights under the insurance policies.

2.
Copies of the insurance policies, duly certified by the insurer, or a Certificate signed by the insurer as to the aforesaid policies having been put into effect, shall be furnished to the GSI of National Infrastructures at least 10] days prior to the Effective Date. 

3.
The Consultant undertakes that throughout the period of the contractual engagement with the State of Israel – the GSI of National Infrastructures, it will keep the insurance policies in force and effect. The Consultant undertakes that the insurance policies will be renewed by it annually for as long as the contract with the State of Israel – the GSI of National Infrastructures is in force. The Consultant undertakes to produce copies of the renewed policies to the GSI of National Infrastructures, duly certified and signed by the insurer, or a certificate duly signed by the insurer as to their renewal, by no later than two weeks prior to expiration of the period of insurance. 

4.
Nothing in all the contents of the insurance sections shall be construed as exempting the Consultant from the liability imposed on it by law or under this Agreement, and the foregoing shall not be construed as a waiver by the State of Israel of any right or remedy conferred on it by law and under this Agreement. 

12. LIABILITY IN DAMAGES

      The Consultant shall bear all liability for any injury, loss or damage caused for any reason, to any person or property in consequence of its acts or omissions or those of any Designated Staff member or of any other party acting on behalf of the Consultant, and the Consultant shall indemnify and hold the GSI harmless accordingly.

13. CONSIDERATION

13.1 Subject to the terms hereof, the consideration for the Consultant’s proper and timely provision of the Services and performance of the Consultant’s other obligations under this Agreement, to the Supervisor’s satisfaction, shall be as prescribed in the Bid (the “Consideration”). In the event the GSI requests the provision of any Phase 2 Services, the Consideration shall be adjusted as set forth in the Bid. 

13.2 The amount of the Consideration is final and absolute and shall not be subject to any price increases or linkages. The Consultant shall not receive any other payment or benefit beyond such Consideration, including payments for telephone expenses, post, photocopies, printing, fax, board and lodging etc. 

13.3 Payment of the Consideration shall be as follows:

13.3.1 In consideration of provision of the services and performance of the Supplier’s other obligations under this Agreement, the MNI shall pay the Supplier such amounts as were prescribed in the price bid fixed as part of the Tender process milestones, with the addition of VAT (In case of an Israeli Supplier), and on condition that the services performed were to the complete satisfaction of the Supervisor (hereinafter: “The Consideration”).
13.3.2 To clarify, GSI is not obligated to purchase any or all the proposed milestones; as such purchase will be determined by the MNI budgetary considerations. GSI reserves the option to purchase from the Bidder modules according to the following milestones. It is clarified that the payments are final, and are not linked to any financial index. 

13.4 Subject to GSI’s approval of compliance with the individual milestones, the following schedule of payments will apply to this contract:
13.4.1 20% of the system price can be paid, subject to GSI's decision at the signing of the contract. A bank guarantee of the same amount shall be provided, linked to the CPI and shall be valid for 60 days after termination of the contract. In case of a contract extension, the guarantee will be extended accordingly.

13.4.2 Each time the Consultant shall complete the reprocessing of at least 100 kilometer   to the satisfaction of GSI at a timely manner, then the amount payable will be in accordance with the price set for the applicable methodology (PSTM, PDTM, AVO) as set in the consultants bid, based upon the receipt of an appropriate invoice. 
13.5 The total financial value of the Agreement will not exceed the amount of ___________plus VAT. Supplier payments should be according to the price list.

13.6 The amount of the Consideration is final and absolute and shall not be subject to any price increases or linkages.  The Consultant shall not receive any other payment or benefit beyond such consideration, including payments for telephone expenses, post, photocopies, printing, fax, board and lodging etc.

13.7 For the removal of doubt, it is clarified that the payments will be made after the Supervisor’s confirmation that the work has been carried out to his satisfaction and after submission of the invoice to the GSI.

