
Prime Minister's Office - Teleprocessing Authority
A public tender with additional competitive process no. 10/17 for the supply of high-speed connection services of the government ministries to the internet backbone and auxiliary professional services for the E-Government network in the Government Teleprocessing Authority - Prime Minister's Office
1. The Prime Minister's Office - the Government Teleprocessing Authority (hereinafter: "the Inviter"), would like to receive bids for the supply of high-speed connection services to the internet backbone and auxiliary services as explained in the tender documents, in accordance with the needs of the Inviter, according to the provisions of the tender documents and in particular the specifications of the content of the services (chapter 2 of the documents of this tender, hereinafter: "Specifications of the content of the services").
2. The tender documents can be downloaded on the website of the Government Procurement Administration, at http:www.mr.gov.il/OfficesTenders/Pages/SearchOfficeTenders.aspx
3. The contract in the tender will be for a period of five years, in accordance with the agreement attached to the tender. The Inviter has the option of extending the period of the contract for another three years, in accordance with the provisions of the agreement.
4. A summary of the preliminary conditions for participation in the tender (the full and binding conditions are explained in the tender documents):
4.1 The bidder has a valid license from the Communications Ministry according to Section 4 of the Communications Law (Bezeq and Broadcasting) 5742-1982 for the supply of access services to the internet network.
4.2 The bidder has at least 5 years of seniority, beginning on January 1, 2012 and up to the final date for submitting bids, in supplying internet access services to "external" subscribers, and in each of those years the bidder provided the service to a minimum of 100,000 business subscribers.
4.3 On the date for submitting the bids, the bidder has at least two clients to whom he supplies internet access services at a broadband width of at least 2 Gbps to one physical site for each client.
4.4 The bidder has at least three consecutive years of experience, beginning on January 1, 2014 and up to the final date for submitting bids, in which he supplied internet access services to a minimum of three organizations, each one of which has at least 5,000 internet users.
4.5 The bidder is connected to a Tier 1 communications provider.
4.6 The bidder has at least three different points of presence (POP) in Israel, at least two of them with an outlet abroad and two POPs abroad.
4.7 The physical distance between at least two POPs in Israel is at least 50 kilometers.
4.8 The bidder has a connection to internet abroad at a broadband of at least 100 Gbps.
4.9 The bidder has the ability to provide a  specific connection to the Inviter from the bidder's overseas website.
4.10 The bidder is capable of physically hosting in Israel and abroad at a server farm at a Tier 3 standard.
4.11 The bidder has at least two server hosting farms in Israel.

4.12 Summary of the administrative threshold conditions for participation in the tender.
 4.12.1 The bidder is in possession of any certificate and/or license and/or licensing and/or permit required pursuant to any law and is listed in every registry conducted pursuant to any law that is related to the subject of the contract.
4.12.2  The bidder is in possession of valid authorizations in his name, pursuant to the Public Bodies Transactions Law, 5736 – 1976, and meets the conditions and provisions required by this law.
4.12.3 The bidder was incorporated in Israel and is  legally registered in the relevant registry in Israel, without any annual fee debts to the Registrar of Companies/Partnerships.
4.12.4 The bidder attached a guarantee for the bid in the amount of 400,000 shekels, as explained in the tender documents.
4.3.5  The bidder has not been convicted of a fiscal offense, or of additional offenses described in Chapter 1 of the tender documents, unless the statute of limitations has expired.

6. Submitting bids: Bids should be submitted in Hebrew to the office's tenders box at the entrance floor of the E-Government Building, 1 Nethanel Lorch St., Jerusalem, by August 17, 2017 at 2 P.M.  It is clarified that bids should not be sent by post.  Any bid that is not found in the inviter's tenders box on the final date for submitting bids, for any reason whatsoever, will not be discussed at all, will not participate in the tender and will be returned to the sender.
This notice contains essential information only.  In the event of a contradiction or inconsistency between the contents of this notice and the provisions of the tender documents – the contents of the tender documents take precedence over the provisions of this notice.
The tender  was also published in the Hebrew language  press and the determining version is the one published in Hebrew.
