Central Tender No. 13-2017 for the acquisition, supply and maintenance of chairs, waiting room chairs and polyurethane benches for government offices (hereinafter: "the Tender")

1.	The Government Procurement Administration of the Accountant General's Division, at the Ministry of Finance (hereinafter: "the Tender Writer"), is issuing a Tender for the supply and maintenance of chairs, waiting room chairs and polyurethane benches for government offices and supporting offices. The items will be supplied nationwide.
2.	The following are the main services requested in the tender: supply of goods as in the subjects of this Tender; warranty and service as required, including replacement and repairs services.
3.	The Tender will be a two-stage examination Tender.
4.	The purchase period is for 18 months from the date the Tender Writer announces the winning bidder. The Tender Writer reserves the right to extend this period by several periods not exceeding an additional 36 months, under identical terms.
5.	The supplier is required to provide 36 months warranty for each item supplied.
6.	The Tender Writer is not obligated to choose any bid, and he may cancel the Tender in whole or in part, or reject it for budgetary, organizational or any other reasons at his sole discretion.
7.	Prerequisites for participating in the tender (threshold conditions):
	7.1		The bidder is a corporation duly listed in Israel. Without debts to the Corporations' Authority for years prior to the year in which the offer is submitted. It is clarified that if the bidder is a partnership, the partnership must be duly registered.
	7.2		The Bidder complies with the provisions of the Public Entities Transactions Law, 1976 (hereinafter: the "Public Bodies Transactions Law").
	7.3	The bidder is not a holder of or held by any other bidder in the Tender (holding for this purpose – holding directly or indirectly 25% or more of the means of control, as defined in the Securities Law), and one party does not hold 25% or more in two offers. In addition, the bidder is not a subcontractor of another bidder in connection with the provision of services in this Tender. (However, after winning the offer it will be permissible for the winner to call with a bidder who has not won for the purpose of subcontracting services).
	7.4	The bidder has attached to his bid an autonomous guarantee letter in the amount of NIS 45,000 (in words: Forty-five thousand NIS), which will be valid until May 8, 2018.
	7.5	The bidder meets additional conditions and in accordance with the package in which he is bidding, as specified in the Tender.
8.	The Tender documents are to be downloaded, free of charge, from the Procurement Administration’s website www.mr.gov.il under the title Tenders → Tender mem.mem.mem - 2017- 20.

10.	Tender bids shall be submitted in sealed envelopes without any identifying markings of the bidder. Only the Tender number shall be written on the envelopes.
