1. Prime Minister's Office - Government Teleprocessing Authority (hereinafter: "The Inviter") would like to receive bids in response to Public Tender no. 3/18 - Issuing government identification and verification cards (IDVT)- G3
2. The period of the contract with the winning bidder will be for 5 years. The Inviter will have the option of extending the contract for additional periods of up to one year each, and cumulatively up to 9 years, so that the total period of the contract will be up to 14 years.
3. A summary of the general preconditions (threshold conditions) for participation in the tender (the full and binding conditions are explained in the tender documents):
3.1  The bidder is in possession of any certificate and/or license and/or licensing and/or permit required pursuant to any law and is listed in every registry conducted pursuant to any law that is related to the subject of the contract.
3.2  The bidder is in possession of valid authorizations in his name, pursuant to the Public Bodies Transactions Law, 5736 – 1976, and meets the conditions and provisions required by this law.
3.3  The bidder must be a corporation legally registered in Israel, and without any annual fee debts to the Registrar of Companies/Partnerships for the years prior to the tender; in the event that the bidder is a company -  its registration extract must attest that it is not a company violating the law and is not under caution before registration as a company violating the law.
3.4 The bidder, the bidder's general manager and each of its controlling owners have not  been convicted of a security offense or a fiscal offense, as required in the tender documents.
3.5 The bidder has no "going concern warning." 
3.6 The bidder must attach a deposit for the bid in the amount of 150,000 shekels, as required in the tender documents.
4. A summary of the preliminary professional conditions (threshold conditions) for participation in the tender (the full and binding conditions are explained in the tender documents):
4.1 The bidder has an annual monetary turnover of at least 5 million shekels, in each of the three years 2015, 2016, 2017.
4.2 In the past three years, beginning on January 1, 2015 and until the final date for submitting bids for this tender, the bidder operated a facility for issuing smart cards (including personalization), in which a total of at least 100,000 smart cards of any type were issued.
4.3 The smart cards being offered by the bidder were issued in Israel or abroad, in a quantity of at least 100,000 cards, during the period from January 1, 2015 and until the final date for submitting bids for this tender.
4.4 The bidder meets the requirements of the Israeli standard (or the parallel international standard) for an approved quality management system (ISO 9001:2008) or alternatively in its updated version (ISO 9001:2015), in the field of issuing smart cards.
4.5 The manufacturer of the smart cards meets the requirements of the international standard for an approved quality management system ISO/IEC 9001:2008 or alternatively in its updated version ISO/IEC 9001:2015.
4/6 The smart card being offered supports various standards as explained in the administration chapter.

The Inviter will publish these changes and clarifications on the website, at the address noted in the preceding section, and they will also form an integral part of the tender documents.  It is the responsibility of the bidders to examine the Inviter's publications with regard to this tender on the website, as mentioned.
9. Submitting bids: Bids should be submitted in Hebrew to the Inviter's tenders box on the entrance floor of the E-Government Building, 1 Nethanel Lorch St., Jerusalem, no later than June 17, 2018 at 2 P.M.  It is clarified that bids should not be sent by post.  Any bid that is not found in the Inviter's tenders box on the final date for submitting bids, for any reason whatsoever, will not be discussed at all, will not participate in the tender and will be returned to the bidder.
To remove all doubt, it is hereby clarified that this notice contains essential information only.  In the event of a contradiction or inconsistency between the contents of this notice and the provisions of the tender documents – the contents of the tender documents take precedence over the provisions of this notice.
