3.	A summary of the pre-conditions for participation in the tender (the complete and binding conditions are set out in detail in the tender documents):
	3.1	The bidder is an authorized supplier of F5 Systems (hereinafter: "the Manufacturer") in Israel and it is defined as a partner at the level of "Gold Partner" or alternatively, on the Manufacturer's highest level of partnership that is equivalent to this definition.
	3.2	The bidder has proven experience in the supply of the services required in this tender of at least two years before the latest date for submitting the bids.

	3.3	A brief summary of the administrative threshold conditions for participation in the tender:
		3.3.1	The bidder is in possession of any certificate and/or license and/or licensing and/or permit and/or authorization required pursuant to any law and it is registered in any registry kept pursuant to any law and that is connected to the subject matter of the engagement.
		3.3.2	The bidder is in possession of valid certificates in its name pursuant to the Public Bodies Transactions Law, 5736 – 1976, and it complies with the conditions and provisions required pursuant to this Law.
		3.3.3	The bidder has been incorporated in Israel and it is duly registered in the relevant register in Israel and is without any annual fee debts to the Registrar of Companies.

		3.3.5	The bidder has not been convicted of offenses of a fiscal nature, and other offenses that are set out in detail in Part A of the tender documents, unless the limitation period has elapsed.
