4.3.3  In the event that the bid is submitted by a corporation, it must be a corporation incorporated in Israel and  legally registered in the relevant registry in Israel, and without any annual fee debts to the Registrar of Companies/Partnerships.
4.3.4  The bidder has not been convicted of a fiscal offense, or of other offenses explained in Chapter 1 of the tender documents, unless the statue of limitations has elapsed.
