1. The Prime Minister's Office - Government Teleprocessing Authority (henceforth: "The Office") requests bids for guidance and implementation of an assessment test for PCI-DSS standard, as explained in the tender documents, in accordance with the requirements of the Office.

3. The period of the contract in the tender will be one year, in accordance with the agreement attached to the tender. The inviter is permitted to extend the contract period for another five years in accordance with the provisions of the agreement.

4. A summary of the preconditions for participation in the tender (the full and binding conditions are explained in the tender documents).

4.1 To the extent that the bidder is required to register in Israel, he must be legally registered. In particular, if the bidder is a corporation or partnership, it must be registered in the relevant register, if the bidder is a registered company or an exempt dealer, he must be registered accordingly.

4.2 The bidder complies with the public entity transactions law, 5736 – 1976 ("Public Bodies Transactions Law").

4.3 The bidder is a QSA (Qualified Security Assessor) on behalf of the international PCI Security Standards Council.

4.4 The bidder, as a certified QSA, has experience in carrying out assessments for the PCI standard for at least 2 organizations that have successfully passed assessment, as stated, in the period beginning on January 1, 2017 and until the final date for submitting bids.

It is clarified that bids should not be sent by post.
