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[bookmark: _GoBack]Central Tender 13-2021 for the Provision of Attendance Clocks and Related Products and Services for Government Ministries
1. The Government Procurement Administration at the Accountant General's Division of the Ministry of Finance (hereinafter: the “Tender Editor”), is hereby publishing central tender 13-2021 for the provision of attendance clocks, and related products and services for Government Ministries (hereinafter: the “Tender”), intended to enable government ministries, government auxiliary units and the related entities listed in the Tender documents (hereinafter: the “Customer”), to purchase attendance clocks, additional equipment and relevant services (hereinafter: the “Attendance Clocks, Equipment, Products or Services”, as applicable), all as specified in the Tender Documents.
2. In the first stage, bidders' compliance with the terms of the tender will be examined, including threshold conditions and professional requirements. In the second stage, bids found compliant in the first stage will be examined.
3. A bidder whose bid is ranked first will be declared the sole winner. The winner selected in the Tender will sign a contract agreement with the Tender Editor for a period of 24 months, with the Tender Editor reserving the right to extend the contract period for additional periods, up to a total of 72 months.
4. Threshold conditions for participating in the Tender:
4.1. Administrative threshold conditions:
4.1.1. The bidder is a corporation legally registered in Israel. It is clarified that in the event the bidder is a partnership, the partnership must be duly registered.
4.1.2. The bidder meets the requirements of the Public Entities Transactions Law, 5736-1976 (hereinafter: “Public Entities Transactions Law”).
4.1.3. Bidder's independence from other bidders in the Tender – The bidder meets all of the following conditions:
4.1.3.1. The bidder does not hold another bidder, or held by another bidder in the Tender (holding in this section –directly or indirectly holding 25% or more of a means of control, as defined in the Securities Law, 5728-1968 (hereinafter: the “Securities Law”).
4.1.3.2. One entity does not hold 25% more of the means of control in it and in another Tender bidder.
4.1.3.3. The bidder is not a subcontractor of another bidder in the Tender, in connection with execution of the services in this Tender.
4.2. Professional threshold conditions:
4.2.1. The bidder has experience in the sale, installation and maintenance of attendance clocks and consecutive construction of interfaces for attendance systems, from at least 1.1.2018.
4.2.2. The bidder has installed attendance clocks at least 100 different physical sites by the deadline for bidding in the Tender. It is clarified that different physical sites are sites with different addresses.
4.2.3. The bidder installs and maintains attendance clocks nationwide for at least 3 customers in each of the following areas:
	Northern region
	From the latitude of Hadera-Beit She’an (inclusive) northwards

	Central region
	From the latitude of Hadera-Beit She’an in the north to the latitude of Ashdod-Ein Gedi in the south

	Southern region
	From the latitude of Ashdod-Ein Gedi (inclusive) southwards



4.2.4. During the years 2018-2020, the proposed management software system operated with at least 3 customers and the system was operated in a deployment of at least 10 different physical sites for each and every customer. In addition, for at least one of the 3 customers listed above, the system documented at least 300,000 signatures per month (accumulated in all branches for the same customer).
4.2.5. The bidder employs at least 4 service technicians, who are engaged in the installation and maintenance of attendance clocks and related accessories (such as printers) at the time of submitting a bid for the Tender. Each of the technicians has a minimum of two years' professional experience in the installation and maintenance of attendance clocks.
4.2.6. The bidder employs at least 2 programmers in the field of attendance clocks. Each of the programmers will have at least two years of professional experience in software development and maintenance over the last 5 years. Of the two programmers, one will have at least two years of experience in developing and maintaining the software components offered in response to this Tender.
4.2.7. The bidder has carried out at least 800 new installations of clocks cumulatively in the years 2018-2020 and not less than 200 clocks in each of the years 2018-2020.
4.2.8. The bidder provided maintenance services for at least 1,700 cumulative attendance clocks in the years 2018-2020 and not less than 400 clocks in each of the years 2018-2020.

6. The final date for submitting bids id 6.6.2021.
7. Any amendment or update to the Tender, including the Tender Documents, whether initiated by the Tender Editor or as a result of clarification questions, shall be published on the Tender page of the Government Procurement Administration’s website only.
8. The Tender Editor does not undertake to accept any bid and will be within his rights to cancel the Tender in its entirety or in part, or defer it for any reason in accordance with his sole discretion.
9. It is emphasized that in the event of a discrepancy between the terms specified above and that stated in the Tender Documents, the Tender Documents shall prevail.
