1. The National Digital Israel Initiative – Government Teleprocessing Authority (henceforth “the Ministry”) requests bids for the acquisition of licenses for Splunk products and professional services, all in accordance with the instructions of the tender documents and in particular the specifications of the content of the services (Chapter 2 of the tender documents).

3. The period of the contract in the tender for the purpose of procurement is for two (2) years, and the Ministry has a right to extend it by additional periods of up to one year each for a total of up to three (3) additional years
4. Following is a summary of the preconditions for participation in the tender (the full and binding conditions are explained in the tender documents):
4.1 A summary of professional preconditions:
       4.1.1  The bidder is a licensed supplier in Israel on behalf of the manufacturer of the product, with ELITE certification from the manufacturer.
4.2 A summary of the general preconditions:
               4.2.1  The bidder must be a corporation registered in Israel.
   4.2.2. The bidder is in possession of any certificate and/or license and/or licensing and/or permit required pursuant to any law, and is listed in every registry conducted pursuant to any law and that is related to the subject of the contract.
4.2.3 The bidder is in possession of valid authorizations in his name, pursuant to the Public Bodies Transactions Law, 5736 – 1976, and meets the conditions and provisions required by this law.
  4.2.4 The bidder has not been convicted of fiscal offenses, or of additional offenses detailed  in Chapter 1 of the tender documents, unless the statute of limitations has expired. 
4.2.5 The bidder does not have a warning in the reviewed financial reports for the past two tax years regarding the corporation's continued existence as a "going concern."
4.2.6  The bidder has attached a deposit for the bid in the sum of 300,000 shekels, as specified in the tender documents.

The Ministry reserves the right to publish changes and clarifications to the tender documents, even if they do not arise from the clarification questions received from the bidders, up to a reasonable time before the final date for submitting bids.

Submitting bids: Bids should be submitted, in Hebrew, to the Ministry’s tenders box, on the ground    floor of the E-Government Building, 1 Nethanel Lorch St., Jerusalem, no later than October 20, 2021  at 2 P.M.  It is clarified that bids should not be sent by post.  The Tenders Committee will not discuss  any bid that was not found in the tenders box on the final date for submitting bids.
