Chapter A – Invitation to submit proposals

The Tender
[bookmark: _Toc53331324]Presentation of the Tender
The Ministry of Economy and Industry (hereinafter: "the Offeror") hereby publishes Expedited Mechanized Tender No. 7/24, Adding Cargo Flights for the Transport of Goods to Asia (hereinafter: the "Tender").
This Tender is an expedited mechanized tender which is conducted in accordance with Regulation 19E (a) (1) of the Mandatory Tenders Regulations, 1993 (the "Mandatory Tenders Regulations").  
As part of the Tender process, bids that will be submitted in the Tender shall be required to meet the threshold conditions for participation in the Tender as specified therein. The bids that meet the threshold conditions of the Tender will be ranked in accordance with the criteria that will be specified in the Tender.
At the end of the Tender process, the Offeror will declare the bids that obtained the highest score as the Winners of the Tender and shall sign an engagement agreement with the Bidders, all as detailed below.
The Tender will be conducted in accordance with the law, and in accordance with the rules of the Tender as detailed in the tender documents. 
The tender documents 
The tender documents are divided into 3 chapters. This chapter includes the specific conditions of the Tender, including the professional requirements. As part of the response to the chapter, the Bidder must specify its compliance with the requirements that were specified therein. The second chapter includes the rules according to which the Tender is conducted, while the third chapter constitutes the contractual agreement that will be signed with the winning providers(s) (hereinafter: "the Service Provider", "the Winner", the "Provider").
All chapters of the Tender must be thoroughly read before submitting a tender offer. 
The Engagement
As part of the Tender, the Offeror will select winners at each destination separately. The Winner(s) will sign an engagement agreement (which is hereby attached as Chapter C) with the Offeror for a period of 3 months, with the Offeror having the right to extend the engagement period by three additional periods, of 3 months each time, and up to 9 months cumulatively, with the consent of the Winner(s) (the "Engagement Period").
For the avoidance of doubt, the Offeror does not undertake to carry out the engagement in this scope or in any scope, and the materialization of the engagement will be at its sole discretion.
Any change in the scope or period of the engagement, as well as the exercise of the right to increase or extend the engagement, will take effect only upon obtaining the signature of the authorized signatories on behalf of the Offeror.
Details of the requirements 
Background
Since October 7, 2023, on the background of the Swords of Iron War and the security situation, many foreign airlines have stopped flying to Israel, and many flights to and from Israel have been canceled. 
The country attaches great importance to the continued existence of international trade, which is based on the ability to transport goods to and from it. As a result of flight cancellations, there has been a shortage of supply for air cargo.
The State of Israel wishes to ensure the full and continuous transfer of cargo during this period, and in accordance with changing conditions and needs.
To this end, the Ministry of Economy and Industry (hereinafter: "the Ministry") has already published a similar tender, in which winners were selected, for flights to destinations in Europe, India, and North America. Due to the need for additional flights to Asia, the Ministry wishes to publish this Tender in order to enter into an engagement with the Winner(s) in this procedure, for a period of three months (hereinafter: the "Period"). With the coordination and agreement of the parties, it will be possible to extend the term of the engagement by three additional periods of 3 months at a time and up to 9 months cumulatively.
It should be clarified that the realization of the engagement with the Winners of this Tender will be done at a time that will be determined by the Ministry and in accordance with its needs and the existence of an appropriate budget. It should be emphasized that the Ministry is not obligated to materialize the engagement at any time.
 The required services
The Bidders in this Tender will submit their bid for the addition of cargo flights (cargo flights only and/or combined flights of passengers and cargo), as detailed below:
In order to examine proposals, the Bidder is required to submit bids for direct flights or flights with one intermediate destination at most (hereinafter: "Transit Flights"), in order to transport air cargo, in order to provide optimal service to exporters and importers. It is hereby emphasized that the destinations to be submitted are according to the approvals of the offering companies (hereinafter: the "Companies") for flights to and from Israel with no more than one intermediate destination. If the flight in question is a transit flight, the Cargo destined to arrive to or leaving Israel shall not be held at the intermediate destination station for more than 72 hours, and the cargo that will be taken into account in all matters related to this Tender is cargo that is exported from Israel or imported to Israel only. It should be emphasized that the Winner(s) must obtain all the necessary permits in order to carry out the cargo flights. Bids that include flights with more than one intermediate destination will not be considered.
The proposed flights will be in addition to the existing flights, i.e. the flights displayed in the schedule that is published by the Authority (hereinafter: the "Additional Round"), as detailed below, within the framework of which:
1. The Company will define for one or more of the aforementioned destinations the net income for each destination in NIS (income less cargo handling expenses of all types, including land transportation, cargo terminals, customs and freight forwarding fees, and any other expense other than direct expenditure of the flight) which is requested from the Additional Round. The bidders will be able to submit a bid for each destination according to one or more of the options listed below (hereinafter: "the options"):

