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Re: Request for Information (RFI) No. 501/2024 regarding the Manufacturing, Supply or Installation of Rapidly Constructed Units for Residential Purposes

[bookmark: _Hlk170376354]The Ministry of Construction and Housing (the “Ministry” or the “Client”) hereby publishes this preliminary Request for Information regarding the “manufacturing, supply or installation of rapidly constructed units for residential purposes” (the “Request”). Anyone interested in responding to the Request and providing information is required to act in accordance with the instructions set forth in these documents. 

1. Subject Matter and Background 

The Ministry of Construction and Housing (hereinafter: “the Ministry”) is responsible, among other things, for the initiation and execution of government policy in the housing sector. Accordingly, the Ministry promotes, among other things, various housing solutions for the population and infrastructure development in new neighborhoods (whereas residential construction in new neighborhoods is usually performed by private developers). 

In order to prepare for the possible need for expedited construction of residential neighborhoods, i.e., neighborhoods in which the Ministry will not only perform the development works in the site, but will also handle the supply of the residential units themselves, the Ministry is interested in receiving information regarding options for the manufacturing, supply or installation of rapidly constructed units. 

The Request is for information regarding durable rapidly constructed residential units for use of up to 10 years (rather than short-term emergency housing, such as tents), and information regarding the manufacturing or supply of residential units capable of accommodating a variety of family sizes.

It should be noted that in accordance with the existing Israeli legal requirements, including the Civil Defense Regulations from 1992, contractors are obligated to provide an Apartment Protective Space (“MAMAD”), a Story Protective Space (“MAMAK”) or an Institutional Protective Space (“MAMAM”) providing protection from various threats including missiles and rockets, and that is also considered a safe place in the event of an earthquake. Therefore, the suggested solutions must include the option of connecting to the said protected space (with all ensuing consequences, with respect to design and performance), that will be manufactured and supplied in Israel in accordance with existing provisions of Israeli law. 

The information that will be received will be used for the purpose of examining existing potential, locally and internationally, to manufacture, supply or install rapidly constructed residential units, in large numbers, as part of the Ministry's preparation for the eventuality of expedited construction of residential neighborhoods. 

2. Rules of the Request 

2.1. Responses to this Request should be delivered to the following email:  yevilim@moch.gov.il, no later than August 15th, 2024 at 16:00. 

2.2. Questions regarding the subject matter of this Request may be delivered no later than August 1st, 2024 at 16:00 to the aforementioned email. 

2.3. To avoid any doubt, this document does not constitute a Tender and is not a Request for Proposal (RFP), does not oblige the Client to hold such a Tender and does not establish any contractual or other obligation between the Client and any respondents to the Request. After receiving the responses to this Request, any further actions will be at the sole discretion of the Client. 

2.4. In addition, it is clarified that any response provided by a supplier will not constitute an advantage or a condition for participation in a tender, to the extent that a tender is held in the future, and shall not require the inclusion of the supplier in the tender or an engagement with the supplier in any other manner. 

2.5. In this Request, the Client reserves its right, at its sole discretion: 
2.5.1. To contact and meet with potential suppliers and request information and clarifications, presentation, and demonstration of the products (“pilot”) and to visit the premises of the supplier or its customers. 
2.5.2. To use the information collected within the framework of the Request procedure and its publication for the purpose of preparing a tender, or for the purpose of compiling a list of potential suppliers. 
2.5.3. To the extent that a procedure of engagement to receive services in connection with the subject matter of this Request is held in the future, including a tender, to change or add conditions and requirements, in accordance with the needs to be determined by the Client. 
2.5.4. To publish, by way of a tender or in any other manner, specifications or requirements that will be based on information received. 
2.5.5. Subject to the instructions in section 2.5.6 below, the Ministry shall be entitled to use information provided by respondents for the purpose of considering the possibility to enter into an engagement on the subject and formulate the requirements in such engagements. 
2.5.6. Subject to the provisions of the law, the Ministry shall keep in confidence the information received within the framework of the Request and shall make no use of it, as follows: 
2.5.6.1. The Ministry shall not make the information public; 
2.5.6.2. The Ministry shall not infringe the intellectual property rights of the respondent. 
2.5.6.3. The Ministry shall not make commercial use of the information, other than for the purposes set out in the Request for Information. 
2.5.6.4. The Ministry shall not deliver the information to a third party, not involved in the formulation of the engagement, such as a professional consultant. 
2.5.7. Notwithstanding the aforesaid, the Ministry shall be entitled to contact the respondent and request use of such information as stated in section 2.5.6. 

2.6. All expenses incurred by the respondents in connection with their response to the Request shall be the sole responsibility of the respondents. Respondents shall not be entitled to compensation, indemnity, or payment from the Client in respect to their response to the Request. 

2.7. Respondents to this Request declare the following: 
2.7.1. They consent to the provisions of this document, and shall have no claim or demand from the Client or from any other party in connection with the use of the information provided by them. 

2.7.2. The information provided by the respondent, as well as future use of such information, does not infringe third-party rights, including copyright. The respondent shall be held solely liable for any demand or claim on the grounds of infringement of such third-party rights resulting from the use of the information, and it shall indemnify the Client immediately after receiving a demand for any amount that the Client will be obligated to pay and/or required to pay as a result of such a claim or a demand, including expenses and attorney fees. 

2.7.3. The documents of this Request are the exclusive property of the Client. 

2.8. This Request is published with the approval of the Tender Committee on behalf of the Client, and under its supervision.
