1. Numbering with visible ink or UV ink ? 
2. Numbering on the PET side or adhesive side (visible on the passport after lamination) ? 
3. Numbering in the image or between the images / laminates ?

4. Numbering in black ink on the PET side - with missing numbers allowed
5. On the PET side, numbering between the images are better to avoid clogging on the lamination plates

9. It is preferable to use alphanumeric characters for the numbering --> better aspect and easier to control
	1. Numbering should be visible using normal light. UV fluorescence is not required.  
2. Numbering is not mandatory, but if it is present PIBA prefers that the numbers will be visible on the data page after lamination. 
3. If the numbering is visible on the data page it must be part of the image. 
4. Numbering on the carrier means that it will not stay on the laminated page. The decision is up to the Supplier, since numbering is not mandatory.

6. Objects are small graphical elements. 
7. Objects/symbols may be provided by PIBA as a proprietary TrueType font, shared with the winning Supplier.
