For the Planning, Construction and Maintenance of Multimedia Systems Projects for Government Ministries
1. The Government Procurement Administration at the Ministry of Finance’s General Accountant’s Department is hereby publishing Central Tender No. 2-2020 for the planning, establishment and maintenance of multimedia systems projects for government ministries, auxiliary units and accompanying bodies (hereinafter: The Tender).
2. The services under this Tender are required for creating a joint technological work environment which will enable comfort of use for different users (such as headquarters, command centers, control rooms, service centers) in multi-participant sites or remote sites, while creating adaptations for users of different end technologies.
3. Up to two winning providers will be selected under this Tender, each of whom will provide the requested services in accordance with project stages and procurement periods, all in accordance with the mechanism specified in the Tender documents.
4. Main requested services:
4.1	Detailed project plans – the project will be planned according to the characterization provided to the provider by the customer or anyone on their behalf.
4.2	Provision of multimedia products – provision of multimedia products for the purpose of establishing the project in accordance with the project plans.
4.3	Project establishment – installation of multimedia products at the customer’s sites and integration with the customer’s existing systems.
4.4	Warranty and maintenance services – provision of warranty and maintenance services for the projects as specified in the Tender documents.
5.	Procurement Period
[bookmark: _Hlk72353362]5.1	For a project with an estimated cost of up to ILS 150,000 (excluding VAT), the procurement period is thirty-six (36) months from the date the Tender editor’s signatories sign the agreement. The Tender editor reserves the right to extend this period by a number of periods that together, shall not exceed sixty (60) additional months (hereinafter: Option Period), so that the total procurement period does not exceed ninety-six (96) months.
5.2	For a project with an estimated cost of over ILS 150,000 (excluding VAT), the procurement period is thirty-six (36) months from the date the Tender editor’s signatories sign the agreement. The Tender editor reserves the right to extend this period by a number of terms that together, shall not exceed twenty-four (24) additional months (hereinafter: Option Period).
6.	This Tender is an evolving mechanized tender and will be executed in accordance with the following main steps:
6.1.1	At stage A, bids will be examined and their compliance with the terms of the Tender will be examined, including threshold conditions.
6.1.2	At stage B, quality scores for bids that met the conditions of stage A will be determined (hereinafter – Approved Bidder(s)).
6.1.3	At stage C, Approved Bidders will compete in a pricing procedure to determine the price score. In this procedure each bidder will offer a discount percentage for the various specifications requested and everything as specified in the Tender documents.
6.1.4	In stage D, bidders’ price scores and quality scores will be weighted and the first winning candidate will be determined.
6.1.5	In stage E, Approved Bidders, excluding the candidate for first winner, will compete in an additional dynamic pricing procedure, at the end of which a second winning candidate will be selected.
7.	Prerequisites for participating in the Tender:
	7.1	Administrative threshold conditions:
7.1.1	The bidder is a corporation legally registered in Israel. It is clarified that if the bidder is a partnership, the partnership must be duly registered.
7.1.2	The bidder meets the requirements of the Public Bodies Transactions Law, 5736-1976.
7.1.3	Bidder’s independence from other bidders in the Tender – The bidder meets all of the following conditions:
	7.1.3.1	The bidder does not hold or is not held by another bidder in the Tender.
	7.1.3.2	One entity does not hold 25% or more of its means of control and of another bidder in the Tender.
	7.1.3.3	The bidder is not a subcontractor of another bidder in the Tender, with regards to carrying out the services in this Tender.
	Holding in this clause – directly or indirectly holding 25% or more of a means of control, as defined in the Securities Law, 5728-1968.
7.2	Professional threshold conditions:
7.2.1	The bidder has presented at least two (2) multimedia manufacturers for provision of the requested services as specified in the Tender, and each of them separately meet all the following cumulative requirements:
	7.2.1.1	The multimedia manufacturer has manufactured and sold multimedia products worldwide for at least one hundred million US dollars ($ 100,000,000) during each of the last 5 financial years prior to publication of the Tender (depending on the period in which the manufacturer's financial statements are prepared).
	7.2.1.2	The multimedia manufacturer is represented in Israel through the manufacturer's representative, who has been active as such for at least two full years prior to publication of the Tender.
	7.2.1.3	The multimedia manufacturer has provided multimedia products to security entities for a total of at least US $ 2 million ($ 2,000,000) cumulatively over a period of two full years prior to the date of publication of the Tender.
	Or alternatively – has a valid JITC or DODIN standard label.
	7.2.1.4	The multimedia manufacturer has a price list that is valid in the US and published for customers.
7.2.2	The bidder has valid certification certificates from all multimedia manufacturers offered by him or the manufacturers' representatives, to supply, install and maintain the multimedia products they manufacture in Israel.
7.2.3	Bidder’s experience (all sums in this clause are before VAT):
	7.2.3.1	The bidder has himself carried out at least thirty (30) multimedia projects during the period from January 1, 2015 to December 31, 2020, as specified below (all sums in this clause are before VAT):
7.2.3.1.1 At least 24 multimedia projects with a financial scope of at least ILS 100,000 each.
7.2.3.1.2 At least 5 multimedia projects with a financial scope of at least ILS 500,000 each.
7.2.3.1.3 At one multimedia project with a financial scope of at least ILS 1,000,000.
7.2.3.2	The bidder has carried out at least 7 multimedia projects with a scope of at least ILS 100,000 each, using the multimedia products of all the manufacturers offered by him, in the period between January 1, 2015 to December 31, 2020, as specified below (a total of 14 multimedia projects).
7.2.3.3	The bidder has an annual turnover of at least ILS ten million (10,000,000) before VAT, in five of the years between 2014-2019, resulting from the activities of establishing multimedia projects, before VAT.
8.	A warranty is not required at the bidding stage. Bidders will be required, as a condition for their participation in the financial bidding phase, to submit a bid warranty in the amount of one hundred and twenty thousand new shekels (ILS 120,000).

12.	Tender bids will be submitted by one of the following alternatives in accordance with a notice published by the Tender editor on the Tender website:
12.1	In sealed envelopes/packages without any marks identifying the bidder, and marked in accordance with the details in the Tender documents. The envelopes/packaging will be placed in the Tender box at the Government Procurement Administration – 1 Netanel Lorach Street, entrance floor, Jerusalem.
12.2	Digitally – in accordance with instructions provided on the Procurement Administration’s website.
13.	Updates to the Tender documents shall be published on the Tender page on the Government Procurement Administration’s website at:

14.	The final date for submitting bids is no later than August 11, 2021 at 13:00.
15.	The Tender editor may, at his initiative and at his discretion, cancel all or part of the Tender and enter into a new Tender, change it, update it, including updates of dates specified in it and postpone it for budgetary, organizational or any other reason, all at his sole discretion. Such changes (including the deadline for submission of bids) will be posted on the Tender website.
16.	It is emphasized that in the event of a discrepancy between the conditions specified above and that written in the Tender documents, the Tender documents shall prevail.
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