13.8 For the purposes of this Agreement, it is agreed that “the date of submission of the invoice to the GSI” is the date on which the tax invoice is received by the Supervisor. In any event, “the date of submission of the invoice to the GSI” shall not be earlier than the date of full receipt of the consideration in respect of which the invoice was submitted.

13.9 The payments shall be made as follows:

1.
Payment to the Supplier shall be made in accordance with what is stated below and subject to the Accountant General’s instructions that are published from time to time.

2.
An invoice that is submitted to the GSI in the first half of any month (from the 1st to the 15th) shall be paid on and between: the 15th – 24th (inclusive), of the following month.

3.
An invoice that is submitted to the GSI between: the 16th – 24th of any month (inclusive) shall be paid on and between: the 16th – 24th of the following month.

4.
An invoice that is submitted to the GSI between: the 25th – 31st of any month (inclusive) shall be paid on the 24th of the following month.

13.10 The Financial Comptroller of the GSI may carry out an audit at any of the stages of this Agreement and withhold either full or partial payment until the conclusion of the audit.  The audit may also be carried out through sources external to the GSI including by Auditors.

13.11 The GSI may at any time withhold any payment if the Supplier is in breach of or is not fulfilling one or more of the terms and conditions of this Agreement and this without prejudice to the rights of the GSI under Section 5 above.

13.12 The Parties hereby agree that no other or additional payment apart from what is stated in Section 7 shall be paid by the GSI , neither in the course of providing the services nor after expiration of the contractual arrangements under this Agreement, neither in respect of provision of the services nor in connection with them and/or any matter arising from them, either to the Supplier or to any other person or body.

14. PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE 

a)
Consultant shall, at its cost, deliver to the GSI,  prior to or concurrently with Consultant’s execution of this Agreement, an autonomous, unconditional, irrevocable on-demand guarantee, issued by a reputable bank or insurance company to the satisfaction of the GSI, in an amount equal to 5% of the Agreement Consideration plus VAT, substantially in the form attached hereto as Annex D (the “Guarantee”). The Guarantee shall be valid for an initial period corresponding to 60 days following the initial Term of this Agreement (the Phase 1 term as set forth in Annex A). The amount of the Guarantee shall be linked to the Consumer Prices Index.  Delivery of the Guarantee shall be a precondition to the entry into force of the Agreement.

b)
If the GSI decides, at its sole discretion, to proceed with Phase 2 Services, the amount of the Guarantee shall be adjusted as follows: (a) if the GSI requests the provision of any Phase 2 Services for a specific amount or value, the amount of the Guarantee shall be increased or decreased, as applicable, such that it shall represent the higher of (i) 10% plus VAT of  such value or (ii) 5% of the Phase 1 Consideration plus VAT; (b) if the GSI requests the provision of any Phase 2 Services on an hourly basis, the Guarantee shall be decreased to an amount equal to 5% of the Phase 1 Consideration plus VAT. The Consultant shall be responsible for extending the validity of the Guarantee from time to time, in accordance with any extension of the Term. The Consultant shall ensure that the Guarantee is extended as required, at least 30 days prior to expiration of its validity. The GSI may call upon the Guarantee at any time, in the event that the Consultant fails to extend the validity of the Guarantee or to increase the Guarantee amount as required above.

c)
The GSI may call upon the Guarantee in whole or in part, in the event of a breach by the Consultant of its obligations hereunder, which breach, if curable, is not cured within 5 days following the GSI’s written notice thereof, or as payment (in full or partial as the case may be) for any damages, compensation, reimbursement, expenses incurred or other payment to which the GSI is entitled hereunder.

d)
The GSI’s realization of the Guarantee shall not release the Consultant of any of its obligations under the Agreement. Exercise of the Guarantee shall be without prejudice to the GSI’s other rights and remedies under this Agreement or applicable law. The Guarantee amount as required above shall not be construed as a limitation or cap of the Consultant’s liability.

e) 
In the event that the Guarantee is called upon in whole or in part, the Consultant shall, at its own expense and within 7 days, provide a new or supplemental guarantee covering the amount called upon by the GSI.