· Option 1: Outbound direct flight
· Option 2: Outbound flight with a transit
· Option 3: Inbound direct flight
· Option 4: Inbound flight with a transit
· Option 5: Roundtrip direct flight
· Option 6: Roundtrip flight with transit
It is clarified that the ministry will announce winners in each destination and in each of the options mentioned above separately, according to the ranking order of the proposals.

2. It is clarified that the ministry will first contact the first winner of each destination, in the relevant options according to its needs, and offer it to add one or more "Additional Round" flights for the coming month. The Winner will be able to agree or refuse the offer of the Ministry, to some or all flights. The Winner will be required to provide such a response within a period of time not exceeding 24 hours from the date of the Ministry's announcement. It should be clarified that the Ministry will treat a direct flight to a specific destination and a transit flight to that destination as two separate destinations at the stage of ranking the bids and selecting the winners.
[bookmark: _Hlk150417417][bookmark: _Hlk150417629]To the extent that the Winner refuses one or more flights, the ministry may contact the next winners at the same destination and the same option and forward the bid for the said flights until the Winner's consent is obtained to carry out the requested flights. Providing a response to the ministry shall not exceed a period of 24 hours. The contact by the Offeror shall be carried out according to the order of the winning bids at each destination and each option, from the highest to the lowest. To the extent that the Winner agrees to accept the Ministry's offer for one or more of the requested flights for the coming month, the parties will be obligated to carry out the flights that will be scheduled for the first two weeks of that month without the right of cancellation.
[bookmark: _Hlk150418186]During the first two weeks of the month, both parties may change and/or cancel the composition of flights that are scheduled for the second half of the month. A decision on such changes will be made at the end of 10 days from the beginning of the month. The Winner will be able to agree or refuse the Ministry's offer for some or all of the flights. The Winner will be required to provide such a response within a period of time not exceeding 24 hours from the date of the Ministry's announcement. To the extent that the Winner refuses one or more flights, the Ministry will be able to contact the next winners at the same destination and transfer the bid for the said flights until the Winner's consent is obtained to carry out the requested flights. Providing a response to the Ministry shall not exceed a period of 24 hours. The contact by the Offeror shall be carried out according to the order of the winning bids at each destination, from the highest to the lowest.
Beyond the above, both parties reserve the right to propose additional flights at any destination. It is clarified that the addition of such flights will be carried out as detailed above.  
3. To the extent that an Additional Round is agreed upon, and the net revenue from the flight does not reach the requested revenue, the Company will receive payment from the Ministry which will serve as a safety net, and which will guarantee the revenue that was requested in Section 1 for each additional round. It should be noted that the safety net will have an upper limit in scope. Thus, if the Company does not reach the requested income for any additional round (depending on the destination), the Ministry will pay the Company an amount that will supplement the requested income or the maximum amount for the safety net, whichever is lower.
4. The requested safety net shall not exceed 35% of the revenues that will be requested in Section 1 and shall not exceed the maximum threshold that is specified in NIS for a safety net in accordance with the capacity of the aircraft, as specified in the price quote. 
5. The Company will not charge its customers a price per kilogram of cargo that will exceed the price accepted in the market, depending on the destination and type of cargo.
6. The Ministry will decide at its discretion and needs whether to add a direct flight to a specific destination or add a transit flight to that destination.
7. The Company undertakes to act fairly and transparently towards the State, and to this end disclose its revenues, costs, amount of cargo (weight and tonnage), flight details, and type of aircraft from the Additional Round, separately for the export and the import. In addition, the Company must allow the Ministry access to the full data of the Company, including a list of customers, regarding flights in which the safety net was operated.
8. It is hereby clarified and emphasized that the Ministry does not undertake to contact the service provider at any time within the framework of a work order for the provision of the services that are the subject of this application.
9. All of the amounts that are specified in this application include VAT. 