15. TERMINATION

15.1 The GSI may terminate the Agreement at any time prior to expiration of the Term, by notifying the Consultant in writing at least 30 days in advance. The Consultant shall be required to continue providing Services until the date of termination set forth in the notice, unless the GSI instructs the Consultant to cease provision of Services at an earlier date. Upon early termination as set forth above, the GSI shall pay the Consultant the pro rata amount corresponding to Services that have actually been provided up until the date on which of termination or the date set forth in the notice, if any.

15.2 The GSI will not be liable to the Consultant for any compensation, consideration or other payment in connection with termination of the Agreement except as explicitly set forth above.

15.3 Without prejudice to the foregoing, the GSI shall be entitled to terminate the Agreement by notifying the Consultant of such termination, if: 

(a) the Consultant has committed a material breach of this Agreement, which breach, if curable, is not cured within 5 days following the GSI’s written notice thereof; 

(b) the Consultant has entered into liquidation proceedings, or a temporary or permanent liquidator, or a temporary or permanent receiver, or a temporary or permanent trustee has been appointed over the Consultant, or a charge has been placed on its assets or execution proceedings have been initiated against the Consultant and such proceedings were not withdrawn within 21 days after their institution; an application for receivership or liquidation was filed and was not cancelled within 30 days; or a resolution was passed for the liquidation of the Consultant. 

15.4 Any termination by the GSI shall be without prejudice to its rights and remedies hereunder and under applicable law, including realization of the Guarantee. 

15.5 For the purposes hereof, a breach of any of the provisions of Sections 3 to 11, 14 and 17 shall be deemed a material breach.

15.6 Sections 7, 8 and 12 shall survive termination of this Agreement.

16.  ASSIGNMENT OF RIGHTS

The Consultant may not transfer its rights or obligations under this Agreement, either in whole or in part, to any third party.

17. GENERAL

17.1 The Parties’ relationship hereunder shall be that of a principal and an independent contractor. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as creating a partnership, joint venture, agency, or employer-employee relationship between the GSI and the Consultant and any of its employees or consultants. This Agreement and any communications between the Parties hereunder shall not constitute nor under any circumstances be interpreted as a Power of Attorney or as authorization to the Consultant or to anyone acting on its behalf to represent itself as being empowered to make legally binding commitments, whether financial or otherwise, on behalf of the GSI and in no case and under no circumstances shall the Consultant assume responsibility for such commitments on behalf of the GSI or purport to be authorized to do so. This Agreement is entered into by the GSI on the basis that no Designated Staff member is part of the civil service of the State of Israel.

17.2 For the removal of doubt, the Consultant may not use the GSI’s equipment, materials, facilities or services in the provision of the Services

17.3 The terms and conditions of this Agreement pertaining to provision of the Services to the GSI in a timely manner are fundamental conditions that are of the essence of the Agreement.

17.4 If in a particular instance or instances either Party does not exercise or strictly enforce its rights under this Agreement this shall not be deemed a waiver by such Party of such rights either in respect of the particular instance or in respect of such or similar rights at any subsequent time.

17.5 The Consultant hereby declares that it is aware that nothing in any of the individual provisions of this Agreement or in any provision made pursuant to it shall be construed as releasing it from any obligation or from the need to obtain a license, permit or authority, or from the need to give any notification that it is required to give under any Law.

17.6 Any amendment, modification and/or addition to this Agreement shall only be valid if made in writing and signed by the Parties hereto.

17.7 The GSI will be entitled to set off any amount due to the Consultant under this Agreement against any amount due to the GSI from the Consultant.

17.8 All notices, requests, consents and other communications hereunder shall be sent by registered mail, to the following addresses:

All such notices, requests, consents and other communications sent to the aforementioned addresses shall be deemed to have been received by the addressee within 72 hours from the date of dispatch provided the contrary has not been proved.

17.9 This Agreement shall be construed only in accordance with the laws of the State of Israel, excluding its conflicts of law rules. The courts of Jerusalem shall have sole and exclusive jurisdiction regarding all matters relating to this Agreement.