Destinations:
1. The final flight destinations that are requested at this stage are: China, Hong Kong, Japan, South Korea, United Arab Emirates, Australia, Thailand, Vietnam, Singapore, Taiwan (it should be clarified that the Bidders must specify the specific airport in their offer at each of the requested destinations, and each destination of a specific airport will be examined on its own). In order to provide optimal service to exporters and importers, it is hereby emphasized that the destinations that will be submitted are according to the Company's approvals for flights to and from Israel with at most one intermediate destination for the purpose of reloading. Offers that include flights with more than one stopover you will not be examined. 
2. The Bidders will be able to submit a bid for one or more destinations.
3. The Company will indicate in the table below the net revenues requested for each of the destinations.
Notes:
1. If the Company anticipates that it will be necessary to activate the safety net for the flight, it is requested to update the Ministry as close as possible to the date of the flight, and in any case no later than 24 hours from the date of its termination. 
2. The text of the Ministry's proposed agreement with the Winner(s) is attached to this application.

The selection mechanism:
The Ministry will compare the proposals that will be received for each destination and option separately and announce the winner(s) for the specific option in the specific destination. 
The manner of weighting the proposals will be as follows: 
(50% * Income requested according to the chosen option + 50% * Safety net requested according to the chosen option) 
The maximum tonnage the aircraft can carry to the number of directions according to the option chosen 
Below are few examples of calculating the score: 
Proposal No. 1 (for example): 
Requested income for a direct roundtrip to Abu-Dhabi, UAE, is NIS 200,000. The roundtrip takes 25 tons each way, and together a total of 50 tons. The maximum safety net requested is NIS 70,000. The weighted score for this proposal will be 2,700 points and it will be calculated as follows:
 (70,000 * 50% + 200,000 * 50%) / (25 * 2)
Proposal No. 2 (for example): 
Requested income for an outbound flight to Abu-Dhabi, UAE, with a transit, is NIS 40,000. The outbound takes 25 tons. The maximum safety net requested is NIS 10,000. The weighted score for this proposal will be 1,000 points and it will be calculated as follows:
(10,000 * 50% + 40,000 * 50%) / (25 * 1)
Proposal No. 3 (for example): 
Requested income for a roundtrip flight to Sidney, Australia, is NIS 400,000, the roundtrip takes 35 tons for each direction, and all together 70 tons for the roundtrip. The maximum safety net requested is NIS 150,000. The weighted score for this proposal will be 3,929 points and it will be calculated as follows: 
(400,000 * 50% + 150,000 * 50%) / (35 * 2). But this offer will be disqualified since the safety net exceeds a ceiling rate of 35% according to this calculation: 150,000/400,000 = 37.5%.
Proposal No. 4 (for example): 
Requested Income for an inbound direct flight from Singapore is NIS 350,000. The flight takes 75 tons for direction. The maximum safety net requested is NIS 100,000. The weighted score for this proposal will be 3,000 points and will be calculated as follows: 
(350,000 * 50% + 100,000 * 50%) / (75 * 1)


The ministry will rank the weighted scores at each destination and each option separately in such way that the lower the weighted score, the higher the ranking. 
The offer should not be conditional on any conditions, no additional costs should be added to what is specified in the table. If there are additional costs, they must be weighted within the components of the requested pricing.
Such amounts shall include VAT and any other tax as applicable by law. It is clarified that the price quote is final and includes all the expenses involved in the provision of the services, and the Offeror declares and undertakes that beyond the aforesaid, no additional amount will be required by it.

 The tender process will be carried out, in accordance with the schedule detailed below: 

Submitting suggestions and clarifying questions
The submission of bids for the Tender will be carried out online, through the Yahalom system, or through  submitting to the designated electronic mailbox : ElectronicTenderBox@economy.gov.il
In such a case, the Bidders must act in accordance with the announcement which will be published on the tender publication page on the website of the Government Procurement Administration (hereinafter: "the tender page") as well as according to this tender documents. 
A link to the system for submitting bids in the Tender as well as the designated email address will be published on the Tender Page. A bidder who wishes to ask clarifying questions and submit its bid in the Tender is required to click on the link "Submit questions and proposals" on the Tender Page, which will forward the Bidder to the system, or alternatively, can send the questions to the designated email box. 
Bid submission procedure using a designated email box:
It is the Offeror's responsibility to send it's bid to the designated email box by the deadline for submitting bids. Bids received after the deadline will not be opened by the tender committee and will be disqualified.
An offeror may update it's offer as long as the deadline for submitting an offer has not passed.
An offeror in this tender has the sole responsibility to submit the bid before the deadline for submitting bids.
If, after bids have been submitted in the box, the ordering party makes a change in the tender documents (with the exception of a change in the tender dates), the bids that were in the box will be cancelled. And the offeror who wishes to submit his offer in accordance with the updated tender conditions will be required to resubmit.

 The process of submitting proposals in the system includes 2 stages:
Identification of the party submitting the bid through the government identification system.

After identification is completed, the system will automatically transfer the Bidder to the relevant tender box. The Bidder must ensure that the bidding system contains the name and number of the Tender requested by it.
Activities in the Yahalom System
A bidder who wishes to ask clarification questions or to provide comments may do so as long as the deadline for asking clarification questions and comments has not passed, by clicking on the "Clarification Questions" button. The Bidder will fill in the number of the chapter / appendix and the section number relevant for each question.
As part of the submission of the bid, the Bidder must act in accordance with the instructions that will appear in the Yahalom system, fill in all the required fields clearly and in accordance with the system's instructions, and upload the required files to the system, in accordance with the instructions of the Tender. 
After completing the submission of the proposal in the system, a message saying "Your proposal was successfully submitted" will be received, and the Bidder will be able to download the bid document. The bid document is a digitally signed document of the bid and it constitutes a reference to the bid that is submitted. The document will also be sent to the Bidder by email. The last submitted bid document will also be displayed in the system.
A bidder may update its bid as long as the deadline for the submission of bids has not passed.
In the event that, after bids have been submitted in the box, the Offeror makes a change in the tender documents (except for a change in the dates of the Tender), bids that were in the box will be canceled and transferred to draft mode. The payment rules that are detailed below are subject to the directives of the Accountant General at the Ministry of Finance as published from time to time.

The Provider must submit the Bill in accordance with the Offeror's instructions, as a condition for confirming the Bill and transferring the payment to the Provider.
The Bill will include the following details and documents:

An invoice appended by details of sales for the roundtrip, export and import separately, including its income from each customer in detail according to the amount of cargo (weight and tonnage) and the price charged per kilogram, flight details and type of aircraft as part of the roundtrip in question. This detail will be signed by an authorized representative on behalf of the service provider. 
The Offeror reserves the right to perform an audit and to demand the production of documents supporting the report attached to the payment demand. Such an audit may be carried out either by the Offeror or by anyone acting on its behalf.
A photocopy of an authorized dealer certificate under the Value Added Tax Law, 1975, valid for that fiscal year.
Confirmation from an authorized officer within the meaning of the term in the Public Entities Transactions Law, 1976, valid for that fiscal year, that it maintains or is exempt from maintaining the ledgers and records that it must maintain according to the Income Tax Ordinance [New Version] and the Law.
The Bill must include, inter alia, the amount payable before value added tax ("VAT"), and the total amount payable including VAT. In the event that there is a change in the amount of VAT by the date of submission of the Bill, the consideration to which the Provider is entitled will be updated accordingly.
In the event that there are changes that are not in the amount of VAT in taxes or levies, on the price of services or goods, these changes will not affect the amount of consideration, except in accordance with and subject to receiving the prior written approval of the Offeror, and at its sole discretion.

The service provider undertakes to indemnify the Ministry for any damage, payment or expense caused to it for any reason whatsoever resulting from the actions or omissions of the service provider due to which the service provider's liability was born and as a direct or indirect result of the implementation of this Agreement, within a reasonable time upon receipt of notice thereof from the Ministry in the event that a claim is filed against the firm for the actions or omissions of the service provider as a direct or indirect result of the execution of this agreement, the Ministry will notify the service provider in writing and will allow it to defend itself in advance against it.
It is clarified that the Ministry will not bear any responsibility and/or damage, whether directly or indirectly, from the operation of this Agreement by the service provider vis-à-vis the exporters and importers.

An assignment of rights or obligations under this Section shall be made subject to the signing of a "back-to-back" agreement between the assigner and the assignee. The Provider must immediately notify the Offeror of the occurrence of one of the cases specified in this Section.

Breach of the following Sections of the Agreement (according to the title of the sections): Obligations and declarations of the Provider; Confidentiality and information security; Conflict of interest in the execution of the Agreement; Ownership and copyright; Limitation of liability; Insurance; Assignment of rights or obligations under the Agreement;
Significant deviations from the details of the engagement as these were requested in the Tender;
If the Provider took part in coordinating bids, for the purpose of winning the Tender; 
If the Provider has withdrawn from the execution of the Agreement;
If the Provider has breached the Agreement in a fundamental breach, the Offeror may, at its discretion, immediately terminate the engagement with the Provider or any part thereof without further notice and cancel the Agreement, without derogating from the Offeror's right to relief or compensation as stated in the Tender, Agreement or under any law.
Non-fundamental breach of agreement-
Without derogating from the aforesaid, in any case of non-compliance by the Provider with its obligations under the Tender and the Agreement, for any reason, the Provider will allow the defect to be corrected within 15 working days of receiving written notice from the Offeror, or within a longer period of time determined by the Offeror according to the circumstances of the case. In any case where the violation is not corrected within the time period defined for this purpose, the Offeror shall be entitled to act in accordance with the following in this Section.
Termination of the Agreement due to breach or anticipated breach: 
The Offeror will be entitled to notify the Provider with 20 days' advance notice of the termination of the engagement due to breach of the agreement.
In view of the Provider knowing that there is a probable possibility that it will not be able to meet all or some of its obligations for any reason, or that it will not be able to meet the dates and terms of service, it will immediately notify the Offeror verbally and by email. 
In any case of anticipated breach of the agreement, the Offeror may, at its discretion, allow the Provider to prepare and discuss a plan for correcting the deficiencies, or terminate the engagement with the Provider or any part thereof.
Offset and lien –
Without derogating from the rights of the Offeror under this Agreement or under any law, the Offeror shall have the right to deduct from amounts that it owes the Provider under the Agreement, any debt owed to the Offeror by the Provider, whether fixed or not, including between orders. In addition, the Offeror and the Offerors shall be entitled to withhold in their possession any amount that they must provide, until the payment of any debt that must be settled towards any of them.
The Provider shall have no right of set-off or lien against the Offeror or any Offeror in respect of any amount which it claims one of them owes it.

miscellaneous
The parties agree that the jurisdiction over all matters and issues arising out of or related to this Agreement shall be exclusively vested in the competent courts in the district in which the Offeror's Tenders Committee convenes and shall be governed by the Israeli law.
Any change to the provisions of this Agreement shall be made with the prior written consent of both parties.
This Agreement exhausts all that has been agreed between the parties, and no agreement or arrangement entered into prior to the signing of this Agreement shall be valid.
